HARRISON’S WILL

Widow Gets the Proceeds of $125,-
000 and $15,000.

Indianapolis, Ind., March 20.—The will
©f General Harrison bequeaths to the
Union Trust company, as trustees, if his
wife shall survive him, $125,000 to be in-
vested, the interest to be paid to her dur-
ing her life. To his wife he also leaves
$15,000; to his daughter Elizabeth, $10,000.

He leaves $10,000 to be invested until
his grandson, Benjamin Harrison McKee,
shall become of age. To his grandchil-
dren, Mary Dodge McKee, Marthena Har-
rison and William Henry Harrison, he
leaves $2,500 each.

Item sixteen of the will reads as fol-
lows:

“'If adother child should be born to me
of my present marriage, I give and be-
queath to such child the sum of $10,000.
If a boy shaill be born to me he shall bear
my name and my sword and sash shall be
gl;’en to him instead of to my son Rus-
sell.”

Bequests are made to several sisters.
All debts owing to him by his son Russell
&re remitted.

To the Indianapolis orphan asylum he
Jeaves $500; to the Eleanor home, $3500:
to the Summer Mission for sick children,
$100; to his secretary, E. Frank Tidbett,
§500.

.. All the rest of his estate iz left to be
divided into as many equal shares as he
leaves children, and one additional share
for the issue of any child that may have
died leaving issue.

General Harrisons’ wealth is variously
estimated, some people putting it as high
as half a millian. Those best informed,
however, say that he was worth about
$250,000 or $300,000. His fortune consisted
largely of real estate, located largely in
this city, and of $100,000 of personal prop-
erty. He owned a fine summer home in
the Adirondacks. The personal property
included about $30,000 stock in various
properties. He was the owner of about
the same amount of bonds. General Har-
Tison last year paid taxes on $174,840, of
‘which $88,194 was on real estate.

BEQUESTS TO MISSIONS

Yniversity of Michigan Also Remem-
bered by Mrs. Palmer.

RUSHING IN TROOPS

British Reinforcements Sent to
Tientsin From Peking.

SPECIAL TRAIN STARTS TO-DAY

Warships Outside the Bar—British
Opinion Looks for
War.

.

Tientsin, March 20.—A special train
bearing reinforcements of Australian
troops left Peking for Tientsin at. 10
o’clock this morning.

One French, one Italian and a German
warship are outside the bar.

Ninety British soldiers arrived here
this morning from Taku to replace the
Indian watchers on the disputed ground.
The Fusileers are expected to-day.

EMPRESS WILL MOVE

Chinese Protest Against the Ameri-
can Withdrawal.

New York Sun Special Service

Peking, March 20.—It is reported that
the dowager empress and the emperor
will leave Singan-fu in ten days for Kai-
feng-fu via Hankei pass. They will re-
side at Kaifeng-fu until their return to
Peking. Forty-five officials of the cen-
sorate and the departments of the im-
perial household, the imperial bodyguard
and other yamens left here last Friday
for Kaifeng-fu to act as an escort of the
emperor and the dowager empress to
Peking. They were furnished with pass-
ports which will protect the party from
attacks by foreign soldiers enroute.

When the Chinese heard of the early
departure of the American troops from
China and that the section of the Tartar
city which had been controlled by these
men was to be turned over to the Ger-
mans, they sent a delegation of over
2,000 prominent men to Major Robertson,
the commander of the American troops
there, asking him to retain the adminis-
tration of affairs. They declared that
under the Americans order had been pre-
served and the Chinese had been able
to secure justice.

WAR LOOMS vP

Czar Tells the British Pointedly to
Keep Hands Off,
New York Sun Special Service.

London, March 20.—Prospects of war in
the orient loom up even more rapidly
that the hopes of immediate peace in
South Africa have gone glimmering.

Tientsin dispatches report the situa-
tion there as of the tensest nature, while
inspired utterances in St. Petersburg are
goading Britons into frenzy.

It became known yesterday that Great
Britain formally protested against Rus-
sian agreement with China regarding
Manchuria and that the czar’s laconic
reply pithily interpreted, was that his
occupation of that province was none of
Britain’s business. In giving out this in-
formation the inspired Russian official
stuck the goad into the lion’s present
most vulnerable spot. He caustically
warned Britain to catch De Wet, the fox,
before tackling the bear.

WALDERSEE FAILS

Russians Insist That the British
Must Withdraw.

Teintsin, March 20.—Count von Walder-
see arrived here yesterday, Gen. Wogacde-
clined to discuss the question of owner-
ship until the British withdrew from the
ground claimed by the Russians and occu-
pied by his forces.

General Campbell stated that under his
instructions he could not withdraw from
his position. The deadlock therefore cofi-
tinues. Count von Waldersee returned to
Peking.

General Campbell has received the ap-
proval of his government and is holding
his ground under orders from London.

Count von Waldersee’s proposal was
that the disputed territory be turned
over to a neutral guard, the Russians and
British simultaneously withdrawing pend-
ing a legal investigation.

The British officers maintain that if, as
is rumored, Russian troops are hurried to
Teintsin frem Port Arthur, the British
government will regard their arrival as a
hostile movement on the part of Russia.
Negotiations on the spot are at an end.
Pourparlers are now conducted directly
between the two cabinets at London and
St. Petersburg. The Russian authorities
at Tientsin*are upheld by St. Petersburg.

