BIG DEALS CLOSED

Thin Id the Day of the Union Pacific
and United State* Steel Trust.

New York, March 20.—Two Important
events in the financial history of the
country will be completed to-day. One is
the closing of the subscription for $40,000,-
--000 of Union Pacific 4 per cent convertable
gold bonds to be issued in payment for
the stock acquired of the Southern Pa-
cific. The second event is the closing
of deposits of the stocks of the Fed-
eral Steel, National Steel, National Tube,
American Steel and Wire, American Tin
Plate, American Steel Hoop and Ameri-
can Sheet ateel companies, in exchange
for the stocks of the United States Steel
corporation, the most gigantic combina-
tion ever undertaken.

The rise in Burlington shares continued
without actual development to account for
the heavy advance in the stock. An au-
thority said to-day that there is no longer
reason to believe that any change will be
effected in the independent status of the
property or that there will be any change
in control.

N.-W. EXTENSION

\ew Line From Watersmeet to Mass
City Badly Needed.

Calumet, Mich., March 20. —The recent
announcement by the North-Western of
its intention to build an extension from
Watersmeet to Mass City, connecting at
the latter point with the Copper Range
road, is good news to the people of
Houghton county. It has long been
known fhat the two roads were nego-
tiating in regard to the entrance of the
Northwestern into Houghton over the
Copper Range tracks and all parties con-
cerned will be greatly benefited by the
arrangement. To the North-Western
road it will give a direct line to Calumet
about thirty miles shorter than the pres-
ent route. The Copper Range will get a
large share* of freight business.

The Copper Range has been pushing
the matter of its extension to Calumet
vigorously and work on the proposed ex-
tension will no doubt be commenced as
soon as tihe controversy concerning the
right of way over the Portage lake
bridge has been settled.

The extension of the North-Western
will probably be built from Interior, a
short distance from Watersmeet. The
present route to this district will be
changed so that the branch north by way
of Monico Junction will be used. This
will cut out the pull up the L' Ause grade
and will shorten the , distance nearly
thirty miles, doing away with any ad-
vantage the St. Paul road has had here-
tofore.

COAST-KOOTEJTAI LINE

Victoria, B. C, People Ask the Gov-
eminent for a Subsidy.

Victoria, B. C, March 20.—At a large
public meeting last night resolutions were
pasesd asking the government to give a
subsidy for the Coast-Kootenai railway,
and indorsing the Crow's Nest Southern
railway to the head of the island. Mr.
Turned spokef saying that subsidies would
be given for the lines named and that the
Victoria, Vancouver & Eastern had offered
to build the Coast-Kootenai line on better
terms than the former proposition.

The stock
jumped from 90% to 94^ in New York, and
this is an advance the like of which has not

Sa-
vin Goodheart and other large operators, to
take a cheap 5 per cent stock, and one that
has been neglected for a long period, into
the active list with the rest of the big specu-
lative roads. It is suspected that J. J. Hill
is at the bottom of the boom.
