Miss Mary Comstock of Benton

Harbor Disappears in Chicago.

CLOTHES FOUND ON LAKE FRONT

Police Think It Ia Suicide, but Her

Father Think* She \Va»
Kidnapped.

Chicago, March 21,—A woman's mack-
intosh, a hat, overshoes and a letter
signed "May Comstock" and addressed to
"Sarah L. Wright," 74 Park avenue, were
found on the lake front at Sixty-third
street. The police learned from Sarah
Wright that Miss Comstock boarded with
Miss Freeman, 240 North Union street,
where it wus learned that Miss Comstock
Was a daughter of John Comstock of Ben-
ton Harbor, Mich., a wealthy retired gro-
cer, formerly of Florida and California,
and that »he oame here to study music.

Miss Comstock left her boarding house
Tuestfay afternoon for the American Con-
servatory of Music, and took her lesson,
but when she went away from there at 4
o'clock she left behind her violin and mu-
sic. A park police said he saw a woman
in a black mackintosh walking on the lake
front late that afternoon.

The police believe the girl drowned her-
self, and the lake was dragged between
Sixtieth and Sixty-sixth streets, but no
body was recovered. A strong current
sets out into the lake at this point.

The father reached Chicago last night.
He is unwilling to accept the "suicide the-
ory. Mr. Comstdck has an idea that his
daughter was kidnapped.

Miss Comstock was taking a special
course on the violin. She was an ac-
complished musician. Her father wanted
her to become a great artist, and he ex-
pected to send her to Paris to complete
her musical education.

JEFFRIES A HARD HUGGER
BREAKS SALOONKEEPER'S RIBS

He Trie* to Knock Out the Cham-
pion, but He Get* the

Wor.l of It.

Chicago, March 21.—"Jack Bull" Flaher-
ty, a saloonkeeper and well known among
pugilists, made an attempt to slug Cham-
pion Fighter Jim Jeffries, but wound up
by having a couple of his ribs broken.
Flaherty had been brooding over his loss
of $500 on Tom Sharkey in the fight with
Jeffries.

Just as Jeffries stepped outside of the
main entrance of the Academy of Music,
Flaherty stepped in front of him and
aimed his right at the champion's jaw.
Jeffries caught the blow just back-of the
ear and it staggered him a bit. Flaherty
came back with a hot left. The cham-
pion blocked the second punch and gath-
ered the form of the saloonkeeper in his
bear-like embrace. The saloonkeeper
yelled for help. A policeman pried the
men apart, but not before Jeffries had
broken two of Flaherty's ribs.

SAW LOG CASE DROPPED
Michigan Lumbermen Can Afford to

Work in Canada.

Toronto, Ont., March 21.—The Michigan
lumbermen have decided not to press an
appeal in the noted export saw log case,
and the matter will not be taken before
the English privy council. The reason
given is that the price of lumber in the
Vnited States has so advanced that it is
possible for the Michigan men to manu-
facture the logs into lumber in Canada
and sell at a profit the finished product
across the line, even after paying an im-
port duty on its entering American terri-
tory.

The litigation, commenced by the Michi-
gan lumbermen, was instituted for the
purpose of upsetting the right of the On-
tario legislature to compel the manufac-
ture of lumber on crown lands within the
boundaries of Ontario.

of green timber cut illegally is almost

Southampton, March 21.—Andrew Car-
negie, who arrived from New York on the
American liner St. Louis, said to-day:

I thiuk my contribution to the workingmen
of Pittsburg to be of much greater Impor-
tance than the donation for the New York
libraries, as the worklngmen always specially
appeal to my sympathy, 1 am not surprised
that Abram S. Hewitt is among those offer-
ing sites for the libraries. Ex-Mayor Hewitt
is the noblest Roman of them all.

Concerning the Sunday opening of these
New York libraries, Mr. Carnegie said:
I simply desire that the people of New York

follow their own wishes as to the use of these
institutions.

Mention of the Chinese question led Mr.
Carnegie to say:

My views on these questions arc known.
America has been a great fool In her foreign
affairs and England a greater fool. I nave
been to China and agree with Sir Robert Hart
from ihe beginning to end. If England is
wise she will follow Hart s advice.

Mr. Carnegie avoided the Southampton
check hunters by remaining on the ship
until the last moment before the train
started, when he jumped into a reserved
compartment and started for London be-
fore he was recognized by the crowd.
