GOOD FINDS ON THE OLD MYRTLE

Gold Discovery of Importance

Ptween Wallace and Wardner
JLa.le Mining; Notes.'

Special to The Journal.
Wallace, Idaho. March 23.—The recent

soft weather has started the placer miners
in the Coeur d'Alene gold belt to work
again and some good money is being taken
out. The best pay reported is on the old
Myrtle claim on Trail gulch. This is the
claim which paid so well back in the
titjutles, but on which the pay streak was
afterwards lost and not found again until
this winter. No clean-up has been made,
liut several nuggets have been picked up,
the largest one weighing a little over $100.
Vhe hydraulic elevator people have been
repairing and lining up their seven miles
of pipe line, and it is all ready for the
tt^asou's run.

A gold discovery was made last week
on Big Creek, between nere and Wardner,
«. 20-foot vein beiug uncovered, three
inches of which runs about $1,000 per ion,
•while assays from other parts of the ledge
have given as high as $56 per ton. There
Is a district a mile wide by two or three
up and down the river In whk-h gold has
1een found In several places. The ground
on which the recent strike was made is
under bond to Al Page, the Wardner
Ihotelkeeper, uud he proposes to develop it
thoroughly.

A strike of very rich ore was made a
lew days ago on a claim near Osborn be-
longing to Thomas Reynolds, now being
\u25a0worked under a two years' lease by Cash
I'atterson and Mike Cummiugs. The ore
bears no resemblance to any other ever
found in the Coeur d'Alenes, being taken
by all old miners in the district for the
iron cap rock so common as a covering for
ore bodies. After a lot of it had been
Thrown on the dump they suspected that
it might carry a little copper, and an as-
bay was made, showing its contents to be
172 ounces in silver, 10 per cent (

copper,'
and 4<j per cent lead. The shoot runs
from a foot to eighteen inches in thick-
ness, and several car loads of it had been
blocked out in the work done before its
value was known. They will begin ship-
ping Immediately.

The Mammoth mining company has cut
Its vein in the lower tunnel, it being
~.47~> feet from the portal to where the
vein was penetrated. The first shot which
entered the ledge threw out twenty
Inches of ore and some gangue rock lying
beyond it, but it is expected that more
ore will be found before the hanging wall
is reached. Work was begun on the tun-

nel in January. 1899.
At the Amazon-Manhattan the nine feet

of ore which was found on the Manhattan
a year ago has been distanced by the
Amazon, where there is now VZ feet of it.
The two properties lie side by side on
parallel veins, and ere owue4 by the same
people.

BLACK HILLS MARBLE

Chicago and Michigan Men Are De-
veloptng- Plate (tuarriea.

Readwood, S. D., March 23.—The Black
Hills Porcelain Clay aud Marble company
of Detroit, Mich., has held its annual elec-
tion of officers. L. P. Woodbury of Chi-
cago, a well-known marble dealer, was
elected vice president in the place of
Isaac Gibbard of Rochester, X. Y. B. R.
Noble of Yale, Mich., was re-elected
president and F. H. Wellington of Detroit
was re-elected secretary. The company
expects to be shipping marble soon. The
ledge of marble shows up a fine face. It is
over 40 feet thick and is traceable for a
mile and a quarter. The company will
opea up the lithographic stone ledge about
April 15 and in thirty days the stone will
be ready for the market. The company
believes it has the genuine article in this
etone. The ledge is from four to eight
feet thick and covers an area of about
4uO acres. The president and vice presi-
dent will arrive in the Hills this month
for the purpose of increasing the force of
quarrymen and making a general inspec-
tion of the work done during the winter.
The company has already expended about
$25,000 and now owns 1,500 acres of
ground.

The Spearfish Gold Mining company of
Colorado Springs has made another clean-
up from the 200-ton cyanide plant in the
Ragged Top district. This time the gold
brick weighed about $7,500. The com-
pany is meeting with the greatest kind of
success in the treatment of low grade ore
in the district.

Preparations are being made to ship ore
again from the Belle Eldredge mine, in
the Spruce Gulch district. A new shoot
has recently been discovered. By chance,
an uprise of a few feet was made in the
roof of the tunnel, when the ore. which
averages about $li) per ton gold, was
discovered.

The Ben Hur mine, in Nevada gulch, is
again shipping ore. It is leased to two
Terry miners. The ore averages about $40
per ton gold and new shoots have been
opened up.

TEAL, LAKE SHORES

l.a«t Foot JoMt Purchased b> the
BiK Mining' Companies.

Duluth, Minn., March 23. —The last piece
of land around Teal Lake has been bought
by the Oliver (Carnegie) Mining company
for $6.50u. It is half an acre of wild land
valueless except for the idea that ore may
"be found below or under the portion of the
lake controlled by its riparian rights. The
<.'leveland Cliffs and Oliver companies now
own every inch of the shore of this lake
end the city of Xegaunee will be forced to
remove its pumping station and get its sup-
ply elsewhere. Active exploration under
the lake and all around it will be carried
en as soon as drills and men can be had.

The Oliver company has two diamond
drills at work in the old East Jackson mine
and the Cleveland Cliffs has put a sixth
In the Mass land, bought by it last week
for $600,000.

The Pittsburg & Lake Angeline company
(Jones & Laugftlins) has taken the Mo-
nongahela exploration, Menominee range,
and will explore it at once. The mine is
full of water.

Peter L. Kimberley will open the Lin-
coln exploration to the Mesaba. range that
he has held for some years, it is said to
.have a fine but not a large ore body.

The Rockefeller interests have taken
formal possession of the Spruce, its officers

being at the mine this week for that pur-
pose. The mine will be pushed this year
for an output of perhaps 350,000 tons, if so
much '3 sold.

