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REDUCE THE ARMY
War Department May Retain Only

70,000 Men.

DROP OUT THE VOLUNTEERS

Condition in the Philippine* Is So

Furorable That Smaller
Force Will Do.

New York, March 23.—A special to the
Press from Washington says that advices
from ihe Philippines are so encouraging
for peare that the war department is con-
sidering the advisability of reducing the
garrisons in the archipelago. The re-
organized army will be recruited to the
full strength of 100,000 men but about 30,-
--000 regulars will be discharged this year
and it is proposed not to fill their places.
Thus the army can be reduced without in-
terfering with its discipline or effective-
ness. The plan is to provide 40,000 men
lor the Philippines and 30,000 in the I'nit-
ed States, Cuba and Porto Rico.

ISELUSS FORKSTS

President May Grant Foreit C onces-
\u25a0 iuna In the Philippine*.

New York, March 23.—A special to the
Herald from Washington says that the
development of the Philippines has been
retarded by the legislation prohibiting
the cutting of timber on public lands. The
government, under a strict interpreta-
tion of the law, would be unable to fell
a tree to provide the plants necessary
for building a house or repairing an old
one. If a gunboat was to lose a spar
the commander could not replace it
from the public lands without violating
the law.

Secretary Root does not believe that
congress intended to curtail the privileges
of the people of the island, and it is be-
lieved he will hold that the president is
authorized to grant forestry concessions.

Captain A. Hearn of the Ninth cavalry,
who has been in charge of the forestry
bureau of the Philippines, reports that
ihe forestry lands comprise from one-
fourth to one-half of the area of the
Philippines and from 20,000,000 to 40,000,-
--oou acres.

he married Anna Dasker. without having
secured a legal separation from his first
wife.

Wuerzinger, while admitting both mar-
riages, contended that he was not guilty
of the specific charge against him, be-
cause both marriages were illegal, as he
had a wife prior to meeting either of the
present complainants. He said that in
1885 he was married to Emma May in a
village near Manchester, Eng.. and that
his first wife was now the wife of Dr.
Allen of San Antonio, Texas.

gress, the Cuban convention will have in-
corporated in its constitution the five ar-
ticles prescribed by this country, that

United States troops will be withdrawn

from the island and that a stable govern-
ment will be established. 1 make this

as a prediction," said Senator Quarles of
Wisconsin, in an interview. He added:

"'The conservative people of Cuba want
American control, and it is only a matter

of time wiien the island will be annexed.
If the present convention, which is not a
representative one of the more conserva-
tive class, does noi accede to the demands
of this country, then we will be forced to

establish a proper form of government
there.

The people of Cuba want annexation and
so do the vast majority of Americans."

For the week the butter market has shown

continued steadiness, varying only fraction-
ally and holding in the neighborhood of I'm..
<&:Mc throughout. This morning brings the
same evenness, with perhaps a trace of firmer
feeling on the top grades. Although receipts
have been fairly heavy, and the late storm
did not cut off supplies to any noticeable ex-
tent, yet 'here has not been much really
fancy butter coming. Of the total receipts
a smaller proportion than usual has graded
extra creameries. In cases where buyers are
out for nothing but the finest sales show
prices '/2c higher. Very choice extras will
sell to-day at Jl'^c, but it would be hardly
fair to take tnis figure as representing the
general tone of the market. Packing stock
is more unsettled, with aless active demand.

Eggs have been weak a'l through. On some
days there were reactions and small ad-
vances, but it was difficult to nld up prices
and after every attempt the market fell back
into weakness. Many holders looked for bet-
ter prices and based their views on the ex-
pected light receipts to follow the late bcorm.
but they were disappointed The bad weather
made only a moderate decrease In receipts
and stocks are now ample and the general
tone easy. Strictly fresh are quoted 10'ie,
with some sales reported as low as 10c for
fair sized lo:s.

Poultry stocks are light on all grades. De-
mand is active and the market shows firm-
ness at the present range of prices. Tbere
is dullness on heavy weights as butchers and
retailers are inclined to stock up with small
birds, and concesfcions have to be made on
occasional lots of heavies to move them
promptly. Ducks and geese are active and
firm.

Dressed meats are steady in fancy lines,
but show a dullness in low grades ov-ins; to
accumulations.

Beans and peas are firm without change of
importance. Potatoes show seme inquiry for
seed stock. Onions are climbing up" andgetting close to the $2 mark for all grades.
Stocks are light and there is good local de-
mand.

Apples are strong at quotations. Oranges
and lemons barely steady. Strawberries arecoming more freely and are quoted at 4Cc in
quart boxes, or around $7 for 24-quart cases.
