Vice-President John P. Green and
Third Vice-President S. H. Prevost., ; The
retirement of William Solomon" as chair-
man of the board provides another va-
cancy, likely to be filled by the election
of Second Vice-President Charles E.
Pugh, of the Pennsylvania.

"The Pennsylvania, it is given out, is
interested in an ocean-to-ocean deal, but
the management does not propose to an-
tagonize its own interests; that is, the
Pennsylvania has no intention to go. be-
yond the Missouri. The- Pennsylvania
management, however, is ambitious for
western possessions, and the Chicago,
Burlington & Quincy affords the oppor-
tunity sought for. The Pennsylvania and
Union Pacific are close together in traffic
relations, and it is known that an alli-
ance for a through Nocean-to-ocean route
has long been considered. Such an alli-
ance could be arranged, but the Yander-
bilt-Morgan plan is something else, and
the Pennsylvania, to protect itself, is
seeking to acquire the Chicago, Burling-
ton & Quincy, and, it is understood, the
best end of the deal."

British Columbia Ha* a Scheme to
Oppose Great Northern.

Vancouver, B. C. March 25.—There is
great anxiety here, in interested circles,
over the fate of the Crows' Nest railway
bill, granting provincial powers to con-
nect the East Kootenay colleries with the
Great Northern system. The railway
company of the provincial legislature has
approved the bill by a large majority
vote, but Premier Dunsmuir and his gov-
ernment are very open to Canadian Pa-
cific pressure in opposition. It is gen-
erally thought that they will, if possible,
shelve the matter by securing postpone-
ment of "the consideration of the bill to
another session. They will also suggest

a royal commission to investigate wheth-
er or not the grant of the railroad priv-
ilege asked would prejudicially affect
British Columbia smelting or mining by
taking East Kootenay coal to the United
States. Meanwhile, on the other hand.
Premier Dunsmuir bewails the fact that
the use of unrefined native petroleum in
California for industrial fuel is there
lessening greatly a profitable demand for
his Vancouver island coal.
