On one side are the solid inter- |
ests, all the mining companies and the
important business men; on the other an
organization built up in recent years
among the men who wield the pick, the j
labor party. On the one hand the candi- j
date for mayor is W. H. Johnston, super-
intendent for the Oliver Iron company on
this range; on the other William An-
drews, already three times mayor of Ish-
peming, and the acknowledged leader and
moving spirit of the labor men.

Last spring, after three years of mu-
nicipal rule by Andrews and the labor
party, the mining companies pulled them-
selves together and put a winning candi-
date in the field in the person of Frederick
Braasted, the biggest merchant in the!
county, a prominent mining man and, un- j
til a few months ago, a partner of Mark'
Hanna in the Winthrop mine. With the |
prestige of great personal popularity and j
a liberal expenditure of campaign funds,
Mr. Braastad was elected by eighty-five
votes out of a total of over 2,000, Andrews
putting up a wonderfully strong fight.

The Braastad administration has been
severely criticised of late. Out Of a sur-
plus of ?85,000 which the labor council left
in the treasury, . but a few paltry thou-
sands remain, and other matters have not j
progressed to the pleasure of many of the •city's voters. Ex-mayor Andrews, who is j
a standing candidate for the office which :

( he has filled for so many terms, has been j
watching things carefully, and some days
ago he gave his friends to understand he j
wouli- again accept a nomination thie I
spring. As this assent was all they were j
waiting for, it was speedily settled that
he'would be the labor party's leader.
Thus the old fight is on again. Mr.
Johnston is a strong candidate, but Judi-i cial, impartial observers freely assert

J that he has embarked on a losing fight.
The Interests he represents have hardly
made the most of their opportunities dv*«ing the past twelve months and th«re j
seems to be a decided reaction in Haver of I
Andrews.

The latter is a doughty little, Rotund
Englishman, who makes politics his ab-
sorbing occupation. He uM property
enough to keep the woll from the door
while he espouses the oause of labor. Up
to a few months ago he conducted a gro-
cery store on a aide street, where his fol-
lowers were wont to gather, but he has
now retired from business. His honesty
is generally admitted. He and his party
have furnished the first instance In thehistory of the upper peninsula in whicha labor organization has preserved itself
intact for any length of time and con-
ducted successful campaigns year afteryear.

The act presupposes
that transactions | are closed .without such
memorandum because they ' are made with
the intent that they may be closed, with
reference to the public market , quotations
of prices. .It is only original transactions,
either by pretended purchase or sale, that
require written .stamped memoranda.

applies to all persons : bo do any such
business as described "in the: paragraph,
whether or not they are also engaged in
business other than that of a bucketshop.

Duluth, Minn.. March 27.—There are

said to be still more than 10,000 shares
of Lake Superior Consolidated stock float-
ing around this city, worth at the pres-
ent price about $1,700,000. The high
price has brought out a quantity of this
stock that was supposed to have been
parted with years ago.

The stock is in the hands of the most
unexpected persons, men who have been
supposed to be worse off than nothing,
men who have gone through bankruptcy,
men who have lost everything in the
shrinkage of the panic years, men who
are holding small positions, or working
by the day. They hold anywhere from
40 to 500 shares each, and each share is
worth at the probable price for inclusion
in the trust about $170. The biggest
block here is now held by Mrs. A. D.
Thomson, the wife of a wealthy grain
merchant. The next block is that of A.
A. Ammerman, a traveling man for a
wholesale grocery house. Ammerman has
been offered more than $165 a share for
his 1,400 shares.

Then there is a block of 500 shares
held by a local attorney who has not been
supposed to have a cent. A block of 400
shares is held by another attorney who
has been until recently an official of the
Consolidated company. Still another at-
torney, this time of large private prac-
tice, has 300 shares. A physician, special-
ist in nervous troubles, has 100 shares.
A drug clerk has 85. Several men in the
shops of the company have 15 to 35 shares
each. Numerous real estate men and
late stock brokers- hold anywhere from
25 to 250.

The stock Is well distributed and will
all be turned into money, it is probable,
in the next few weeks, or soon after the
announcement of the conversion figure is
made by the Morgan interests.

Land Office at Aberdeen to Be Moved

Brown Brothers for quarters for the
United States land office in their new
brick office building to be erected south
of the government building. The contract
says the office shall be housed in the
Brown block until the new government
building is finished.—Articles of incor-
poration are now being prepared for the
new state bank in which Isaac Lincoln
and A. E. Boyd will be the largest stock-
holders. It will be called the First State
Bank of Aberdeen, and the capital stock
will be $25,000.

The board of supervisors of Aberdeen
township are taking steps to stop the
use of the McChesney house, recently
purchased by the city, for a detention
hospital. They declare it a menace to
the health of the people of the township.

The Commercial Club has adopted a
resolution recommending to the city coun-
cil the acceptance of the C. H. Prior
site for the Alexander Mitchell library,
to be built by Andrew Carnegie. The
site consists of 150x150 feet on the north-
west corner of Nicollet avenue and Lin-
coln street, opposite St. Mark's Episcopal
church.
