"OPEN TO SETTLEMENT

Lands in the Lower Brule Can Now
Be Filed Upon.

Special to The Journal.

Pierre, S. D., March 27.—That portion of
the Lower Brule reservation which has
been opened to settlement, which lies in
the Pierre land district, comprises sections
3 to 34 inclusive in township 109, range
79 and the west half of sections 2, 11, 14,
23, 26 and 35, In township 109, range 78.
This lies along the head of Antelope and
Cedar creeks, and is in a section where
artesian water is assured. Last year
most of the hay cut in this part of the
state came from that country, and that
of itself indicates the class of locations
which can be secured.

While the office has not as yet received
reporis of sales of state land, except from
a very few counties, the the reports are
very encouraging. In Codington county
the average price received was $18.70 per
acre, the highest going at $35 per acre.
The total sales for that county were over
$95,000. In Roberts county the average
price received was $15.35 per acre, and in
Day county the average was $13.70 per
acre.

The sales will largely increase the
amount on hand for loaning and will keep
the office busy. The amount on hand had
been well cut'down, but will now be large-
ly increased. A small amount is going
out each week, calls being made in the
last two days for $5,000, of which Day
county took $4,000, Roberts county $600
and Miner county $400,

PLAGUE AT MANILA

Four Deaths in a Week—Cape Town
and Singapore. e

Washington, March 27.—Marine hospital
service reports from Manila show for
the week ending Feb. 9 an increase of six
cases and four deaths from plague, four
Filipinos and two Chinese. The board of
health has the city divided into districts,
each district being inspected daily. Passed
Assistant Surgeon Thomas at London re-
ports that there has been a further in-
crease in the number of plague. cases at
Cape Town. On Feb. 23 there were twen-
ty-one cases remaining under treatment
and there had been a total .of seven
deaths.

DUEL ON A TRAIN

Conductor and Brakeman Fight to
the Death on a Caboese.

Lexington, Ky.,  March 27.—Man to man
in a fast flying train on the Chesapeake
& Ohio railroad, in the dead bhours of
night, Conductor John Scanlon and Brake-
man John Goodin fought to the death.
Scanlon is dead at his home here, and
Goodin is in the county jail charged with
murder,

Conductor Scanlon upbraided Goodin for
not securing ‘a wash basin. The men
fought through the length of the caboose.
The conductor was reaching for his weap-
on, when Goodin drew his revolver and
fired. The pistol was knocked aside and
the bullet missed. By this time Scanlon
had his pistol.

The
fourth shot from Goodin’s pistol brought
the conductpr to the floor and the fifth
plunged through his heart.

ASSOCIATIONS BILL CHANGE

French Conecession Regarding Prop-
erty of the Orders.

Paris, March 27.—The government has
decided to change the principal remaining
clause of the association’s bill. It pre-
vides that the property of abolished
orders should revert to the state to be
utilized as an old age pension fund.
