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STATE INCOME TAX
Plan Advocated by the Industrial

Commission's Expert.

NET EARNINGS TAXNOT INDORSED

General Property Tax, Mr. Clapper-

ton Reports, la Not Sat-
Ufaetorj.

Washington, March 27.—The Industrial I
commission has made public a report upon
the taxation of corporations prepared by
its expert agent, George Clapperton. The
greater part of It is devoted to a sum- .
mary of the tax system of Massachusetts, j
Connecticut, New York, New Jersey, I
Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana. Michigan,
"Wisconsin, Illinois, lowa and Texas.

Mr. Glapperton does not indorse the
system of levying a fixed rate upon net
earning*, which la in vogue in Delaware j
and Virginia, finding thai while the sys-
tem is theoretically satisfactory it "does
not meet the varied business develop-
ments of corporations."

He also finds the general property tax j
unsatisfactory. 'On this point he says: *"It Is clear that under.this system there are
fcumwoiu'forms of"wealth that do not and
cannot be made to bear a just share of the
public burdens, and which in large part evade
or escape taxation,- and some forms which,
when reached at all- under the prevailing
general property tax, are not equally and uni-
formly but unjustly)and disproportionately
taxed, as compared with other property. The
inevitable result is that real estate and some
forms of persoaalty are unduly burdened with
taxation.

Mr. Clapperton concludes that an In-
come tax is the moat equitable, saying: \u25a0;

There ;is a growing. class of citizens who
receive large incomes or salaries, and enjoy
all the advantages of ' society and good gov-
ernment,'' who, \u25a0 though possessed of abundant
ability to pay taxes, are, under existing sys-
tems, practically exempt from taxation or
inadequately taxed.. V ...'l':/;:.

While a tax upon; individual incomes is
generally conceded to ;be Just. and equitable
in principle, it has been received with disfa-
vor and regarded as impractical in its opera-
lion. It is apparent, <however, to the careful
student of commonwealth taxation, that be-
cause of its justice' and the increasing effi-
ciency of state administrative methods that
are being evolved, the idea of a limited sup-
plementary state income tax is growing in
favor and coming to be more generally re-garded as -a practical j measure under state
superriiloa. • .\u25a0;"•;

WAGES GO DOWN
English Worlilngraeu Suffer From

London, March 27. —In consequence of

This is the
largest reduction since the adoption of the
sliding scale in 1899.

The production of manufactured iron
for January and February is 2,000 tons
less than for any preceding two months
since 1889.

When
the elevators at both Port Colborne and
Montreal are established the additional
movement through Montreal will be much
greater.

TELEPHONES ANNIVERSARY.
New York, March 27.—Tbe annual meeting

of the stockholders of the American Tele-
phone and Telegraph company yesterday
marked the twenty-fifth anniversary of the
Invention of the telephone by Professor Bell.
Acting President Alexander Cochrane said:

"Twenty years ago there were 47,580 tele-
phone subscribers in the United States and
29,714 miles of wire in use for telephonic
purposes. The estimated number of dally
exchange connections is 5,668,986, or about
1,825,000,000 per year.
