MINNESOTA LEGISLATURE

HARD T0 SWALLOW

Senate’s Amendments to the Board
of Control Bill.

BUT THE HOUSE PASSES IT

Several of the Hennepin County
Members Vote and Speak
Against It.

Even though the conference committee
had agreed to the amendments of the
senate to the house board of control bill,
some of the house members this morning
found it impossible to stifle their feelings
and accept the work of their conferees.
The vote by which the amended bill was
passed was 86 to 23. The negatives in-
cluded not only populists and democrats,
but some of the Hennepin representatives.
Mr. Sweet undertook to have the question
upon the amendment divided, but when
this proved impossible, offered an amend-
ment himself, proposing to remove the
university from the jurisdiction of the
board. The senate amendments were £0
constructed, however, that it was impos-
sible to acomplish what Mr. Sweet sought.
Subsequently he spoke and voted against
the bill.

Peterson Still Opposed It.

Mr. Peterson, of Hennepin, was con-
sistent in his opposition to the measure.
He ventured to predict that in operation
it would prove a most disappointing fail-
ure. Mr. Armstrong, from Hennepin,
thought there was nothing in the amend-
ments that would hamper the university.
The legislature had always retained super-
visionl over the purse strings of the in-
stitution, and he was positive that in years
to come there would be no more friction
between the regemts and the board of con-
trol than between the regents and the
legislature.

The utility of seeking to mark out a
division between the fiscal management
and the general direction of a normal
school or university furnished Mr. Sa-
geng with a theme. He denounced the biil
as a monstrosity. Mr. Mallory of Duluth,
characterized the measure as absurd.

Mr. Deming’s Position.

Mr. Deming, oolleague of Mr. Sweet
from the university district, deplored the
necessity of including that institution.
The present standing of the university
was largely to be attributed to the efforts
of one man, That man, he said, presented
a most notable example of public spirit.
He had not only bestowed liberal gifts
upon the university, but had granted it
time and attention. It was a cruel blow
to supersede him with others who at best
could only divide their energies, and who
would never carry on such a labor of love.

Mr. Jackson suggested that it was not
necessary that this patron of the universi-
ty should be stripped of either his power
or influence. Why would it not be wise
to place him at the head of the board of
control ?

Ex-Governor Pillsbury was not named by
either but the references were plain. Mr.
Sweet in speaking on the bill character-
ized as absurd the argument that the
board of control would not impair in any
manner the educational institutions be-
cause the right to hire and fix salaries of
teachers was left with local boards, and
called attention to the fact that in case
of friction between the board of control
and local boards, the former could dic-
tate absolutely by limiting the amount of
funds to be used. He said: *“Give me the
handling of the purse of an institution and
I will come very near controlling its poli-
cies if I care to.”

T. C. R. T. Co. Wants a Hearing.

The Rapid Transit company, through
Mr. Dobbin, applied to the house for a
hearing in committee on the Butler bill
placing street railways under the super-
vision of the railroad and warehouse com-
mission. Mr. Butler objected to having
the bill referred to the committee on
railroads, saying that a month had elapsed
without any apparent effort on the part of
the street reilway company to enlighten
the committee. Mr. Dobbin finally
amended his motion ordering the bill to be
returned from the committee within
twenty-four hours, but the house voted it
down.

BLOW FOR HOSPITAL BILL

Advocates of Cottage System Win in
the Senate.

The Anoka-Hastings insane hospital bill
was killed in the senate yesterday after-
noon by a vote of 22 to 32, but Senator
Hospes changed his vote to ‘‘no’”” and suc-
ceeded in securing a reconsideration, with
the final result that it was laid on the
table. It will be interesting to see who
the “floppers’” will be and what reasons
they will give if there is a change of sen-
timent when the bill is called up again.

