A DELICIOUS NUT TO CRACK

Cocoanat - Regarded as. a Vegetable

Food.
Cocoanut is the fruit of the cocoa palm, a

tree indigenous to almost all tropical cli-
mates.' but found in . the greatest abundance
and 'perfection' in the islands of the Pacific
and Indian oceans. While this fruit or nut
is generally regarded in the light of a pleas-
ant addition to the list of foods we class
as luxuries, it really deserves a place among
the more useful articles, as it is equal to
the , best .of other vegetable products that
have been ranked above it, and althougu
these nutritive qualities are admitted, the
amount-.of nutrition derived is much greater
than is generally supposed. It has been called
by the greatest of Swedish botanists "the
prince of vegetables."

What the Name Implies.

The name, which means "ugly mark,"
\u25a0was given it by the Portuguese sailors, who
saw the strong resemblance one end of the
nut has to a monkey's face. The derivation
of the name is from the Latin mix, meaning
nut, and coco, the Portuguese "signification
of "ugly mark." • V*''

At one end are three small marks; one is
easily pierced with a pin or short pointed
knife. The natives remove the eye and

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In this country the "cocoanut milk" Is
generally thrown away, as a" taste for it has
not been cultivated, and we in our higher
civilization lack the instinct that teaches
the savages, who are "nearer to nature's
heart," how to enjoy the fullness of the
bounty so generously provided; it is stated
that in its native land, no matter how high
the. temperature may be, this liquid is al-
ways fountj to be very cool, furnishing a
refreshing drink to the natives and travelers,
who thoroughly appreciate it.

When these nuts are green the edible sub-

stance inclosed in the shell is of a soft,
creamy consistency, and may be eaten with
a spoon. At this stage they are very di-
gestible and delicious.

The Prepared Coeoanut.
The great improvement during the past

years in . manufacturing the shredded cocoa-
nut has increased its use to an astonishing
degree and almost replaced the use of the
fresh cocoanut; this is partly on account
of its keeping qualities and also because it
is more readily obtained iv some sections
than the fresh nut.

< iifoaiuit Soap.

Cut about a quarter of a chicken in small
pieces; slice half a. small onion, and brown
both together in a saucepan for ten minutes
with two level tablespopnfuls of butter. Then
add three pints of consomme, three table-
spoonfuls of shredded or grated cocoanut and
a little salt. Boil for twenty minutes if the
cocoanut is not fresh. If fresh add the milk
with the cocoanut and boil for ten minutes.
Season lightly with white pepper.

tirated Coooannt With Salads.
Grated cocoanut makes a nice garnish for

salads and adds much to their appearance
when sprinkled over the top. It goes espe-
cially well with fruit salads; also chicken,
shrimp, tomato and egg salads.

Cocoanat Sauce.
Beat quarter of a cup of butter and one

cup confectioner's sugar to a cream; add,
one at a time, the yolks of two eggs and
beat until light and smooth. Then whip
whites of the eggs to a stiff froth and stir
into the sauce. Add a scant cup of grated
cocoanut, and when mixed set on ice to
harden. Serve with steamed puddings.

Put two cupfuls of sifted flour in a bowl,
make a weli in the center. Add the yolks
of two eggs, a level teaspoonful of salt
and two tablespoonfuls of oil or melted but-
ter. Mix gradually into the flour until you
have a smooth batter, then add gradually
enough cold water to make a batter thick
enough to hold a drop let fall from the mix-
ing spoon; beat the whites of the eggs to
a stiff froth and fold with the batter; then
stir a cup of freshly grated cocoanut; serve
with following sauce:

Snow Sauce.
Boil one cup of granulated sugar with

third of a cup of water until it forms a
thread when dropped slowly from a spoon.
Beat whites of two eggs to a stiff froth and
pour the hot syrup into this, beating con-
stantly. When rather stiff and cold stir in
three or four tablespoonfuls of grated cocoa-
nut.

Cocoanut Caramel Custard*.
First make the caramel by stirring a cup of

granulated sugar over the fire with half a
cup of boiling water until sugar is dis-
solved; then boil until it turns a rich brown,-
pour this into little custard cups or bowls,
and with a spoon spread the caramel smooth-
ly over the inside of the cup; then pour in
the custard, made as follows: Mix six eggs
with half a cup of sugar, a teaspoonful of
vanilla extract and one and a half cups of
grated cocoanut; let this stand while making
the caramel. Stand the custard cups in a
baking pan, pour in enough water to reach
half way up the sides of the bowls and bake
in a moderate oven unti-1; custard is firm
to the touch. When done turn the custards
out from the bowls and pour the caramel
over them and serve hot.

Put one pint of milk In a double boiler
with one and a half cups of sugar and stir
and cook for ten minutes. Add grated rinu
of half a lemon, the lemon Juice and one
cup of cocoanut. Set away to cool. When
cold add one quart of cream and freeze in
the usual manner. The pulp of three bananas
may be added with the cocoanut and
cream and makes a delicious combination.
