It, is believed in"" adminstration circles,
that within a day or two the Cuban con-
stitutional convention will appoint a com-
mittee to come to Washington to consult
the president and cabinet about-modifying
some of the provisions of the Piatt amend-

If the Cubans ask for the elimination of
the provisions for naval stations and the
right of this country to intervene for the
preservation of peace and order, they will
he disappointed, for the administration has
neither the authority nor the disposition
thus to modify the act of congress. It
is believed, however, that the 'visit of the
Cuban's would be productive", of much good
in an educational way. They could obtain
from President McKlnley and others com-
petent to speak for the government, assur-
ances of this country's beneficent aims
toward, Cuba and of the guarantee that
neither in spirit nor Intent does the Piatt
amendment contain* anything that should
hie, construed as {a \u25a0;veiled purpose to es-
tablish a protectorate over Cuba in the
meaning of that word in the international
code.

"Considerable \u25a0 literature \u25a0 for publication
in Cuban newspapers has been, sent to the
island by high officers of the' United "States.
This literature deal*- frankly, with, the .sub-,
ject and interprets seriatim the terms of
the Piatt amendment. This will be circu-
lated in Spanish among all classes of Cu-
bans. It is confidently believed that it
will have such a quieting effect that the
convention can with safety, for the po-
litical future, of Its members ratify the
Piatt amendment.

LEE DISCUSSES CUBA

-aland Will Agree to the Terms of

the Piatt Amendment. -
Omaha, Neb., April I.—General Fitz-

hugh Lee gave expression to his views
with regard to the future of Cuba at the
banquet in his honor at the Omaha club,
he said:

'.'Cuba will agree in time to the condi-
tions Imposed by the Piatt amendment in
the interests of its own independence and
in order that the United States can faith-
fully maintain the pledged pacification of

"The foreign and other property owners

want protection and peace. The majority of
Cubans constituting the agriculturists are
apparently ignorant that a- convention is
in session and it is most difficult to make
them vote on any question. The ex-Cuban
soldiers are active and more or less ex-
cited. "When the time comes to fill the
government offices they will be heard
from often and early.

"Cuba's future will be determined by
Cuba's statesmanship. Should the col-
lective Cuban wisdom be sufficient to keep
the craft afloat on the waters of prosperi-
ty and establish a stable government
strong enough to protect life and property
and give confidence to capital there will
be no disposition on the part of the United
States to interfere; but if the government
problem cannot be solved after a fair
trial by the Cubans the future destiny of
the 'smile of the sea' will be forever con-
fided to the care of the great American
republic."
