~ SHARP BREAK IN WHEAT, MAY SELLING TO 72%c

Aygother Decline at Liverpool, With
Bearish Aggressiveness, Forced
Out Some Long Wheat.

JHICAGO BOARD HAD NO SESSION

‘radsireet Shows Increase Against
Decrease Last Year—News of
an Active Day.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, April
.—The bears made a savage assault on
wheat this morning and succeeded in break-
ing May to 72igc. All through the weakness
of yesterday there was evidence of an un-
‘derlying feeling of confidence on the part of
bolders, and while the price was hammered
down by short selling, there was not much
long wheat dislodged. The bear crowd have
been trying to force the market to a point
where weak holders would have to let go,
and this morning they succceded in part.
May opened at 7314@73%c, sold at 73%c, fell
back to 73%c and held at this figure until
the end of the first hour. Here there wus
wheat offered and the market broke %c in
& twinkling. The early cables brought led
decline in Liverpool, which, following on
yesterday's foreign weakness, made the mar-
ket welghty. Berlin was Sc lower. Chicago
was closed up for election day.

The sharp decline of 2'c since Saturday
last puts the trade in a condition of miud
e€ven more unsettled than formerly, and there
18 & wider divergence of opinion as to the
future course of the market. There is, of
course, the natural anticipation of reaction
alter the break. There are some, however,
who see in this decline the forerunner of a
much lower trend. It is said that this break
should have come long ago, and the old ar-
guments that have been advanced right along,
but without much effect heretofore, are now
being brought out and put forth with re-
doubled energy. These are, in brief, the ap-
parently ample visible supply, continued
good receipts, the favorable outlook for the
crop and the fact that even at 72%c May
wheat is 73c higher than last year. On the
other bhand, it is believed that before the
May settlement is on, wheat will have to

move up, that millers will neeed all the
wheat they can get. Flour stocks in general
are light. It is not known what part of the

visible will prove deliverable on contract,
but it s thought there will be less good
wheat than is now flgured on. Meanwhile
a good deal of wheat is going out. Clear-
ances hold well up, and Bradstreet's figures
for the export last week showed a material
gain over the week before and the corre-
sponding week a year ago. The seaboard
reported 101 loads worked for export. North-
western country elevator stock are now 4,861,-
000 bu, against 6,750,000 bu April 1 last year.
Many are inclined to feel that this break has
cleared the atmosphere, elimipating some
weak elements in a speculative way and
making the outlook better on the whole.
The condition of the winter wheat is the
aost important factor at the moment. With
Chlgaxo closed, some of the usual daiiy
Statistics were unobtainable. Receipts at
Minneapolis were 190 cars, against 248 last
year. Duluth had 162 cars.

Corn was very dull, traders not caring to
venture heavily without the Chicago option
to guide upon. The tendency was weaker.
May opened at 40%c and sold down to 40%¢e.
At noon the market broke, more in sym-
pathy with wheat than through pressure,
May seiiing to 29%ec.

Bradstreet’s figures showed an increase in
wheat of 451,000 bu, against a decrease of
1,352,000 bu last year. Corn decreased 1,001,-
000 bu, against a 52,000-bu increase last year.

The market showed better support at the
end and closed at 72%@72%c for May and
T4%c for July. May corn closed at 40@40%c.

There was good business in cash wheat.
The bulk of sales were made before the op-
tion broke and show %4c¢ to %%c over the early
May price for No. 1 northern. No. 2 north-
ern sold from 70 to 7le, some poor No. 2
going at 69¢. No. $ so'd up to 67c for choice,
ranging down to 64c and 63c. Rejected sold
at 53 to 60c and no grade from 52 to &Rc.
Prices in some grades showed wide varia-
tion as between selections sold early and
poor lots sold after the weaker turn in May.

STOGKS AND BONDS

Wide Openings in Heavy Blocks of
U. S. Steel Stocks.

FRACTIONAL GAINS ARE GENERAL

General Selling Follows the Open-
ing Rise—~Undertone Firmer
at Noon.

New York, April 2.—There were wide open-
ings on the transfer of heavy blocks in the
United Staies Steel stocks and Burlington,
the latter rising a point at the extreme high
level. Manhaitan was strong at an advance
of over a point, and a number of the con-
stituent companies , and also the independ-
ent companies, were strong at gains of a
point in some cases. St. Paul rose a point
and the majority of stocks showed fractionai
gains, but there were a few important ex-
ceptions on the side of light losses.

