Scant
sympathy is expressed for the \u25a0 father,
though his deed was' that of an insane
man. The mother, an invalid unable to
walk, is nearly crazed with grief. The
funeral services were conducted from the
Methodist church by Rev. J. M. Murche-
son. The father and his three children
were buried in the same grave. Investi-
gation shows that the crazy man struck
each of the children in the head with a
hammer and also inflicted knife wounds on
each. After their death he placed them
side by side in a stall cleanly bedded,
stood in a position so that he would fall
near them, and then severed his head
from his body with the same knife he had
used on his children.

Direct Result of Miss Hogan'i Arrest
at Iron Mountain.
