MUSTN'T CHEW GUM

Farcical Amendment to the Anti-
Cigarette Bill

BEFORE IT WAS QUITE KILLED

Senate Directs the Attorney General
to Quiet Title in the Bierman
Grant Dispute.

The senate trifled with the new Halvor-
son anti-cigarette bill this mornigg and
finally shelved it altogether. Senator
Ives of St. Paul moved that the bill in-
clude ‘“‘chewing gum’ and made an impas-
sioned speech- for his amendment. It was
very funny. Earnest pleas on behalf of
the parents to save their boys f::om the
cigaretie habit were made by Senators
Halvorsecn and Thompson. But the
amendment to include chewing gum Wwas
approved. Later a motion to postpone
indefinitely was carried 21 to 20.

Senators Underleak, Ives, Batz, Gause-
witz, Du Toit, Daly, Roverud, Sheehan,
Coller, B. E. Smith, Everett, were among
those voting for indefinite postponement.
Just before adjournment for luucbeo_n,
Senator Halvorson moved that the bill
be excepted from the report of the com-
mittee of the whole and demanded a roll-
call. He was prevailed upon to withhold
his motion until the afternoon. 1

The anticigarette bill was given its
quietus this afternoon and is now beyond
any possibile hope of resurrection. Those
who assisted in its death are Senators
Bach, Brower, Buckman, Chilton, Coller,

Daly, Dart, Dickey, Du Toit, Everetr,
Gausewitz, Greer, Hawkins, Horton,
Hospes, lves, Johnson, McCarthy, Me-
Kusick, Meilicke, Myran, Nixon, Potter,
Reeves, Ryder, Sheehan, Shell, E E.
Smith, Stockton, Stockwell and Under-
leak.

After the motion to indefinitely post-
pone had been passed, Senator Sheehan
move @dto have the vote reconsidered, apd
this was also lost, thereby bringing the
anti-cigarette act to a close.

That Bierman Grant.

Attorney General Douglas will prgbably
be directed to conduct proceedings in _1he
state courts to determine the title to 271,-
565.44 acres of swamp lands selected by
Auditor Bierman as the grant to the old
Minneapolis apd St. Cloud railway. The
Great Northern company inherited the
rights of the M. & St. C. and asked fm_' a
conveyvance of the land. The selection
made by Mr. Bierman did not please the
railway and it refused to accept. Finally
Governor Clough canceled the deed. This
cancelation the incumbent has refused to
recognize. It is desirable, however, that
there should be some final settlement qnd
Senator Johnson offered a resolution
directing the attorney general to bring
suit to determine the title. The resolu-
tion was adopted by the senate.

An attempt was made to pass the Bush
forfeited lands bill under suspension, but
Senator McCarthy objected and the bill
was given a place on the table.

Beltrami’s Case.

The Beltrami county bills are not d}s-
posed of yet. The house tinkered with
Senator McCarthy’s plans for the relief
of this frontier county and these were ap-
proved by the house this morming in two
instances. A conference committee was
appointed on the measure legalizing the
indebtedness of that county.

Bills for the expenses of Herbert E.
Blair and William Mahood in their elec-
tion contest for the Lesueur seat in the
house were passed. Mahood’s expenses
were $300 and Blair's were $790,

Physicians’ Licenses.

Senator Potter’s bill, giving the power
to revoke physicians’ licenses now held
by the state board of medical examiners
to the district court, was recommended
for passage. The theory is that no one
should be deprived of the right to earn
a livelihood except by due course of law,
a hearing before the state board being
largely an ex parte one.

Must Buy the Medals.

A spirited. little skirmish occurred on
Senator Knatvold's bill voting $650 for
medals won by the Minnesota butter-
makers at the Paris exposition. There
are four gold and a number of silver and
bronze medals awarded, but they refuse
to turn them over unless the cost is de-
posited. This seemed to the senators a.
peculiar way of awarding medals. Sena-
tor Stockwell thought that the - butter
men would think highly enough of the
medals to pay the expenses. Senator
Knatvold explained that the advertising
given to Minnesota by the winning of
S0 many prizes at Paris was worth $650.
As for the men, they were poor, earning
from 350 to $70 a month. But having
brought honors to the state, they should
be recognized, and to purchase these
medals was only a slight recognition. The
kill was recommended to pass.

