Loss of Vitality, Enlarged Prostate,

Sheriff’s Posse_Killé jack McCarty,
Notorious Horse Thief.

RENDEZVOUS OF BAD MEN RAIDED

Well Known Western North Dakotan
in the Gang—Goodall's
. Good Work.

Dickinson, N. D., April 8.—As a result
of an attempt to arrest a band of horse
thieves in the Bad Lands, 130 miles
northwest of here, Jack McCarty, alias
Jim McPeak, lles in the morgue here
with several bullet holes through his
body, and the remainder of the gang is
safe in the county jail.

For some time it has been known that
wholesale siealing of range horses was
going on. On Jan. 1 John W. Goodall,
one of the shrewdest and most determined
men in this section, assumed the office of
sheriff of Stark county. He had
scarcely been inducted into office when he
began working on clues, one of which led
up to the tragedy and capture of all but
one of the gang on Friday night.

Goodall organized a posse of frontiers-
men in whom he had absolute faith, and
all of them crack shots and splendid
horsemen. The posse was composed of
Sheriff Goodall himself, Sheriff Fal-
lis of Billings county, W. D. Smith, a
Montana stock inspector; John Kennedy,
sheriff of Yellowstone county, Montana,
and Deputies George Trimble, J. Brown,
Bill Chandler, Ed Stone and M. Johnson.

Armed with warrants, they proceeded on
Thursday from Glendive, Mont.,, to the
ranch of Clark & Chappelle, sixty miles
northeast in the Bad Lands, which was
supposed to be the rendezvous of the
gang. The posse quietly surrounded the
ranch and called upon Clark, Chappelle,
Jack McDonald and Jack Jones, who were
there, to surrender. They were taken en-
tirely by surprise and quickly complied
with the command.

McCarty and others were away and it
was decided to await their return, About
6 o’clock McCarty was seen coming to the
ranch mounted. He rode up and Sheriff
Guodall ordered him to halt. Instead of
complying with the command McCarty put
spurs to his horse.

The posse immediately opened fire with
their Winchesters, endeavoring at first to
scare him. This did not work, and then a
volley was fired which riddled the fugi-
tive's horse with bullets, and gave him
his death wound. McCarty, after falling,
raised up and attempted to fire with his
Winchester, but this was quickly seized.
He then drew his six-shooter, but this also
was taken away. McCarty lived ten hours
after he was shot. He refused to make any
statement as to his true name or an-
cestors, and died cursing the officers.
The arrest of Chapelle will cause great
surprise, as he is prominent and well-
known in western North Dakota and east-
ern Montana.

Clark escaped from the sheriff at Glen-
dive and is still at large.

McDonald is a well-known cowboy and
for several years was deputy sheriff of
Billings county. Jones is a cowboy and
his relatives live in South Dakota,

They met a year ago while she
was touring thne continent. The count,
who is 22, came to America several|
months ago, proposed marriage and was!
accepted. The Empress of Austria is his
aunt, and the emperor is his godfather.

Miss Satterfield and the count are visit-
ing Allentown. Miss Satterfield’s father,
who was connected with the Standard Oil
company, died suddenly in Europe a few
years ago and left the future countess an
independent fortune.

CANNIBALISM AT SEA

Of Twelve Men Afloat on a Raft Only
Two Survive.

London, April 8.—The Singapore cor-
respondent of the Daily Express wires a
ghastly story of cannibalism at sea
brought to Singapore by two survivors of
the Nova Scotian bark Angola, ship-
wrecked six days’ sail from Manila. The
correspondent says: .

The survivors, Johnsen, a Swede, and
Marticornu, a Spaniard, assert that the
Angola struck a reef. Two rafts were
built, The smaller, bearing five men, dis-
appeared. The other, with twelve men,
drifted for forty days. The sailors ate
barnacles, seaweed and finally their boots.
They finally became insane, and only two
were left alive.

He Insists That Valet Jones Did Not
Kill Mr. Riee,

New York, April 8.—Lawyer Albert T.
Patrick, who 18 charged with the murder
of Millionaire William Marsh Rice, has
made a statement concerning the case.
He said:

“Jones mever killed William M. Rice.
Had he done so, he never would have tes-
tified to it, especially as the district at-
torney has promised no immunity, nor
would his counsel, even though pro'vlded
by Captain Baker, have permitted him to
do so. His confidence is due to the fact
that W. M. M. Rice, at the age of 84, died
of heart failure, as did his brother, F. A.
Rice, at the age of 70, and there will
never be any proof otherwise. The only
crime of which Jones is guilty is that of
conspiring against the 1900 will and that
of perjury. >

“The effect of Jones’ story is to have
me held in prisen, pending the result of
the will litigation.

‘“‘As to my position, I can only say that
I will be vindicated. If I am ever con-
vinced that W. M. Rice was murdered I
shall do my utmost to convice all impli-
cated.”

APPEAL TO THE ARMY

It Must Protect the Authority of the

Crown, Says the Kaiser,
Berlin, April 8.—Careful investigation
at Possdam regarding the circum-

stances under which Emperor William de-
livered his latest military address devel-
oped that during a review last Tuesday
a number of military bodies belonging to
the Potsdam garrison, the kaiser spoke
substantially as follows:

*“A hand from out of the people was re-
cently raised against me, to my intense
sorrow.

I know
it will remain steadfast and faithful
to me. The authority of the
crown must be maintained at all
hazards.
