LOST FOR OVER FORTY YEARS

Two Proapeotor* Think They Have

Discovered It—lt la Said
to Be Rich.

\u0084 Phoenix, Arizona, April 9.—Hilary Dock-
son and Jacob Bush, prospectors, who
went into the Navajo reservation when It
was opened to: miners two months ago,
say they have found the famous lost mine
of Bald Rock.

'.- Bush says they were prospecting on the
! south side of the Carriao mountains, near
the bead of the Gothic wash,, in the ex-
treme northern part of the | reservation,
when they came upon the entrance of a
shaft, hidden by large rocks and bushes.
They followed . the shaft down for fifty
feet and found a series of tunnels reach-
ing in several directions. On all sides of
the shafts and tunnels were streaks of
gold-bearing ore, some of it showing free
gold in large flakes. From all indica-
tions no human being had been .. in the
mine for years, but many "wild beasts had
made their dens there. The underground
workings were foul from thousands of
bats and snakes.
-It has always been the belief that the
Navajos obtained a steady supply of gold
from the famous lost mine, but it is like-
ly that they abandoned it when the sup-
ply of visible gold began to dwindle. It

! is the opinion of the discoverers that the
i mine will prove fabulously rich.

According to general belief, the Bald
Rock mine was first operated about forty-
five years ago, and about two years later
the party owning and working it was at-
tacked by the Indians, who have until
now persistently refused to allow mining
in their territory. One Peterson, the
only member of the party who succeeded
in escaping, told of the tremendous wealth
of the mine, but could never locate it.
