KILLED IN HIS BED
Trial of Mrs. Hossack for Murder of

Her Husband.

BLOODY AXAND CLOTHING FOUND

The Wonderful Fortitude of the De-
fendnut—luteiiHe Interest

Created in lowa.

Special to The Journal.
Dcs Moines, lowa, April 10.—The most

intense intertst has hung over ihe clos-
ing hours of the Hossack murder trial at
Indlanola. In Warren county the public
has been deeply stirred by the horribletragedy and the dramatic nature of the
developments. Great crowds have
thronged the courtroom and thousands
have been turned away from the doors.
In Mrs. Margaret Hossack, the accused,
a Scotch woman of over 60 years, stern,
strong-minded and stoical, there has been
sufficient mystery to whet the public ap-
petite for the solution of what seems a
strange and incomprehensible crime.

Strong as are the circumstantial facts
that tend to show Mrs. Hossack the per-
petrator of the murder, there is little or
nothing to connect her vrith it directly.
John Hossack, her husband, a well-to-do
and respected farmer, was found in bed
the morning of Dec. 2, with his head cut
open with an ax. Mrs. Hossack's story
of the tragedy was that along towardmorning she was awakened by hearing a
noise and that she got up from the bed
she and her husband occupied and went
into the sitting room. While there she
saw a gleam of light on the wall and
heard the front door close. She called
to her daughters upstairs, but they told
her to go back to bed and that nothing
was the matter. Going back to the sleep-
ing room, Mrs. Hossack heard her hus-
band choking and breathing heavily. Then,
according to her story, she went again to
the sitting room and to the stairs and
called to the girls that their father was
hurt. William, one of the boys, came
down, followed by the girls, and going
into the bedroom they found the murdered
man lying in the bed. He was able to
talk and when William attempted to ad-
just his pillow the old man replied he had
not been hurt but was sick.

Hossack lived but a short time afterbeing found by the family. According 10
Mrs. Hossack he was struck while she
was in bed with him and while both were
asleep. The ax, covered with blood and
gray hairs, was found under the granary
the morning of the murder. An under
garment belonging to Mrs. Hossack was
found with blood spots upon it. In the
course of the trial the testimony showed
the husband and wife had not lived hap-
pily, that they had often quarreled, that
a year before they had nearly separated,
that they had been married under peculiar
circumstances, having been wedded in the
fall of 1868, while their first child was
born in August of that year, and that
prior to the murder Mrs. Hossack had
said it would be a blessing if her husband
was removed.

The prosecution, by the aid of expert
testimony, endeavored to show that Hos-
sock, wounded as he was, could not nave
spoken for fully half an hour after the
blow was struck. From this it was argued,
Mrs. Hossack struck the fatal blow, and
did not alarm the family for many min-
utes, waiting until she had carried the
ax to the granary and until the fear that
her husband by his talk would arouse the
family before she herself gave the alarm.
But one of the state's own experts testi-
fied that if Hossack spoke at all it was
in a few minutes, thus tending to con-
firm Mrs. Hossack's story and making an
important point for the defense.

According to the testimony, the family
dog had been drugged, and this conflicted
with Mrs. Hossack's story that she heard
the animal barking in the night. Strong
evidence against the accused was intro-
duced late in the trial by County Attorney
Clammer. Mrs. Hossack had testified she
was in bed, asleep and covered up, when
the blow was struck. Calling attention
to the fact there were no blood stains
on the outer covers, the county attorney
showed the stains on the sheet beneath,
and asked how those came there if Mrs.
Hossack was in bed and covered up when
the blow was struck. This was one of the
strongest points presented against the ac-
cused in the entire trial and its effect
on the jury was perceptible.

The ablest attorneys in the county have
been engaged in the trial. Ex-State Sen-
ator William Berry and John M. Hender-
son for the defense have been assisted
by W. F. Powell. H. McXeal. one of the
most eloquent attorneys in that part of
the state, has assisted County Attorney
Clammer in the prosecution. Through all
the long trial Mrs. Hossack has shown
remarkable fortitude. When others were
nervous and excited she was cold., severe
and composed. But few times in the long
ordeal of more than a week has she shown
any emotion. Public feeling has run
strong against her, but in her favor has
been her age and the fact that other
members of the family did not live peace-
fully with Mr. Hossack. One of the sons
had trouble with the father for years and

\u25a0there was at one time a violent family
quarrel when he was ordered from home.
This son was at home when the murder
was committed.
