and Hessian Fly Talk Brought
Qut Support.

GOVT. REPORT IS DISCOUNTED

Clearances Heavy—Primary Receipts
Even With Last Year—News
of the Day.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, April
11.—Wheat was off a trifle at the start this
morning, but turned strong in the first trades
and worked up from 895c for May to 70%ec.
There was short covering and mixed with it
were a fair scattering of straight orders to
buy wheat. The general contrariness of the
market following a government report was
again {llustrated. Liverpool was off in re-
sponse thereto, and the report in its estimate
of 91.7 for general conditions was more bear-
ish than any year since 1891. Against this
the market gained over a cent. Support came
from a considerable element who see 70c as
the point around which the market will hold
fcr a time. The late decline was ainply re-
sponsive to the run of bearish news (o date.
If the remurkably favorable reports con-
tinue, wheat must sink even lower, but
some are inclined to take hold now, believing
the best that has been learned has been fally
discounted, and in view of one or two other
things that are working into prominance,
such as the improving cash situation and the
possibility of crop damage. While general
conditions are nearly perfect, the presence of
the hessian fly is reported from a large num-
ber of states. Texas especally has the fly
over a wide area, and if the advices sent
out are not exaggerated there is possibility of
serious development., Duluth had an excel-
lent expd:. demand, and there was export
inquiry in Chicago and in tbe southwestern
markets. Yesterday's cash sales in Chicago
‘were 265,000 bu.

The Price Current says the favorable con-
ditions in winter wheat are maintained. The
government report of conditions, applied to
the estimated area, figures out a production
of 440,000,000 bu, assuming that present condi-
tions can be maintained to harvest time. At
this time last year the same calculations in-
dicated a crop of 395,000,000 bu: on May 1
estimates were revised to 370,000,000 bu, sink-
ing finally to around 330,000,000 bu at harvest
time. Excessive raius in the west have re-
tarded field work and interfered somewhat
‘with the marketing of grain. Storms are re-
ported working up from the southwest. Rains
fell over Kansas, Nebraska, Iowa and South
Dakota. Light showers are reported n west-
ern Minnesota and North Dakota. Primary
receipts were 416,000 bu, against 407,000 bu last
year. Clearances wheat and flour were heavy,
showing 791,000 bu. Minneapolis received 195
cars anod Duluth 15, against 162 and 120 last
year.

ACTIVE AND STRONG

Higher Prices at the Opening of the
Stock Market.

LARGE BLOCKS CHANGE HANDS

Trading During the First Hour Is
“Spotty”—Speculation Is
Feverish.

New York, April 11.—The market opened
active and strong, with the United States
Steel stocks, the southern railroads and
Amalgamated ~Copper showing notable
strength. United States Steel preferred was
run up 13§ on heavy dealings, and Amalga-
mated Copper advanced 1% on running sales
at the opening of 12,000 shares. There were
large blocks taken of Wabash preferred,
Texas & Pacific and Kansas & Texas pre-
ferred, at an advance of about a point each.
Northern Pacific opened up 3% on, the pur-
chase of 1,500 shares, and Burlington up 2
on the purchase of 4,000 shares, but both
stocks ran off about a fraction on secondary
sales. Counsolidated Gas rose 2%, and there
were gains approaching a point in ‘other
stocks.

Trading during the first hour presented the
same ‘“‘spotty’’ appearance as yesterday. The
declines and advances were not uniform, and
wide fluctnations were frequent among the
more active stocks. In some cases the open-
ing advances were wiped out, and important
stocks, such as Northern Pacific, Burlington,
Atchison, Lackawanna, Tennesseee Coal, New
York Central and the Smelting stocks werd
from a fraction to 2 points below yesterday's
close. Coincident with these points of de-
pression, material progress was being made
upward by Sugar, Tobacco, Consolidated Gas,
Anaconda Mining, Amalgamated Copper and
Union Pacific, Amalgamated Copper rising
an extreme 33, and Consolidated Gas 32.
Northwest had sold off %, to 199, but when
it was rushed up to 212 it pulled Burlington
above 192 and carried St. Paul and Rock
Island 15@3% above last night. The specu-
lation was very feverish at 11 o'clock and top
figures were not well held, reactions running
from 1 to 4 points in some of the active
stocks. Northwest fluctuated as widely as
5 points between sales, and the preferred
made equally wide advances, rising 11 points
over last night.

Sales to realize were interrupted by occa-
sional feeble rallies, and prices fell sharply.
Recessions from the earlier best prices were
2rom 2 to 5 points in the stocks which made
the largest gains. Heavy selling of the
Grangers and United States Steel stocks ex-
arted an influence on all other stocks and
prices of many sold under yesterday’s close.

The Daily Trade Bulletin figfires the
world’s available supply of wheat and flour at
197,013,000 bu, a decrease in March of 7,340,000
bu, against an increase last vear of 1,032,000
bu. Stocks in Europe increased 1,032,000 bu,
and in America they decreased 8,372,000 bu.
