Hills Escape.

ODO REDER'S DEFENSE DISCLOSED

Hi* Case Continued I ntil the Aber-
deen Term—Trial of Red

Ear« Commenced.

Sioux Falls, S. D., April 11.—For sev-

eral years the United States authorities of
South Dakota have been endeavoring to
discourage the illegal cutting of timber In
the Black Hills portion of the state, but
as yet there does not appear to be any de-
crease in the number of offenders. Many
persons have been prosecuted, but the
most of them have succeeded in escaping.
Recently ths United States attorney's of-
fice was instructed by the department at
Washington to institute proceedings
against Odo Reder, a prominent resident
of the Black Hills, for the illegal cutting
of timber. He was indicted by the federal

\u25a0grand jury. The suit is attracting great
attention among the people of the western
portion of the state.

The neture of Reder's defense has been
a matter of speculation, but the testimony
offered in the United States court here in
support of a motion made by Reder's at-
torney for a continuance of the trial, has
disclosed it.

The motion was supported by an affi-
davit of Mr. Reder in which he stated that
his principal witness, whom he supposed
resided in Deadwood. had removed from
that city to the Ragged Top mining dis-
trict, and that without sufficient time he
was unable to locate him. The affidavit
outlined the facts to which the principal
witness would testify, and which will fur-
nish the basis for Reder's defense. It was
stated that the witness would testify that
he himself cut the timber in dispute from
unoccupied mineral lands of the United
States not embraced within the Black
Hills forest reserve, for use in the state
of South Dakota as permitted by law, and
that he had sold the timber to Reder.

In the second case against him Reder
swore that he had made proper application
to H. G. Hamaker, supervisor of the Black
Hills forest reserve, for permission to
cut the timber. The application had been
forwarded by Mr. Hamaker to the proper
department at Washington, and pending
the return of the papers Mr. Hamaker had
informed him in substance that the appli-
cation would doubtless be favorably acted
upon, he might in the meantime go ahead.
The timber in this case was cut for the
American Mining company, which owns
mining ground in the Ragged Top district.
Mr. Hamaker is alleged to have given him
permission to cut the timber because of
the pending application and the further
fact that the mining company had no tim-
ber on land belonging to it.

Reder declared in his affidavit that a
copy of the correspondence between Ham-

aker and the department at Washington

was necessary to his defense, and that
more time would be required to obtain it.
United States Attorney Elliott opposed ten

motion for a new trial, stating that the

nesses. The defense wanted the cases
continued until the Deadwood term of the
federal court next September. Judge Car-
land granted the motion for a continuance
to the Aberdeen term, which commences
the first Tuesday in May next.

Frank M. Hurlbert. Thomas Rogers and
George Turner, of Hill City, who were
indicted on the charge of cutting timber,
were arraigned before Judge Carland and
pleaded not guilty.

The trial of Red Ears, a Sioux Indian,
for the murder of an Indian baby, of which
he was alleged to be the father, is now in
progress. This is the most important case
of the present term of the federal court.
