In-
deed, an easy and deliberate habit of speak-
ing, free from stammering or stuttering, has
succeeded his former impediment, whicn was
so serious as to almost prevent any extended
communication by him to others.

Your art, as you, have explained it to me,
is the very simplicity of nature. My own
painful individual experience enabled me to
quickly understand its application and effegt.

In commending you and your successful
treatment to the stammering and the stutter-
ing, I but do you justice, and I should be
glad if, in so doing, I may in some way aid
the afflicted to a source of relief.
