35,000 BARRELS ARE SENT EAST

Pacific Coast Salted Salmon Is Driv-
ing Mackerel Out of Amer-
ican Markets,

Bpecial to The Journal.

Tacoma, Wash., April 15—Statistics com-
piled by the transcontinental railroads re-
veal a marvelous growth in the shipments
east of fresh and'salted salmon. A freight
egent of one of the big lines says his com-
pany is preparing to handle 30,000 barrels
of salted salmon this year for Minneapolis,
Chicago and points on the Atlantic sea-
board. t is estimated that the shipments
this year will not fall below 50,000 barrels.
Four years ago the total shipments of
salted salmon to the east aggregated less
than 1,000 barrels. The enormous growth

‘of the trade is not realized by the general

public. A company started last fall sent
its first consignment of 5,000 barrels two
weeks after it was established. Last
Year’s shipments of salted salmon by all
lines aggregated about 35,000 barrels, it is
stated by railway authorities. On the
basis of the growth in carload consign-
ments during the past four years it is es-
timated that this year the three trans-
continental lines will show an increase
©of nearly 50 per cent. It is said by local
rallway traffic men that Puget Sound salt-
ed salmon is driving the salt mackerel
out of the markets of sthe central west,
'while the frozem or cold storage fresh sal-
#goon is highly rated in the first-class ho-
tels and restaurants of the cities of the
Atlantic coast.

Schooner Lizzie Colby, Captain Jacobs,
s taking on supplies down sound prepara-
tory to her annual cruise in Bering sea
for codfish. This will be the Colby’s
twelfth consecutive voyage into those wa-
ters for cod. She made her first cruise
in 1889, Last summer she caught 130,000
codfish, aggregating 230 tons in weight.

CARTER HARRISON'S

“Wide Open,” He
People

City Council Be

Says, Unless the

Want It.

New York, April 15.—Carter H. Harrison,
mayor of Chicago, is in this city. He says
he came for 1est and recreation. He
sald:

*I believe that the proper persons to insti-
tute any kind of reform are the people's of-
ficials,
what is called an ‘“‘open town’ unless the
public wants it. I do not believe that it is
possible to reform a community by passing
laws. The community cannot rise above its
own level, and its level is reflected in the
way in which it enforces its laws. :

There is no truth in the report that Chi-
cago, is a ‘“‘wide open’ town. It is a closely
‘“shut down'' town in every sense of the
word,

I think it is very poor policy for a mayer
to advocate the enforcement of blue laws or
the ringing of the curfew bell when the peo-
ple are not in favor of them. You cannot
reform any community by law. It must be
done by education.

NEUTRAL CANAL

The Reported Provision in the New
Treaty With England.

New York, Aprii 15.—A special to the
Herald from Washington says that a spe-
cific proposition for the neutrality of tt}e
proposed isthmian canal will be made in
the new treaty to be signed by Secretary
Hay and Lord Pauncefote, the British
ambassador. This decision has been ar-
rived at by President McKinley and Sec-
retary Hay.

The most important reason for the in-
clusion of the provision declaring the
canal neutral is the attitude of the Nica-
ragua and Costa Rica. It is understood
that these two governments have indi-
cated plainly to this government their un-
willingness to cede the right of way across
their territory unless the principle of
neutrality is absolutely conceded, and in
their determination they have the support
of other Central and South American
states.

MILACA’S MILL GONE

Splendidly Equipped Plant Is Re-
