Class 2.—Open to growers of beets in cer-
tain states and for certain beet sugar fac-
tories.

Object: For the crop of sugar beets grown
on one acre that contains the greatest quan-
tity of sugar, and that is grown in the states
named, and sold to certain factories therein,
irrespective of the character of the report
submitted.

The manual contains full information
as to the prizes, a blank form of entry for
contestants, rules governing the contest
and blanks for crop records.

CHANGES jNJ'U" RULES
The Faculty Decides Upon Several—

The Grading System.

The faculty of the university met Saturday
to discuss further the changes necessitated
by the adoption of the semester system. It
was recommended that the year begin a week
later in the fall and close a week earlier
in the spring, the first semester to continue
until four weeks after the Christmas vaca-
tion and the second semester to open Feb.
6. A recommendation was made that the in-
cidental fees be divided equally between the
two terms and that requirements for entrance
to the civic and scientific courses remain the
same. The faculty will do away with, "in-
completes." Students unable to carry suc-
cessfully regular work as freshmen and so-
phomores will not be allowed to do extra
work in the junior and senior years. Stu-
dents wishing to take extra work must give
two weeks notice. In order to give con-
ditioDed students opportunity to make up
their work before entering under the new
system next fall examinations in freshmen

I and sophomore subjects will be held May 113
and May 20.

The question of changing the whole system
of marking was left for a meeting to be held
next Saturday. The present system of grad-
ing is considered unfair. A great many stu-
dents who work for marks during the four
years' course are kept out of the honorary
fraternities by a fraction of a per cent.

STATE FAIR AFFAIRS
President Cooper Back, Ready to

Push Matters for 1901.

HOW TO SPEND THAT $37,000

The Subject Will Be DUcusVed at
the Hauatcen' -Meeting:

-. To-morrow._
President John Cooper of the State Agri-

cultural society returned „,from California
Saturday and with his accustomed enthu-
siasm entered at once upon the campaign
for the state fair of 1901. Saturday and
to-day he was in conference with Secre-
tary Randall and to-morrow will meet the
full board of managers in a general meet-
ing at the fair grounds, Mr. Cooper has I
spent most of the winter at his California
fruit ranch \u25a0 and comes home much im-
proved in health. -The most important question to be con-
sidered at to-morrow's meeting will be the
disposition of the $37,000 appropriated by
the state legislature. Nearly $100,000 was
asked for but the fair people are making
the best of the situation. Mr. Randall hit
it off pretty well when he said:

The situation reminds me of a remark made
by a farmer out iv the western part of the
state when he threshed out his wheat cr«p
last fall. He looked over the small pile
of graiu and then remarked rather dole-
fully, "Its not as good as 1 expected—but I
didn't expect it would be."

*12,000 for FMre Protection.
Out of the whole appropriation, $12,000

is available for improved fire protection.
Of this amount. $7,500 will be needed to
connect the St. Paul mains at Hamline
with the fair grounds. Ultimately this
expenditure will be made good by the city
of St. Paul. The remaining $4,500 will be
used in laying a system of mains through
the grounds with flre plugs, sprinkling hy-
drants and drinking fountains at suitableplaces. In view of the fact that thegrounds were twice menaced by flre withina few weeks of last year's fair, this pro-
tection is of the utmost imoprtance.

Brick or Frame f
But the most conspicuous improvement

will be the new agricultural building. It
was hoped to construct a fire-proof build-
ing, $37,000 being asked for the purpose
With only $25,000 available the board is
confronted with the necessity of using
wood or erecting only part of the proposed
building. Architect Charles R. Aldrich has
prepared alternative plans—for a brick
building and for a frame one—and the
board will to-morrow make up its mind on
the matter. It has been practically de-
cided to place the new building on the high
ground between the present manufactur-
ers' or exposition building and the main
front of the grounds. As it will be a
handsome structure under any circum-stances, this location will make a decidedimprovement in the appearance of the
grounds. A few new cattle barns and
track barns will be erected and consider-
able work will be done towards improving
the appearance of the grounds.

