noi yet made formal application, for thereply to the letter of its secretary con-

: iainej neither the blanks nor the infor-
I matiou requested. On the contrary, It in-
formed the club that the membership com-

l mittee of the state federation did not
feel authorized to act tij.on an application
from a colored club and that, if made, the
committee would refer to the executive
committee, which would not meet again
until October.

The matter rests at this point for the
present. The Adelphai had a meeting last
week at the residence of Mrs. li. Richard-
son and the entire time was devoted to a
discussion of the color question and theproper relations of the white and colored
clubs.

next week at a meeting of the Adelphai
to be held Tuesday at. the residence of
