SITUATION IS BECOMING WORSE

Tolstoi* Address to the Czar la an
Appeal and Also a

\\ arniou,

Mow York Sun Saoctat Service
Vienna, April 17. —The newspapers here

are receiving reports that the situation in
Russia is becoming worse. Wholesale
arrests continue throughout the empire.
Fifteen hundred persons were arr«sted
in Odessa, Sunday. Revolutionary proc- '
lamations continue to be distributed in
St. Petersburg, Moscow, Odessa, Kieff
and elsewhere.

The most remarkable of recent devel-
opments is a proposal to send to the czar
an address begging him to grant a con-
stitution. Fifteen thousand signatures
have already been appended, including
those of many land owners, merchants
and literary men. The address is caus-
ing much excitement. It is generally re-
garded as a most daring step.

The full text of Count Tolstoi's address
to the czar on March 28 has been re- !
ceived. He submits a long program of j
reforms. The wholt- document is full of
the plainest speaking. The following is
a sample:

Again murders, again street slaughters,
again will there be executions, again the
terror of false accusations, threats and spite
on one hand, and again hatred, the desire
for vengeance and readiness for self-sacrifice
on the other. Again all Russian men uro
divide'! into two conflicting camps, and are
committing, or preparing to commit, the
greatest crimes.

It is very possible that this time the dis-
turbances will be repressed, though it may
also happen that the soldiers and police, upon
whom the government rests so much hope.
will perceive that what they are forced to
to is the great crime of fratricide, and refuse
to obey; but even if the disturbances are
quelled at present, they cannot be stifled.
They will continue to spread in a concealed
form, and sooner or later will break out in
increased violence and produce yet greater
uffering and crime.

Where the Blame Lies.

Count Tolstoi appeals not only to the
czar, but to his advisers, uncles, broth-
ers, ministers of state and councillors.
He says:

The blame does not he with evil, turbu-
lent men, but in you rulers, who do not
wish to see anything at the present moment
except your own comfort. The problem lies
rot in your defending yourselves against
enemies who wish you, harm. No one wishes

A BRITISH FIRM'S ENTERPRISE

It U V*M<-ri*Ml That the Hailroad
Will Hitmil. Freight Cheaper

Than the Canal.

New York, April 17.—A dispatch to the
Journal from London says:

The great British rival to the Isthmian
canal is a railway across Mexico's nar-
rowest point.

This will be mainly an outlet of the
Tehuantepee line, built by the Mexican
government to connect the Gulf of Mexico
with the Pacific, which has no terminal
facilities. Pearson Co. of London purpose
turning the railway into an international
freight thoroughfare, the Mexican govern-
ment leasing the road to the British firm
for two years. The road will be ready in
four years.

Four thousand men are at work under
the supervision of Sir Wetman Pearson.
Harbors are being constructed at both
ends, forming an anchorage to the largest
vessels.

Sir Wetman Pearson said:
We hope for 2,000,000 tons annually on our

road. If the Nicaraguan canal carries that
rmount, it will have to charge 40 shillings a
ton to make 4 per cent, against our 10 shil-
lings.

We
on handle a ships cargo in one day, against
three spent in the canal. We have the best
cf the distance and a start of fullyfive years.

Though the road is 190 miles long, It has
900 bridges of iron and stone, which, with the
steel rails, are coming from America.

Ex-Congressman From Minnesota!

Kills Himself in Seattle.

WAS DESPONDENT AND SICK

Fires a Bullet Into Hi* Braiii and i

In Found Dead by a

Friend.

Seattle, Wash., April 17.—1n a fit of de-
SDondeDcy, aggravated toy the effects of a»
attack of la grippe, Melvin R. Baldwin,

an ex-congressman from Minnesota and
once Chippewa Indian commissioner in

that state under President Cleveland, last
evening took bis life.

The ex-congressman's body was found
lying on his bed in his apartments at 201S
Fourth avenue with a bullet hole through

his brain, at 7:30 o'clock last night, and]

from the condition of the body it is esti-
mated death had occurred fullytwo hours
before. Tightly gripped in his hand was
a 88-caliber revolver.

D. McKinley, a friend of Mr. Baldwin
and a former associate, discovered the
body when he went to visit the ex-
congressman at his apartments. Enter-
ing the room, McKinley spoke to his
friend, the outline of whose body could be
seen in the darkness of the chamber,
and receiving no reply summoned assist-
ance only to find that Baldwin had sent
a bullet crashing through his brain and
lay in a pool of blood which had ac-
cumulated upon the bedclothing and
which was yet flowing freely from the
wound in his right temple.

Melvin R. Baldwin, who was 62 years
of age, came to this city about three
years ago from Duluth, Minn., after having
relinquished his position as Chippewa
Indian commissioner, to which he
was appointed by President Cleve-
land after the expiration of his term

in congress. He was elected to the lower
house from the Duluth district, as a demo-
crat, in 1892, and served one term. He
secured the position of commissioner
a few months later, and was one
of the few Cleveland appointees

who refused to resign, necessitating his
removal by President McKinley. Mr.
Baldwin leaves a widow and two sons,
all of whom reside in Duluth.

Before going to Duluth Mr. Baldwin was
a resident of Columbia, S. D., a town
which he helped to found and which en-
joyed a wonderful degree of prosperity
for several years. He was generally
known in Central Dakota sections and re-
tained interests. there for many years. He
has several relatives living at Aberdeen,
S. D.
