Antibes, April 22.— Roman Catholicism
is not menaced in France.

mier, in an interview. He continued:

The associations bill gave me a great deal
of trouble, but people were absolutely wrong
to oppose it. In this bill there is nothing ag-
gressive. It is, on the contrary, a law of
conciliation. In a short time everybody will
recognize the fact.

The excessive development of the religious
orders was a peril for the state and a still
greater peril, perhaps, for the orders and for
religious peace. The state has resumed its
necessary supremacy, and the security of re-
ligion will only be a gainer by the fact. The
bill will certainly be approved by the senate.

The bill for workingmen’s pensions, which
the chamber will discuss soon, is the most
interesting Dbill that my ministry has pre-
sented. It will be discussed with as much
heat as the associations bill, but I do not
doubt the chamber and the senate will ap-
prove it.

"The fetes in Toulon, I am convinced, have
been in kepeing with the secret thoughts and
sentiments of the two nations. There is
every reason for concord between them.

REGULAR DEATH TRAP

Another Casualty in the Big Cascade
Tunnel.

Tacoma, Wash., April 22.—Another
death from suffocation has taken place in
the Cascade tunnel of the Great Northern.

A gang of laborers had entered the
tunnel from Wellington, at the western
end, to perform track work. They had
reached the center of the tunnel when a
freight train, drawn by two locomotives,
passed through the tunnel, eastbound. An
hour later a trackwalker discovered the
crew lying along the track. Some of them
were unconscious and others were partly
dazed.

The body of J. A. McDonald was found
lying near a pool west of the center of
the tunnel. He had ev idently been over-
come by gas and smoke and had either
thrown himself or fallen into the ditch
that rums along -the side of the tratk.

COAL DUTY PROTEST

Meetings Are lleld In the Mine Cen-
ters of Great Britain.

London, April 22.—The outery against
the export duty on coal is spreading. Re-

ports of impending meetings of mine own-

FLOODS ON THE YUKON

Unprecedented Snowfall Is Bound to
Cause Trouble.

Vancouver, B. C., April 22.—0Old-timers
in the Yukon are anticipating a flood be-
cause of the unprecedented snowfall along
the Yukon. A heavy fall of snow, aggre-
gating four feet, had been recorded a
week ago.

It is said there is now fifteen feet of
snow on the summit and the White Horse
and Yukon railway company is preparing
for possible trouble when the snow melts.

Alexander Bruce, a Yukon cattle man,
says that Dawson is overstocked with sup-
plies. There is a stock stored at La Barge
awaiting transportation to Dawson, which
'will maintain the people in Dawson all
summer, and prices have dropped to a
point which barely covers transportation
expenses.

SUGAR TAX PLEASES

British Refiners Hope It Will Re-
Their Industry.

New York, April 22.—The chancellor of
the exchequer's new duty on sugar has
been welcomed by nearly every English-
man, says the London correspondent of the
Tribune. Not many years ago refining
raw sugar was one of the great staple
trades in this country, but it has fallen
off to a great extent in the last two
decades. British refiners are ardently
hoping that the new duty will stimulate
their industry, but bounty sugar has tak-
en the place of unrefined sugar to such an
extent in British imports, that the new
duty may only reduce the consumption
without lemding to a revival in the home
industry.

SHUT THE BACK DOOR

Immigration 'l‘hrough Canada and
Mexico to Be Stopped.

New York, April 22.—A special to the
Herald from Washington says that As-
sistant Secretary of the Treasury Taylor
will appoint an immigration inspector to
investigate the frawdulent admission of
immigrants into the  United ; States
through Canada and Mexico. A report
to the treasury department shows that
2,000 Chinamen were taken to Mexico
and employed on the Mexican Central
railroad. Fifteen hundred of these men
crossed the border, and  all except 300,
who ' were arrested and deported, are
now under the American flag.

CZAR IS TRYING REFORM

HE IS NOT HARSH WITH STUDENTS

His Military Regulations Were In-
tended as an Evidence of
His Good Will.

Correspondence of the Associated Press.
St.  Petrsburg, April 8.— The ap-
pointment of ex-Ministery of War
Peter Semenovitch Vannoffskyas minister
of education is the best proof that the czar
did not share the apparent belief of the
political police that university Students
are invariably revolutionists in disg‘uise,
and that the way to reform higher educa-
tion is to abolish higher educational in-
stitutions or turn them into military bar-
racks. . He is in his seventy-ninth year.
That he was called upon to put on harness
again is the best proof of the great scar-
city of able men in Russian public life.
it has ben provisionally decided not to
enforce for the present the temporary
regulations ordering the enrollment of
turbulent students into the army. The
whole agitation of the present school year
centered around these regulations.
These regulations were intended by the
czar as a proof of his good will. At the
time of the last great troubles he was
confronted with the prospect of many

brilliant young men of excellent families

being cast into prison as felons for youth-
ful follies. But the guilty must be weed-
ed ouf;
decided to place the leaders in the dis-
turbances in the army. There they would
learn discipline, The czar insisted that
such = enforced military service should
have mo unfavorable effect upon the future
prospect of the disciplined young men.

But the minister of eduecation, a proud,
unreasonable man, represented it as a
penal measure. The students were given
to understand that they would be sent to
distant regiments in Siberia or Turkestan.
It may seem harsh to say so, but few Rus-
sians, even in public life, regret his death,
and hundreds express gratification over his
murder ‘to one who condemas it.
