Can't Drink Without a Badge

Little Rock, Ark., April 23.—The state senate of Arkansas, by a vote of 14 to 1,

has passed a bill making it unlawful for any person to drink any intoxicating liquor

as a beverage unless he has obtained a license as a dram drinker. The license fee

is fixed at $5 per, annum and the penalty is $15 fine or imprisonment for thirty days.

One of the strongest arguments advanced in favor of the measure is that it would
compel almost every man in Arkansas to contribute to the public revenue.

While providing for a regulation tin tag of the size of an ordinary butter dish to
be furnished at public cost, the bill permits licensed dram drinkers to wear, as sub-
stitutes, badges designed to meet the situation, means and tastes of the wearers, on
conditions, however, that every badge bears the letters "L. D. D." (licensed dram
drinker.)

HALF A COUNTY EXPOSED
SMALLPOX INA NEW PLACE IN S. D.

Several Cases In Aurora County—

Heroic Measures Adopted In

i Roberts County, S. D.

Plankington, S. D., April 23.—There is

no longer any doubt as to the existence
of smallpox in this (Aurora) county. The
families of O. D. Anderson and John Stolt
have the disease and nearly the entire
population of the south half of the county
has been exposed to it, and, as might be
expected, the excitement Is running high.

The board of health is taking all the
precautionary efforts pSssible to check
the progress of this loathsome disease.

SWEEPING REGULATIONS

Government and State Act Upon
Conditions Around Slsseton.

Special to The Journal.
Wilmot, S. D., April 23.—Dr. H. E. Mc-

Nutt of Aberdeen, member of the state
board of health, returned here from a per-
sonal inspection of the smallpox cases at
Sisseton. He found that in the attempt
at quarantine heretofore made by the
local board the orders had been frus-trated, guards had been overpowered by
mob force, and the health board intimi-
dated by threats of prosecution and vio-
lence for pronouncing It smallpox. Xo at-tempt whatever had been made at fumi-gation of houses or clothing of persons
infected; in fact, things were in theworth possible shape. A vigorous clean-Ing up of Infected premises, residencesand other places in general was deter-mined upon, and the people were assuredthat until the disease ceased to be epi-
demic and all supposed infected premises
were properly cleaned up a rigid quar-
antine would be maintained and railroads
and other conveyances would not be al-
lowed to take passengers into the dis-trict.

No mail or merchandise is allowed- tobe sent out, public meetings of all kindshave been prohibited, and no gatherings
in churches, homes or saloons will be al-
lowed until the quarantine has been
raised. The state board has determined
to carry on a vigorous campaign against
the disease and-will be back of the county
board in enforcing the quarantine in every
way possible. No cases are now known
to exist in this vicinity oiltside of thequarantined district.

The government has telegraphed in-
structions to Major N. P. Johnson, Indianagent at the agency, to have all Indiansvaeinated imemdiately, and the orders are
being carried out with a rush. The only
deaths reported are those of three In-
dians.

EASTMAN TRIAL ON
Former lowa Man Charged With

brother-in-law. Eastman, who was an
instructor at Harvard, shot Richard H.Grogan, Jr., July 4 last year while the twowere discharging .firearms in a back yard
at Cambridge. Eastman acknowledged
shooting Grogan, but insisted the shoot-ing was accidental.

Eastman and Grogan married daughters
of the late Alvan G. Clark, the telescope-
maker. The accused man was born in
Cedar Rapids, lowa, and came to Cam-bridge in 1887. He was master of arts anddoctor of philosophy, the latter title be-ing conferred on him at Munich. He hasa wife and one son. Richard Grogan, Jrwas a Harvard graduate.

MONEY FOR THE BRITISH
SI'BSCRIPTIONS FOR THE LOAN

Four New York Concern* Have
Aereed to Take $50,000,000—

Popular In England.

Mew YorkSun Special Sarvlcm
' New York, April 23.— J. P. Morgan &

Co., Baring, Magoun & Co., the National
City bank and the New York Life Insur-
ance "company have together subscribed
for £10,000,000 or $50,000,000 of the new
British government $300,000,000 loan. As
a result" of this heavy American subscrip-
tion there will be a "renewal of the ex-
portation of gold, and $1,000,000 in gold
will leave this port for England by the
steamship Oceanic, sailing Wednesday.
The shipment will be made by the Na-
tional City bank.

The New York Life Insurance company,
it was stated to-day, will definitely take
for itself $5,000,000 of the bonds. The
same company has also put in a provi-
sional subscription for $5,000,000 more of
the bonds, which will be effective should
more than $50,000,000 be allowed to the
United States. This equals the $10,000,-
--000 Russian bond subscription two years
ago, made by the New York Life, and
which has held the record as the largest
American subscription ever made to a
foreign government loan.

It was stated at the office of J. P. Mor-
gan & Co. that the Mutual Life Insurance
company had also taken $5,000,000 of the
bonds, this subscription being included in
the $50,000,000 contracted for.

Arrangements for taking the big block
of British bonds are understood to have
been made in London by J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, and the organization of the syndi-
cate to take the bonds is supposed to have
been under way for some time.

Loan Is Popular.

London, April 23.—Although no definite
announcement has been made of the
amount of the subscriptions to the new
loan, it is known that it has been well
received, and that its success is insurea.
It is freely stated that it was subscribed
at least four times over. The subscrip-
tions are mainly from syndicates, bankers
and large investors. Many came from
abroad. There was no rush of small sub-
scribers like there was for the war loan.
It is likely that the lists will be closed
much earlier than April 25.
