HE MAY BE CANONIZED

BISHOP

BARAGA, EARLY MICH.

Distinction Stromngly Favered in the
Upper Peninsula—Apostle of
the Chippewas.

Marquette, Mieh., April 24.—Bishop Ba-
taga, the apostle of the Chippewas, the
first bishop of the diocese of Sault Ste
Marie and Marquette, the seat of whose
episcopacy was in this city for many years
and whose bones now repose in the blsl}-
ops’ vault at St. Peter’'s cathedral here, is
the latest candidate for canonization
among the ecclesiastics of the Ux_ll_ted
States. Already the process of canonizing
Bishop Neuman has progressed through
its early stages. Baraga was a couniry-
man of Neuman. Baraga’s history is well
known among the people of this section, as
it was within the confines of the upper
peninsula and, during the latter part of his
career within the boundaries of the dio-
cese of Sault Ste Marie and Marquette,
that his life’s work was done. For thirty-
seven years he labored among the Chippe-
wa Indians, being one of the pioneers of
Christianity in their midst and working
with restless energy to lead them to the
light and particularly to convert them to
the religion which he had chesen to min-
ister.

Baraga’'s canonization would be particu-
larly gratifying to the people of upper
Michigan.
