'OLD BLUE' WRITES
Tells Englishmen to Beware -of

"Pennsy'* and Dauntless.

AMERICAN CREWS WELCOMED

The Old Blue Says So, but "With
a Regular Britisher Quali-

, ,• fication. .'_ .'

Correspondence of the Associated Press.
London, April: 12.—T0-day the Daily

Telegraph concludes a series of rowing
articles by "an old Blue,"' who, in addi-
tion to being an English university oars-
man, acted at one time as a Harvard
coach, and, therefore, is supposed, from
the English point of view, to speak with
authority on American athletics.

The articles in question cover the whole
field of the coming international races at
Henley very thoroughly, but they are
neither very complimentary to the Ameri-can rowing system nor generous in the
view taken of American amateur purity.
They beg'u with the question whether the
American crews should be welcomed at all
to Henley. To this query the writer
yields a rather grudging assent on the
general theory that, if England cannot

.put a good enough crew at Henley,to win
against anything, either amateur or pro-
fessional, which America can send, then
she had better go out of rowing. At the
same time, .he warns the stewards to
scrutinize carefully the American entries,
especially those of Pennsylvania and the
Dauntless club of New York. This Club,
he regards, as particularly open to sus-
picion because he has never heard of it
himself." y,\:y :[}£.

Professional Coaches.
j .Discussing the employment of the pro-
fessional coach in America, the writer
remarks that the American post grad-
uate 'would not waste his time so far
as to coach a crew at all," and, he adds:
"Even if he did, his possible pupils re-
quire something far more serious than,
anything they could get out of any except
paid and well-paid employment. They ask
of their coach what they are cheerfully
ready to give themselves, and that is the
best the heart, brain, soul, body and ex-
perience can summon to the one task of
discovering how to win."

This trait of wanting to win is solemn-
ly discoursed upon at some length, to the
conclusion that winning, even winning
fairly, is but a side iUue in athletic con-
tests and has developed among Americans
into a positive vice.

The writer argues that, while an Amer-
ican crew may be dangerous- on the mile
and a quarter course at Henley, America
Is not likely to develop an eight that
could outstay a crack 'varsity crew over
the four-mile course at Putney. -\ ; \u25a0

Take Xo Chances.
He warns the English oarsmen, never-

theless, that, whatever advantage is to
be found in boat-building, oar-making or
other mechanical accessories, the Ameri-can crews will be sure to have discovered
it and will bring it into play at Henley.
England's great superiority, he asserts,
will always rest in the natural "water-manship" which he believes to be so muchmore abundant in English universities
than, among American under graduates.

The writer concludes, in part: "Do we
welcome them (the American crews) this
year? Of.course we do, fully and heartily
and without reserve. Of some we may
say, perhaps, 'Yale we know and Harvardwe know, but who are ye?' Yet we are
confident that, even if all American com-petitors do not read these, columns, they
have loyally tried to fulfill the conditions
of Henley regatta entries. If.any have
not done so, we look to' the stewardsto prevent any bother. , JThe, guardians ofEnglish amateur. rowing can 'never be too
careful. Let, the stewards permit Penn-
sylvania to prove to her compatriots, as
well as to ourselves, that"the old sugges-
tion about buying up good athletes are
absolutely baseless. That will be a good
thing in itself. It will be indispensable
at Henley. The national amateur asso-
ciation in the United States has done
nothing whatever in a little question
about Ten Eyck which came up a short
time ago. Let us have no such uncertain-ty on this side."