General Wogack has made the following
statement of the Russian position.

“The question over which we unhappily
are a{ odds is not whether the disputed
ground belongs to us or to the Chinese
government “or to the railway company,
but whether the English will make good
their trespass. The ground was
protected by Russian flags and clear-
ly delineated by a boundary stone. These
flags “were overturned and thrown away
by the working party of Bengal pioneers
and coolies.

‘“Before we can discuss the question of
ownership, the British, must with-
draw. Once the British have withdrawn,
I am sure the Russian government will
ignore all previous regrettable violence
and listen in the most friendly spirit to
whatever the British government may
have to say regarding definite possession
of the disputed territory.

“No sane person can for an instant
doubt that had the English requested per-
mission to build a switch or sidetrack
on our ground it would have been im-
mediately granted. The British troops
must be withdrawn fgom Russian terri-
tory. There can be no other settlement.”

LAKE YACHT SOLD.

New York, March 20.—Robert Hall' McCor-
mick has paid $20,000 for the steam yacht
Catherine C, one of the finest steam yachts
on the great lakes. He will take her to Bar
Harbor, Me. The Catherine C was built at
Wyandotte, Mich., for Mr. Cudahy, at a cost
of $32,000.

Time to Recuperate.

OTHERS SHARE KRUGER’S VIEW

One Paper Connects the Trouble
in China With South
Africa.

New York Sun 8peciai Service

London, March 20.—There is a general
feeling of regret expressed by this morn-
ing's newspapers at the failure of the peace
negotiations between Lord Kitchener and
General Botha. The government at the
same time is called on to prosecute the
war with unabated energy.

Mr. Kruger is reported as saying that an
armistice between the British and Boer
troops was agreed to, to give the strug-
gling Boer comanders time to puil them-
selves together, and this view i9 shared
by a good many people here.

It is understood that as soon as the pa-
pers relative to the negotiations are pub-
lished, the opposition will raise a debate
on the matter in the house of commons.
The second reading of the consolidated
fund bill next week will afford an opor-
tunity for bringing the subject before par-
liament.

The Westminster Gazette makes pessi-
mistic comments on General Botha's re-
fusal to accept the peace terms offered by
Lord Kitchener and connects this refusal
with the situation in China. The Gazette
says the powers are at sixes and sevens in
the far east, and that any day may see the
commencement of a struggle from which
the Boers may recover their own. The
failure of these peace negotiations means
that the military position in South Africa
is not yet decisive.

KRUGER NOT DISCREDITED

D. Erasmus Says Only He Can End
the War.

New York, March 20.—A dispatch from
London to the Herald gives an interview
with D. Erasmus, son of General Erasmus
of Preteria on the reports of General
Botha's refusal to accept the terms of
peace. He said:

“Four hundred Boers are quite sufficient
to harass the entire army for an indefi-
nite period in the district of Pretoria.
Regular cavalry cannot operate there. It
is deep sand, which gives poor foothold.
The English can fight only six months in
the year. The Boers from childhood have
accustomed themselves to this climate
and can sleep there without much harm.

‘“The end will be that the Boers remain-
ing must be either caught and exterminat-
ed or given independence.

“Mr. Kruger is still president of the
Transvaal republic. They say he ran
away. That is not true. He was forced

to move by the exeeutive.

BOERS EXECUTED

Charged With Murder for Wrecking
a Train.

Cape Town, March 20.—J. P. Minaber,
S. Minaber and J. A. Neuwoudt were ghot
at De Aar last evening for treason and
murder, in connection with the wrecking
of a train near Taasbosch, by which five
men were killed. General Kitchener con-
firmed the sentence of the court-martial.
Two others cencerned in the train wreck-
ing were senteuced to five years at penal
servitude.

Fight With Boers.

Cape Town, March 20.—A dispatch from
Cradock, Cape Colony, says Colonel Gor-
ringe's force engaged Kritzinger's force of
Boers, March 15. Nine Boers were killed
and seven were wounded. The British loss
was one man killed and ten wounded.

CAN’T TRUST FILIPINOS

There Is Much Pilfering From the
Local Mails,

Washington, March 20.—Director Gen-
eral of Posts Cotterman, of the Philip-
pines, reports to the postoffice department
that a great many complaints have been
received at Manila of pilfering from the
mails. Much of the mail is carried in tie
sacks on pack trains. Mr. Cotterman
adds:

Many sacks of mail are carried on steamers.
The crews are natives or Spaniards and the
time has not arrived when, these people caun
be trusted to any extent.

PROVINCE OF MASBATE

Rinderpest Has Impoverished
People—=New Sechools,

Iloilo, Island of Panay, March 20—(By
mail from Panalog, Island of Masbate,
March 18.)—The islands of Masbate,
Ticao and Burias, with a population of
40,000, were to-day constituted the prov-
ince of Masbate. Masbate has been im-
poverished by the rinderpest. Cattle
raising is almost the sole industry of the
inhabitants. Arrangements have been
made for the establishment of schools.
The ladrones are the only insurrectionists
remaining in Masbate.