The Pettit Mining company has been or-
ganized to operate the Howe lease in 58-17,
where about 1,500,000 tons of good de have
been shown. Some shipments will be made
this year and a machinery plant is now go-
Ing in. The mine is wet and one shaft was
abandoned on account of impenetrable
quicksands.

The Cleveland Cliffs Iron company will
soon let its contracts for a 125-ton char-
coal furnace at Marquette to consume its
lower grades of ore, unsalable but of ne-
cessity mined and hoisted. It will also er-
ect bl-produet coking ovens, th*» whole to
cost about $1,000,000.

ORE FHOn THE BADEN POWELL.

Part iuK tou'« .Specimen* Among' the

Rivheat Seeu at Rat I'uriHKv.

Rat Portage, nOt.. March '22.— J. A.
Partington has returned from Eagle Lake
and brought with him some specimens of
gold ore. They were taken from the
Baden Powell mining location, and are
exciting the admiration of prospectors and
mining men, as well as citizens in gen-
eral. One piece weighing six pounds
shows nuggets of various sizes all around
it, and is one of the richest pieces of ore
ever seen in Rat Portage. Mr. Partington
says that he left more of the same kind
lying in the vein. He also shows over two
ounces of virgin gold as the result of two
hours' panning.

The Cross Lake Gold Mining company,
with head offices in St. Paul, has lei a
contract for sinking 100 feet on its prop-
erty on Cross lake, south of the Lower
Manitou.

The shaft in the Stella mine is now down
165 feet and is progressing at the rate of
about five feet eacit week.

The contractors on the Mammoth mine,
north of Black Sturgeon lake, have driven
the shaft down to fifty-five feet in solid
ore.

The Ash Rapids Gold Mining company
has sent a gang of men to pump out the
Boulder mine, preparatory to resuming aci-
ive mining.

The Champion Gold Mining company has
received letters of, incorporation with head
offices ai Rat Portage.

Ferguson, B. C, March 23.—Rev.
Charles W, McCrossan of Minneapolis,
while in Ferguson purchased the Metro-
politan group, located a few miles up the
north fork. He has had a small ship-
ment of ore taken from the various veins
and sent to him and samples have been
thoroughly tested by well known authori-
ties. Some of the results are as follows:

Copper, 19.90 per cent; lead, 28.89 per
cent; silver, 2125 ounces; gold, $16; total
value. $1,478.29% per ton.

Then Messrs. Panton and White of Du-
luth. sent some of this ore to R. H. Officer
& Co., of Salt Lake City, and had it as-
sayed. Result:

Gold, 70 ounces; silver. 909.4 ounces;
lead. 66.6 per cent; copper, 7.2 per cent;
total value per ton, $684.73.

FAMOIS DRAGOON RANGE

Tur«iuoi» Camp J£xclted Over a. Plie-
noinenal DUcovery.

Wilcox, Ariz., March 23.—A rich gold

strike has been made in the Abbott,
.Mitchem and Conner mines at Turquois
camp in the famous Dragoon range. The
assays show $93,000 per ton of ore. A
blast revealed a body of ore containing
nuggets of pure gold running up to $2 and
$3 each in value. The ledge ia four feet
wide. Several assays run $2,000 and $5,000
per ton.

The camp is wild with excitement; all
who saw the ore pronounced it phenom-
enal.

People live in tents and any kind of
shelter that can be hastily constructed,
while all are preparing to build permanent
houses. The camp has sprung into ex-
istence within the last few months, and
promises to become one of the greatest
in the west.

John Gleason is employing sixty men on
his mines and is taking out a lot of ore
running high in copper, gold and silver.
He is shipping at the rate of thirty-five
carloads per month, the ore being hauled
to Cochise. He has machinery and ma-
terial on the ground for a sixty-ton
smelter which will be blown in in about
six weeks.

Herman Durant Is working four claims
under bond and lease and has a fine show-
ing of ore.

The Great Western, two miles from Tur-
quois, is now working thirty men regu-
larly. It is under the management of F.
M. Knapp, an experienced mining man.
At least $500,000 of ore has been shipped
from this property within the last eighteen
months.

EXPLORERS XOT AFFECTED

Big Steel Combine Will \ot Stop tile
Searoli for Ore.

Virginia, Minn., March 23.—Notwith-
standing the reports that the big steel
combine will have a quieting effect on
explorers, much is being done in the Lake
Superior district. Cole and McDonald,
contractors, have sixteen drills in opera-
tion, and expect to put more in service
in a few days. E. J. Longyear, the Hib-
bing drill man, has fully a dozen in opera-
tion, and E. F. Sweeney of this city is
working six. From this it may be seen
that the prospectors do not fear the big
octopus.

Two new boilers have been installed at
the Columbia mine. With this additional
power no difficulty will be experienced
in keeping the mine dry. The Columbia
is having about the same experience as
the Commodore with the water problem.
It is expected the mine will yield about
50,000 tons this year. The Eastern will
haul the ore.

Several steam shovel men are leaving
Mountain Iron for Wyoming to work for
the Colorado Fuel and Iron company.

The Franklin group has a stockpile ag-
gregating over 100,000 tons of ore. The
new Union mine is the most active of
the group.

The Commodore is making preparations
for a large output this season. It is ex-
pected it will ship about 400,000 tons.

Harry Roberts and P. W. Kimberly ex-
pect to open a mine near the Commodore
in a short time.

The stork of the Lake Superior Consolidat-
ed iron mines is still advancing and has
reached about $130 per share. Five weeks
ago it was dull at $60 to $65.