Senators Knatvold, Thompson and
Stockwell led the fight against the bill. It
was not that they objected to an appropri-
ation but that the bill meant the abandon-
ment of the “cottage” plan adopted at
Anoka and Hastings. Stockwell said yes-
terday to the advocates of the bill: “You
don’t care whether these poor people re-
cover or not. You are not governed by
humane motives and your only demand is
that the state shall appropriate a big sum
of money for a fine, large insane hospital
with a big and expensive staff.”

INHERITANCE TAX BILL

Washburn's Measure Imposing Five
Fer Cent Tax Passes House,

The Washburn inheritance tax bill was
passed by the house yesterday. The meas-
ure has been drafted to avoid the fatal
defects of the old law, and it is believed
it will prove to be valid in every particu-
lar. The old law excluded real property,
and the courts held that such a distinction
could not be made. The Washburn bill
includes all forms of property. The old
law exempted corporations from its work-
ings; the Washburn bill also avoids that
exception. The bill also makes no excep-
tion between lineal end collateral heirs, a
fault which had to do with the nullifica-
tion of the old law. The bill exempts
legacies of $5,000 or less. It imposes a
5 per cent tax on “bequests of all kinds
in excess of that amount, except to lineal
and collateral heirs, which are taxed one
per cent.

G. E. BILL & WINNER

Opposition to Gross Earnings Meas-
ure Melting Away.

LIKELY TO PASS IN THE SENATE

Senators Who Voted Against
Plan Two Years Ago
Change Front,

the

There is no stopping the gross earnings
bill. Its worst enemies concede that it
will pass the house to-morrow. The op-
position put forth every effort to prevent
the bill's coming to a direct vote, but in
one of the greatest fights ever contested
in the Minnesota legislature, was outgen-
eraled. Their 65 votes dwindled yesterday
to 56, and when it comes to a direct vote
on the bill to-morrow, the opposition is
expected to melt away like snow. Only
twelve would go on record yesterday
dgainst making the bill a special order.
Many who have opposed the progress of
the bill have declared themseives in fa-
vor of it, and canot escape voting for it.

Sixty Votes Are Needed.

Sixty votes are needed in the house.
Jacobson and his ailles had 57 yesterday,
and two who will vote for the bill were
absent. It was a close shave, but the
fight is won just as surely as if the mar-
gin had been a dozen. There will be a
rush to get under cover. Members have
heard from home. Their constituents and
the country press have declared in favor
of the bill, and there is trouble ahead for
those who go on record against it.

What Will the Senate Do?

What will the senate do with it? This
is the question asked at the capitol to-
day. There is much talk among sena-
tors in favor of referring the bill to the
tax commission. That proposition was
very good when it was new, but has been
pretty well worn-out in the house, and is
likely to be greeted with a laugh if it
is sprung. Under Speaker Dowling’'s rul-
ing, it is impossible to get rid of the bill
itself. The senate will have to pass it
or kill it. Even under a pretense of leay-
ing it to the tax commission, the bill will
have to be tabled or indefinitely post-
poned, which are merely gentle ways of
killing it. There remains the direct way
of killing the bill—to vote it down. It
does not appear to-day that the senate
will do this and no legitimate means can
defeat the final passage of the bill.

It is the same senate which killed the
bill two years ago by a vote of 30 to 31,
but there is a different temper in the up-
per house this session. Conditions and
opinions have changed. The Journal
has the names of four senators, formerly
against the bill, who declare that they
will vote for it this time. The railroads
have made their fight in the house, and
have lost.

Rate Figured Out.

An argument has been used against the
bill to the effect that all forms of prop-
erty are taxed at much less than the
real value. The usual rate is placed at
about one-third the market value. Rep-
resentative D. L. Riley has prepared fig-
ures to answer this contention. Taking
the market value of stocks and bonds of
Minnesota roads and computing the pro-
portion chargeable to mileage within the
state, Mr. Riley has taken 30 per cent
of the result as the basis of valuation.
Assessing it at the average rate of levy
for the state, such a valuation would
bring $2,883,000 in taxes, more than twice
what the roads are now paying.

EXPRESS COMPANY TAX

Per Cent -.\lenlure Has Passed
Both Houses.