General selling followed the opening rise,
and Rock Island lost 23, Burlington 2% and
St. Paul and Delaware & Hudson 1};. Prac-
tically every railroad and industrial stock
of prominence declined below yesterday's
closing. The advanee in Tennessee Coal aud
United States Steel was wiped out, but when
Colorado Fuel advanced 4 points all the
steel stocks hardened. Enormous offerings
met the rise in United States Steel stocks,
and they reacted again to below last night.
Generally speaking, prices fell from 12 to 2
points below last night. Prominent stocks
among the Pacifics, trunk lines, local trac-
tions, coalers and specialties were a poiat
or more under last night. Quick profii-
taking by the bears caused some fractional
ralies before the end of-the hour.

Stocks whizh had scored the largest losses
advanced from 1 to 2 points, when the shor's
covered and the rally was helped by a rise
to 142 in Sugar. Meanwhile the steel stocks
were offered freely, United States Steel pre-
ferred declining to 96. By noon the general

i undertone was firmer and the market quieter.

Texas & Pacific was heavily bought at an
advance of over 2 points and Amalgamated
Copper gaired as much.

Burlington made another spurt in the final
hour, crossing 180 for the first time in its
history. Northern Pacific rose to 97 and the
preferred gained 2. Northwest rose 5% in all

Money has been a
little more active to day, on call as well as
on time, which was to have been expected
at this period of the year, but there are no
symptoms of annoyance of any kind, and it
is not likely that there will be much, it any,
In view of the rise of St.
Paul and Rock lsland, we would like to say
a good word for Omaha common, believing

that it will be one of those stocks which wilf |

not only justify purchases, but which will
make a very great record for itself within
the coming twelve months.

Uptown gossip to Lewis: Keene is a big
buyer of stocks. This movement is undoubi-
edly intended to help- out the large holders
by making strong market for them to un-
load in.

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AN INDIAN UP FOR MURDER

RED EARS ON TRIAL AT S, FALLS

Charged With the Death of an In-
fant—Opening of United
States Coaurt,

Sloux Falls, S. D., April 2.—The most in-
teresting case to be tried during the regu-
lar April term of the United States court,
which convened here to-day, is that
against Red Ears, a Sioux Indian belong-
ing on the Cheyenne River reservation,
who is accused of having murdered an In-
dian baby, said to have been the child of
himself and an Indian woman named
White Cow. The alleged crime was com-
mitted on the night of Oct. 8, 1900.

The case will attract more than or-
dinary interest, for the reason that it is
the first instance of infanticide among In-
dians of South Dakota for many years.
A federal grand jury at Deadwood indicted
Red Ears for the crime. When arraigned
he pleaded not guilty and declined the of-
fer of Judge Carland to furnish him an at-
torney at government expense. Red Ears
evidently viewed the customary offer with
suspicion, for he has himself engaged
Ralph W. Parliman, an attorney of this
city, to conduct the defense.

Another case of unusual interest is that
against Gideon Dashman. He is charged
with raising a United States postal money
order from $4.89 to $14.89. Dashman was
attending the government Indian school
at Flandreau when the alleged crime was
committed. Becoming aware that the
federal authorities would likely arrest
him, he fled to Minnesota, but was cap-
tured by the United States authorities of
that state near Eggleston, where he had
ltx)ired out and was engaged in cutting tim-

er.

The people of western South Dakota will
watch with keen interest the termination
of the cases against Frank M. Hurlbut,
Thomas Rodgers and George Turner, of
Hill City. They are charged with tres-
passing upon government land and cutting
and removing timber from the Black Hills
forest reserve. It is said that most of the
pilfered timber was sold in Deadwood as
cordwood. The fact that it was sold at
prices below the regular market figure,
seriously affecting the business of the
regular dealers, who had an investigation
made which resulted in the arrest of the
three men by a deputy marshal.

William Crook, of Egan, who conducts a
saloon at that place, is under bonds for ap-
pearance before the federal grand jury,
which also convened to-day, on the charge
of selling liquor to Edward Taylor, a Sioux
Indian belonging at the Flandreau sub-
agency.