The bill offered by the judiciary commit-
tee providing for jury trials in municipal
courts was indefinitely postponed. No one
spoke in defense of it except Senator
Ives, and he jocularly recommended  its
passage ‘“because Minneapolis-didn’t want
=

Senator Horton's bill, permitting sav-
ings banks to invest their surplus in the
bonds and stocks of railways, was recom-
mended for passage.

Action on Park Memorial.

Favorable action was taken on Under-
leak’'s memorial to congress, relative to
the establishment of a national park and
forest reserve on the Indian reservations
at Leech and Cass lakes, although Senator
‘Baldwin attempted to delay action.

An attempt was made to pass H. F. 286

PAROLE BILL DEAD

It Is Finally Killed in the House;
53 to 30.

NO HOPE -FOR THE YOUNGERS

Several Members Declare Against
Letting Auditor Dunn
Mix Im,

Representative Deming is in a position
now to understand, granting that he did
not before, the grounds upon which his
parole bill proved aceceptable to the house.
Forced by an opinion from the attorney-
general that the bill was unconstitutional,
1o change its objectionable feature asked
the house this morning to agree that the
governor, the attorney general and the
auditor of state be substituted in the bill
for the board ef pardons. Attorney Gen-
eral Douglas’ opinion had been that the
bill required of Chief Justice Start duties
which he might not constitutionally per-
form, and which, therefore, made it in-
valid. :

Mr. Dobbin of Hennepin;, while not op-
posing the amendment, was opposed to any
bill by which the state auditor would be
authorized to pass upon the freedom of
the Youngers. He objected, he said, 10
packing the jury; and it was notorious that
the auditor had been energetic and con-
sistent in his efforts to unlock the prison
doors for these two criminals. To put the
auditor on the board would mean the se-
lection of a man who had’pre-judged the
case,

The amendment was voted down 49 to
62, after there had been rejected an
amendment to the amendment, proposed
by Mr. Whitford, and naming the judge of
the district court of the county in which
the criminals had been convicted as a
fourth member of the pardoning tribunal.
This vote proved a fair criterion «of the
sentiment of the house, as it corresponded
almost exactly with the vote of 53 to 50
for a motion by Mr. Kelly to postpone the
bill indefinitely, This was immediately
followed by Mr. Laybourn’s motion that
the vote be reconsidered. “Wer're
whipped, and we know it,"” said Mr. Hil-

{lary, “and you needn’t put Your motion.”

With the understanding that the subject
was not to be broached again this session,
the motion was withdrawn and the house
proceeded to other business.

Mr. Kelly also made reference i{o the
prominence of State Auditor Dunn in the
effort to obtain liberty for the Youngers.
He declared that these men had been
guilty of s0 many crimes that they were
not entitled to mercy. Mr. Dobbin in-
quired what effect the board of control
law would have upon this bill. The board
of control will supplant the prison man-
agers and it was Mr. Dobbin’'s belief that
a conflict of authority would result result-
ing in an application to the courts.

Some time ago Mr. Deming received a
letter from a sister of the prisoners, and
in pleading with the house not to kill the
bill, it was read at length. Mr. Roberts
besought *‘the Christian citizens of a
Christian land in Easter time to be more
manly than ever before.”

The vote by which the amendment was
defeated was as follows:

The following bill was introduced by
Mr. Pennington (by request of the gov-
erpor): H. F. 735, to provide and appro-
priate funds for the construction and
equipment of a main building on Univer-
sity farm.

The total
appropriation asked by the bill is $180,000,
a sum of such magnitude that its allow-
ance would render it necessary for the
appropriations committee to strike a new
balance on its sheet of state expenditures.
Furthermgre, the committee has about
completed its work and members will be
loth to undertake any readjustment.

The R. & B. Grab.

Chairman Johnson “of the committee on
roads and bridges, announced that all
claimants must file their petitions at
once if they desired any portiom of the
$30,000 now available. The committee will
draft an omnibus bill the first part of the
week,  apportioning this among the dis-
tricts.

Contagion Among Animals,

The difference between the Peterson
house bill and 8. F. 392, both aiming to
prevent the spread of contagious diseases
among domestic animals, was brought out
to-day. On the plea that the Peterson
bill was on general orders in the senate,
the senate bill was indefinitely postponed
in the house and the postponement de-
fended against a subsequent motion to
reconsider. When it was shown, how-
ever, that the scope of the senate bill
was wider and that it applied to horses
and mules as well as cattle, the action
was reversed and the bill placed omr gen-
eral orders.