School Closing- Problem.
The board will also, probably,, consider

to-morrow the proposed closing of the
I Minneapolis schools during fair week.
I This has become a settled custom in St.Paul and is advocated for Minneapolis by
some members of the board of education.
As it is, the schools are closed on Labor
day—Monday of fair week—and it wouldhardly be the thing to open them on Tues-day, as that has been set aside this year
as Minneapolis day. This leaves but three
days of the week for the school work, and
the teachers will generally accede to theproposition that very little can be done
in the way of organizing for the schoolyear in that time.

A CHANCE IN SHANGHAI
For an Interior Wood Work Estab-

lishment—A Consul's Report.
According to advance sheets of the con-

sular reports there are all sorts of oppor-
tunities opening in foreign lands. Henry
B. Miller, consul at Shanghai, during the
absence of Consul General Goodaow, says
there is a chance for a sash and door fac-
tory at that place. He says:

A number of very large modern buildings
are always in course of construction in thiscity, and I have been advised by architectsthat they are constantly in difficulties about
interior finishings. There ;is not a planer,
molding machine, or sawmill In China, so
far as I have been able to learn. Logs' are
sawed into lumber by the whipsaw process.
Moldings are ade by hand and all lumber
is dressed in the same way. There is not a
lumber dry kiln in China, the most difficultproblem in the construction of buildings is
to get well seasoned material for interior
finish. A proper wocd-worklng establishmentat Shanghai would command the trade of the
entire Yangtze valley and probably of points
along the coast to the north, such as TsirtaujWei Hal Wei, Tientsin and Port Arthur.

By one o'clock Saturday, or twenty-five
hours after the adjournment of the legisla-
ture, Governor Van Sant had signed and de-

jposited with the secretary of state every bill
I that received his approval.- This is a record
| never before made according to Captain
Whitney, state printer, and to do it the gov-
ernor and his entire office staff worked nearly
all Friday night. Every bill was compared

Iwith the engrossed copy before receiving the
governor's signature.

Incidentally, the governor raised his rec-
ord of vetoes from one to three. Two meas-
ures were held up, and will not become
laws. One was H. F. 711, by Scherf of Good-
hue, to permit the practice of dentistry in
the state without properly accredited certifi-
cates, and was opposed by the board of dental
examiners on the ground that it would per-
mit Minnesota territory to be invaded by
unlicensed foreign practitioners.

The other bill was S. F. 129, by McKusick,
to permit foreign corporations to own
more than 500 acres of land. The governor
vetoed this on the ground that a corporation
having such an interest in the state should
incorporate here.

The law supplements will be published this
week by every legal newspaper in the state,
and will be in the hands of the public for
inspection.

CHICAGOXiUOTATIONS
They Were Resumed To-day in Some

Markets, bat Not Here.
Continuous quotations were sent out from

the Chicago Board of Trade this morning for
the first time since July last. As -was an-
nounced by President Warren some weeks
ago, the difficulties between the board and
the telegraph companies have been adjusted.
No quotations were received here. Minne-
apolis is one of the markets that has made
no application for the service and has treated
the matter of renewing ihe service with more
or less indifference. The markets that re-
newed the contracts and are now In continu-
ous touch with Chicago are San Francisco,
Boston, Detroit. Philadelphia and the con-
solidated exchange in New York. The four
leading exchanges that are without the ser-
vice are those of Minneapolis, Duluth, St.
Louis and the New York Produce Exchange.
So far as the local situation is concerned
there has been no renewal of contract for the
reason that there appears no demand for it.
The directors of the Minneapolis chamberare ready to renpw it or not as the sentimentmay demand, but to date there has been much
indifference shown.

General, This District.

CORSER GETS THE WINTER FEES

It Is Not Probable That Changei

Will Be Made In the

Force.

Another Van Sant appointee began work
for the state of Minnesota to-day. E. S.
Cor3er stepped down and out of the office
of surveyor general of the second district
this morning, and A. B. Robbins stepped
up and in.

Mr. Robbins filed his bond and took the
oath last January, when his appointment
was announced. He expected to enter
upon the office at once, but met with an
obstacle in the shape of Mr. Corser, who
insisted that his term did not expire un-
til the third Monday in April. As au-
thorities differ on that point, Mr. Robbins
decided to wait the pleasure of his pre-
decessor instead of invoking the slow ma-
chinery of the law.