The Nichols bill imposing gross earn-
ings tax of § per cent on the express com-
panies doing business in this state was
passed by the senate yesterday. An at-
tempt was made to increase the rate to
6 per cent, but it failed, as doubts were
expressed of the likelihood of the house's
concurring. The tax cannot be collected
until next year, however, as the law pro-
vides that the tax must be levied by the
auditor on or before March 15.

Reapportionment Bill and Drainage
Bill Are Siguned.

The reapportionment bill and the
drainage bill are now laws. They were
signed by Governor Van Sant this morn-
irg along with fifteen other bills.

County Commissioners' Bill.

The only bill introduced to-day was by
Mr. Roberts, a measure approved some
time ago by the Hennepin delegation. It
was passed under suspension of the rules.

H. F. 644, by the Hennepin County Delega-
tion—Relating to the levylng of taxes for
county purposes, the requiring of certain
statements and estimates of the board of
county commissioners preliminary to such
levy, the limiting of the power and authority
of such beoard and the expenditure of money
and in the making of contracts and Jefining
the duties of board of county commissionars,
county auditors and county treasurers in
relation thereto. and providing a penalty for
the violation thereof, in all counties having
200,000 inhabitants or more. Passed under
suspension of the rules. \

Text-Book Bill Scores;

Against the advice of every educator in the
state the senate committee on education has
decided to recommend the passage of the bill
creating a text book commision, which shall
supply public schools of the state with text
books to be used. The bill has been known
as the Eli Warner bill ever since it
was introduced. Ten or twelve educators,
including the school superintendents of the
large cities, county superintendents and for-
mer state superintendents of public instruc-
tion, have attacked the measure as detri-
mental to progress in education.

Senate Becomes Exelusive.

The senate will become more exclusive in |’

the future and to gain entrance it will be
necessary to present a card of admission at
the door. The senate chamber has become a
favorite haunt for capitol visitors, who some-
times outnumber the senators, and by their
conversation interfere with the proceedings,
while, of course, the members of the ‘“‘third
house’ ply their trade to their hearts’ con-
tent. At the suggestion of Senator J, D,
Jones, the sergeant-at-arms was yesterday
directed to enforce the rules which give
entree to the senate chamber only to state |

officers, members of the house and ex-megy-

kers of the senate.

'DISPOSED T0 AMEND

Primary Election Bill Apparently
- Doesn’t Suit Senate.

IT IS REFERRED FOR CHANGES

A Motion to Redraft So as to In-
clude State Officers, Is
Carried.

Events in the senate to-day showed a
strong disposition on the part of the
majority to kill the primary election bill.
While there was no test vote, the sen-
ate was disposed to tack on amendments
which it was known the house would not
accept. Their effect then may ‘be to kill
the bill, though a change of sentiment set
in during the noon recess. Those who
pursued amending tactics will doubtless
claim that they were standing out for
principle. “

An amendment to refer the question of
including state officers under the opera-
tion of the bill to a committee, which
reference was opposed by all the out-
spoken friends of the primary election
plan, was carried by thse following vote:

Will Be Reconsidered.

‘While the vote will be reconsidered, it
ig generally believed that those in the
‘“‘vea’” column above will do what they
can to defeat the proposed law, as they
must know that the house will not recede
from its position to exempt state officers
from the provision of the measure.

Grindeland’s Proposition.

‘When the bili was called up, Senator
Grindeland offered an amendment provid-
ing that the primaries to any general elec-
tion should be held on the second Tuesday
of June. Before the discussion had grown
warm, Senator Young moved that con-
gressional and judicial offices be exempted
from the operation of the proposed law.
He did not believe in making it too far-
reaching. Instead of being a government
of the people we were a government of
political parties, he said. If they were
wiped out, there would be mno source
whence party principles could be enunci-
ated, There would be no- way .to maintain
party organization if the bill with its
sweeping provisions should be allowed to
pass. The, primary election law was per-
fectly fair in cities, it was also fair in
county elections. and to a lesser extent in
legislative districts, continued the speak-
er. But in the election of district judges,
for instance, the plan would not be prac-
ticable: Some judicial districts included
seven counties, and it would be gquite im-
possible for the people to select a judge
with as much care as a convention.