THE TORRENS SYSTEM

The Senate Passes Senators Snyder's
Bill,

Senator Snyder’'s bill adopting the Tor-
rens system for transferring land was
passed by the senate yesterday, but was
shorn of much of its dignity by being lim-
ited in operation to Hennepin, Ramsey and
St.. Louis counties. = What the country
members fear is not yet apparent, as it is
made optional with the 'different eounties
to adopt the system or continue in the old
rut. But the country members shied and
once defeated the bill. Senator Stockwell
saved it by changing his vote and moving
a reconsideration. When an amendment
confining the scope of the measure to
the three counties named had been adopt-
ed the bill was then passed with only
Sheehan of St. Paul on the negative side.

The system known as the Torrens sys-
tem comes to the United States from Aus-
tralia and has at least the merit of sim-
plicity. As senator Snyder said yesterday
it makes real estate as easily transferable
as any kind of persomal property. A cer-
tificate is issued to the owner by the
register of deeds amd this certificate may
be passed from hand to hand like a bond
Oor any negotiable paper. The certificate
will in a measure supersede warranty
deeds, abstracts of title and to some ex-
tent make title insurance unnecessary. On
this side of the Pacific it was in operation
in Illinois, Massachusetts and Manitoba,
and Mr. Snyder read several letters to
show that it worked admirably.

Doubtles the system when put ‘in effect
will be tested in the courts before many
real estate owners have their titles re-
corded under the law.

" SALARY INSTEAD OF PER DIEM

Sherm Smith's Bill Is Amended and
Put on Orders.

Sherman Smith's bill, putting members
of the legislature on a salary, is no long-
er a joke. The appropriations committee

this afternoon recommended the biil to
pass, with an - amendment - the

allowance to $750 for.the two-year term.
This amount is to be paid in installments
of $75 at the end of each ten deys, and-the
balance remaining to be paid at adjourn-
ment. The lieutenant governor and
speaker of the house are each allowed
$1,000. The author agreed to the amend-
ment and declared that the bill would so
shorten legislative sessions that the extra
salary would be more than made up by
the reduction in clerk hire and other ex-
penses. The bill went on general orders.

LIMIT ON CAPITOL COST

THREE MILLION

THE FIGURE

Ramsey Promises to Be Good and
Ask for Not a Cent
More.

Three million dellars and no more will
be expended for the Minnesota capitol.
The legislature agrees to grant the desired
inerease, but with the provision that the
building shall be completed and furnished
and grounds put in shape within the limit
of $3,000,000. 3

When the capitol bill came up in the
house on general orders this afternoon,
Mr. Jacobson offered an amendment to
that effect. He said he believed it prop-
er to furnish sufficient funds to complete
the building in harmony with the exterior,
but he wanted to shut the door once for
all on further expenditure. The amend-
ment he presented allows $1,050,000 to
complete the general construction of the
building, $150,000 for furnishing, while for
ornamentation, beautifying and preparing
the grounds and "building, the commission
is allowed to expend such amount as with
the aforesaid amount shall not exceed a
total cost of $3,000,000, Mr. Jacobson said
that the eapitol commission was willing
to accept the amendment and believed
that by close. figuring it could keep within
the amount. Mr. Jacobson said the amend-
ment was satisfactory to the Ramsey
delegation. - The amendment was adopted
and the bill recommended to pass.

SMOULDERING EMBERS

Temporary Truce Between Hostile
Members of Duluth Delegation.

There is temporarily a truce in the Du-
luth delegation, but Senator Baldwin and
Representative Pugh are not on terms of
cordial intimacy, They are not killing
each other’'s bills just now, but Baldwin
still refuses to withdraw his opposition to
Pugh’s bill placing the special judge of
the municipal court on a salary. The sen-
ator has no use for the Duluth municipal
court, and says that the majority of the
Duluth bar share his view. He says fur-
ther that the bill which Pugh killed was
one a lawyer from Pugh’s own district
asked Baldwin to introduce.