This morning his patieace was reward-
ed, and he took possession of the office
unchallenged. General Corser was not on
hand, either to contest his entry or to
welcome it, and Deputy Sinclair kindly un-
dertook to acquaint his new chief -with his
duties. It did not take long, for Mr.
Robbins was« back on 'change before 10
o'clock. He has not decided yet on any
changes in the office force. The outside
force is seldom disturbed by changes in
political regime, and Deputy Sinclair and
his assistants have been in continuous and
faithful service for several years.

Corser Gets the Fees.

General Corser will reap all the fees of
the winter work, which is not yet quite
finished. Of the eighty sealers who were
in the woods all winter, some ten or
twelve are still there finishing up their
work. They will complete their labors
some time this week and all the fees they
earn will go to the retiring surveyor gen-
eral.

Summer work will begin this week full
blast. Between 200,000,000 and 300,000,000
feet of logs are now in the river between
Little Falls and Minneapolis, an unusually
large supply, and the Shevlin-Carpenter
and Ackeley mills will start in with double
crew 3right away. All the mills are now
working day crews with one exception.
The state sealers are at work, earning
their stipend of five cents per thousand
for all logs that go through" the booms.
There is more money in summer scaling
than in the winter, for although the fee
is the same, scaling is not compulsory at
the camps, and only about three-fourth of
the logs are handled by the state sealers.
Scaling at the mills is compulsory, how-
ever, as the courts have decided.

The demand for
all goods has an even tenor in this state that
Is not shown In other sections of the north-
west. Mr. Hardwick notes that the demand
for real estate is becoming stronger. Author-
ities on matters financial through the state
are of the opinion that money is being drawn
from stocks for investment In something
more solid. Many of the commercial travel-
ers are Investing in farm lands, and some of
them are making their new lands pay divi-
dends. Another avenue of investment among
the traveling men is stock. Several Minne-
apolis knights of the road recently invested
In a big ranch property in South Dakota.

DID HE MURDER HIS CHUM?
OSCAR MAJi.\ MUST SOW Kil'l.AlN

I.ouis Mattson Pound Dying; Front
a Bullet Woond on WUeou-

Mm Central Tracks.

Special to The Journal.
Ashland, Wis., April 15.—A case which

has all the phases of a murder was
brought to the attention of the Ashland
police yesterday, when an autopsy was
held over the remains of Louis Mattson,
who died in a local hospital from the ef-
fects of a bullet wound commencing at the
base of the neck and continuing downward
into the liver.

In the early part of the week Mattson,
in company with Oscar Mann, was sitting
on the Wisconsin Central tracks near
Rhinelander waiting for the arrival of a
freight train. Shortly before the arrival
of the train, he was shot in the back of
the neck and immediately became un-
conscious. When the train came along
he was put aboard by Mann and taken to
Rhinelander, where he received medical
treatment. Later in the day he was sent
to the Rinehart hospital at Ashland.

Mann has been arrested and will be
asked to give a strict account of himself
while with Mattson. He says he and
Mattson left Ohio about a week ago to
come to northern Wisconsin and take up
a mineral claim. While resting along the
line of the Central, Mattson suddenly fell
over with a groan. Blood spurted from
an opening in the neck, which he partly
stanched with his handkerchief. He then
took the wounded man to Rhinelander and
put him under the care of a physician.

Evidence submitted by several witness-
es showed that Mann, who was penniless
when at Rhinelander, deposited $200 in
the First National bank of this city only
a few days ago. After the holding of the
inquest, Mann was sent to jail to await
a hearing.

Philadelphia, April 15.—The famous "hat
trimmings" cases, involving about $20,000,000,
and which since 1884 have been the subject of
bitter legal battles between the government
and a number of importers, have been settled.
It is stated that a compromise has been ef-
fected, through which the merchants inter-
ested will receive about ?4,000,000 from the
United States treasury in full settlement of
the much larger amount they claim to have
been forced to pay in excess of legal duties.