Johnson Hasé a Change.

Senator Johnson proposed another
amendment ' Providinig that the primary
election law sheuld not apply to the elec-
tive members of school, park and library
boards. Political questions, he said, were
never involved at these elections and they
should be kept out of the primary law. He
etated, however, that he was in favor of
including the state offices, and argued that
if the law wag good for congressmen and
judges it could not be bad for state of-
ficials. -

Senator Johnson was later permitted to
substitute an amendment to refer the
first section of the law to a special com-
mittee of three to redraft it so as to in-
clude state, congressional, judicial, legis-
lative, county and city offices.

Amendments Thick and Fast.

In order to be in . fashion, Senator
Brower came forward with a substitute to
the Johnson amendment that the com-
mittee of three redraft the section and
leave out state offices. He was followed
by Senator Potter, who had a motion and
an amendment which he wanted to sub-
mit before the first section was referred
to the committee. The chair refused to
recognize any further motions, however,
and Senator Potter undertook to explain
his position. He was ealled to order by
Senator Sheehan for speaking on a ques-
tion which the chair had refused to en-
tertain.

Senators J. D. Jones and Schaller got
into the debate, which was complicating
the situation somewhat, but finally Mr.
Brower withdrew his substitute.

The question was then on the Johpson
amendment, but Senator Young demanded
a division of the question, so that the
senate could vote on one set of offices at
a time. The question, as stated by Presi-
dent Smith, was to refer Section 1 to a
committee for redrafting so as to include
state offices. The effect of a vote in fa-
vor of the amendment. would be to in-
clude in the bill a prevision objection-
able to the house. The amendment was
passed, however, as noted above,

Young’s Comment,

“The senate is making a grave error in
making this bill ridiculous,” declared
Senator Young. “The action of the sen-
ate just taken will kill the bill, for we
know that it cannot pass with the state
offices included. I had hoped that the
state offices would be excluded. I was
willing to include congressional and judi-
cial offices and will vote for that end, but
will oppose the proposition to refer this
section to a committee.”

Congressional and judicial offices were,
on vote by roll call, included in the refer-
ence to the committee. An adjournment
was then taken to 2:30.

Friends of the Bill Buasy.

During the noon recess the ‘friends of
the bill were active in trying to secure
adherents for their cause. They found
that a great many of thésé who had voted
to refer the matter of inéluding state of-
fices to a committee did not fully com-
prehend the effect of such vote. Several
promises to change votés were secured,
and it was freely predicted before the sen-
ate reconvened that the #mendment would
be reconsidered, and that particular por-
tion relating to state offices would re-
main in the same state as left by the lower
house.

Too Badly Tangled.

The senate became so badly tangled on
the primary bill that after the. mnoon
recess it was voted to defer consideration
uantil 11 o’clock to-morrow. A vigorous
attempt will then be made to reconsider
the action bringing state officers under

Mr. Johnson’s Bill for a Highway
Commission.

The Johnson bill authorizing a state
roads and highway commission, was rec-
ommended for indefinite postponement by
the house, acting in committee of the
whole, yesterday. Those who came from
the country districts held that the com-
mission would serve no good purpose, and
that if the state was to expend any con-
siderable sum of money in this direction
it should be with a view to directly aid-
ing road improvement.

The Buckman bill increasing the sal-
ary of the state fire warden to $1,500 was
defeated by a single vote.

Interesting to Mine Promoters.

Promoters of mining concerns will un-
doubtedly find objectionable features in
the Roberts bill, which requires them to
obtain licenses from the public examiner
before any sale of stock can be made.
The public examiner is authorized to in-
vestigate the value of the mines by sur-
vey, assay or by the examination of wit-
nesses. His authority even goes so far
that he may fix the price at which shares
of stock are to be sold.