Mr. Pugh says he has no personal inter-
est in his bill. It was requested by nine
of the sixteen aldermen, and by Judge Ed-
son of the municipal court. It is the only
bill he has nitroduced at this session. It
places the salary at $2,000, while on the
fee system the office has averaged $1,850
for the last six years.

SUPREME COURTS DECISIONS

The state supreme court handed down
decisions yesterday as follows:

Kidnapping

John McAlphine, respondent, vs. Mickel
Resch et al., defendants; Emil W. Mien-
hardt, appellants. Syllabus:

First—Where in an action triable to the
court issues of fact are submitted to a jury,
such issues will be considered here upon re-
view in the light treated by the court and
jury at the trial without arbitrarily applying
technical legal rules of interpretation.

Second—Where by the course of the trial in
such a case counsel concur with the court
upon the meaning of issues and questions
submitted, so as to impress the jury with
their view, they will be bound thereby, al-
though the expression of such meaning may
not be legally accurate.

Third—These rules applied to questions an-
swered by the jury in this case and held that
in the way in which such gquestions were sub-
mitted the answerd of the jury are not incon-
sistent, and suppert the conclusions of law by
the trial court.

Fourth—When a purchaser of land for a
valuable consideration has'notice of facts and
circumstances which would put a reasonabiy
prudent man on inquiry of a prior unrecorded
conveyance to a third party, he is not a pur-
chaser in good faith under general statutes
1894, section 4180.

Fifth—Plaintiff purchased a tract of land,
entered under chapter 316, United States
statutes-at-large, on which the full amount
of the purchase price had been paid by the
entryman, but before patent had been issued.

Opinion: First—Claims for mesne profits
are usually consequential to and dependent
upon a recovery of the land (in ejectment),
yet where the disseizor has surrendered or
abandoned the premises before suit and the
rightful owner is.in possession, such owner
may maintain trespass for the wrongful en-
try and have damages for the same. %

Second—When a lessor has put a party in
possession of land. and the occupant relies
entirely on his landlord’s right to such prop-
erty as his defense to an action of trespass,
a judgment to determine the interest of the
lessor therein is binding and conclusive upon
the tenant and competent evidence in a suit
against the latter, although he was not a
party therein.

Third—A trespasser upon land cannot claim
by reason of his unlawful oecupation thereof
(for less than the legal limitation herein),
that the real owner, although with knowl-
edge of the same is estopped, to sue for
damages for the wrongful acts committed.

WILL HOLD PATRICK

Attorney Osborne’s Opinion Re-
- garding the Rice Case.

EVIDENCE CORROBORATING JONES

Patrick, He Says, Was the Leader in
the Conspiracy Against the
Millionaire.

Wew York Sun Snecial Service.

New York, April 6.—Assistant District
Attorney Osborne is confident that Justice
Jerome will hold Patrick on a charge of
murder to await the action of the grand
jury, for.he expects to produce evidence
to corroborate the confession of Jones
that he killed his millionaire employer at
Patrick’s instigation. Mr. Osborne says
that he will prove that Patrick was an
accessory before the fact.

Professor Witthaus will probably make
a supplemental report on the condition of
Rice’s internal organs. It is said that this
will confirm Jones' story of the use of
chloroform and mercury to kill Rice.

Mr. Oshorne says he will show: That
the Holt case has never been settled and
that Patrick was never counsel in it; that
it is true, as Jones says, that he tele-
phoned Patrick twice Saturday night (he
will bave two telephone giris, one from
different centrals, who will produce rec-
ords of the calls), that as Mrs. Francis
testified, Patrick’s telephone was put in
place in July and removed immediately
after Rice’s death; that Patrick spent the
entire night in his office at 277 Broadway,
destroying what Jones called incriminat-
ing evidence; that Jones’ brother has
made affidavit in Texas that he sent from
Texas to New York to his brother, chloro-
form and laudanum in July and in August,
sending the package by American ex-
press; and that Patrick used mercurial
pills.

Asgistant District Attorney Osborne is
satisfled that Valet Jones’ confession on
the witness stand that he murdered Mil-
lionaire W. M. Rice at the direction of At-
torney Patrick has already been sufficient-
ly corroborated by Short, Meyers, Dr.
Curry, Potts and Mrs. Francis to warrant
Justice Jerome in holding Patrick. The
district attorney’s chief prosecutor said:

Patrick is the central idea in this whole
conspiracy. The deeds to the whole of Rice’s
property are in his name. The general as-
gignments and checks are in his name. He
attempted to cash these checks. Patrick was
the principal beneficiary under the will of
1900, so if I prove Jones killed Rice, as he
says he did, it will certainly show that he
was not conducting an eleemosynary institu-
tiou for getting people out of the way, but
for some definite purpose. That purpose was
to get the old man's money.

And who got that money? Patrick. Who is
Short, who witnessed the bogus will? Patrick.
Who was’' Meyers? Patrick’s clerk, who drew
the will at Patrick’s dictation. Who was Dr.
Curry? Patrick’s physician. Mrs. Francis was
his housekeeper and Potts was his closese
business associate. I don't believe Dr. Curry
had anything to do with the death and I
think Potts an honest man. But still the
testimony of these persons bears out Jones’
testimony.

Cincinnati, O., Aprllb 6.—A dispateh tao
the Enquirer from a correspondent at San
Juan Porto Rico says:

“I was here before the war with spain,
and most of the time since, and must ‘ad-
mit that, while sanitary and other re-
forms have been worked out and other
beneficent reforms projected, unavoidable
disasters and inexperienced administration
have caused the material condition of the
people to be worse now than under Span-
ish rule. T3 .

“In a number of districts the people are
actually starving. There is no work;
the planters have no money to undertake
cultivation. The banks will not lend them
a small amount. The municipalities have
no funds and have failed in attempts to
‘borrow the necessary money to conduct
affairs or undertake improvements. = The
markets are paralyzed. The warehouses
are full of tobacco. There is no sale for
coffee.

‘““The people are denied citizenship and
are left like prisoners on the island to
starve. These things appeal to the people
more than implanting schools and other
reforms. Utterly heartsick, the people
gather at the wharves, gaze out on the
water and beg of ship owners to take them
anywhere. Thousands are going to Ha-
waii, Cuba, San Domingo, Eecuador and
‘other islands. The local press urges the
government to take action at omce to stop
the exodus.

‘“As a result of the trip of the Porto
Rico commission to Washingion, owners
have been allowed to place their own
valuation on property, and trouble has
been otherwise modified and less opposi-
tion is now made. The people still éb-
ject, however, to continuing the payment
of 15 per cent of the Dingley tariff,”

TERMS FOR PANAMA

Colombia Makes a Proposition to
the United States.

IT IS NOT LIKELY TO BE ACCEPTED

Isthman Canal Question Is Now in
the Hands of Congress—
The Offer.

New York Sun SpecialServics.

Washington, April 6.—Dr. Carlos Mart-
inez-Silva, the new minister from Colom-
bia, has submitted to the secretary of
state a memorandum setting forth what
bhis government would like to have the
United States do about the Panama canal.
It contains four propositions:

First—The republic of Colombia will grant
to the United States a liberal franchise for
the construction of a waterway across the
isthmus, but will rétain the political sov-
ereignty of the state of Panama and require
guaranties from the United States for its
recognition and protection.

Second—Colombia expects to have an in-
terest in the earnings of the proposed canal
equivalent to its rights under the ‘existing
concession to the French company, and her
government would like to have the United
States anticipate the tolls and advance the
money in order to relieve her present finanecial
embarrassments.

Third—Colombia will recognize and protect
all the rights of the French company under
the present concessicn, whatever they may be,
but will not admit that company ‘as a party
to the present negotiations with the United
States. ' When these negotiations are suc-
cessfully concluded the United States can
treat independently with the canal company
for the acquisition of its property on fair
and equitable terms.

Fourth—If the French company could guar-
antee the completion of the canal within the
terms of the concession and to the satisfac-
tion of the United Statets the government of
Colombia would have no objection and in
that case would relinquish te the United
States full control of its operations and man-
agement. Colombia believes, however, that
the company will find it advantageous to sell
its entire interest to the United States, there
being international obstacles over ownership
or control of the canal across the isthmus.

The secretary of state has taken these
proposals under consideration, but can do
nothing more than to submit them to con-
gress next December. It is not believed,
however, that the proposition from Col-
ombia will be seriously considered by con-
gress, first, because the Walker commis-
sion has reported in favor of the Nicar-
agua route and second because there is
nothing in them to the advantage of this
government.
