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 ANOTHER GAIN IN WHEAT MAY CLOS

Liverpool Had an Advance, and Ad-

ditional Strength Came From the
Good Export Demand.

SOME WHEAT GOING TO GERMANY

Southwestern Reports Conflicting,
but Indications at This Time
Point to a Heavy Crop.

Minneapolis Chamher of Commerce, April
26.—~Wheat moved up another peg this morn-
ing, again taking a fractionally higher range
and holding to it. The early market showed
good strength, but free selling, especially in
Chicago, stopped the advance. May sold to
72%@73c, and July to T4%4@743%c. The course
of the Liverpool market was upward from a
weak start. Liverpool was 3d off at first
but turned strong, selling up e@%d, and
touching %@7%d on the later trading. At the
close Liverpool showed May 5id over yester-
day, and closed July 7d higher. Antwerp
closed unchanged. Paris was 10 centimes to
15 centimes higher. Good cash demand was
reported. Chicago had a fair trade, St. Louis
reported active continental inquiry for wheat,
and from the seaboard 30 loads were reported
taken for Germany. Duluth also sent word of
a sharp export demand. -

More unfavorable crop reports are floating
in but they lack details and confirmation. In
the main crop reports are very faverable.
Some are decidedly  conflicting. This morn-
ing Topeka wired that advices from the
southern tier of counties in Kansas confirmed
the claims that the Texas wheat louse Is do-
ing damage to wheat and corn. McPherson
county bas the Hessian fly in spots and there
is damage. Another dispatch from close to
the same quarter says wheat growers and
dealers in Kansas are agreed that the state
never looked so well, and that the expectation
{g for all records to be broken.. The wheat
stands eight inches high. They are talking
100,000,000 bu for Kansas. Snow's report of
general conditions says there has been no
material change in wheat. Insects in Okla-
homa have done little:damage. The Ohio val-
ley. shows improvement for the month and
in the Missouri valley the high conditions are
maintained. * Rain is needed in California,
although no permanent damage has resulted
as yet. The spring wheat acreage he says,
will be ldrger than last year. Snow calls at-
tention to the fact that in twenty-five years
only seven crops started the season with
the average above 90 and these crops, when
harvested, turned out above that figure.

Argentine shipments for the week were
1,362,000 bu, against 744,000 bu last week and
2,072,000 bu 2 year ago. Primary receipts
were 338,000 bu, against 245,000 last year.
Minneapolis received 206 cars and Duluth 23,
against 139 and 18 last year.

Corn had another quiet day, although show-
ing more =activity than yesterday. May
opened at 4lc, sold to 41%c, reacted to 41ge,
and held steady.

Clearances wheat and flour were 166,000 bu;
corn, 199,000 bu.

The market gained strength towards the
close following the firmness in the south-
western. markets and in New York. Minne-
apolis May closed at the high point, 73ec.
July closed at 743ic, September at 715;c. May
corn closed at 41'%4c; July corn, 41%c.

No. 1 northern was a little easier in ten-
dency. Demand for this grade was not quite
so sharp. The premium was maintained at
1%c over May for the ordinary, with 743gc as
the average price. There was nothing to in-
dicate any change in the general market, but
rather a momentary let up in the active de-

mand. A few cars of No. 1 were unsold at
noon. Neo. 2 northern was in satisfactory
tone, selling on a range of Tlige to T72l%c.

There was good sale for No. 3 wheat at 66c
to 68l%c. The low grades remain very firm
and are becoming scarcer from day to day.
Rejected sold from €3¢ to 64%c and no grade
held in equally tight range at 60c to 63%c.

Flax Higher and Active—Flour Very
Strong—Corn Strong-—Oats Steady.

FLAX—The market was active and higher.
Good rejected sold up 1lc to $1.52, and was
quoted stronger toward the close. No grade
brought $1.44 to $1.48.

Posted receipts, at 42 cars, while cor-
rect, were no index of the volume of trad-
ing, comprising some 39 cars brought in by
the Great Northern to go to a local mill,
some of it from Duluth, but most of it out
of terminals. Forty cars.were reported load-
ed out of elevators.

Duluth had a decided bull turn and
ran the price from $1.63 to $1.70. Minne-
apolis received 42 cars, against 1 last year.

MARKET IS STRONG

Strength Is Well Distributed at the
Opening.

SPECULATION IS VERY BROAD

Large Demand for Special Stocks on
& Rally After a De-
cline.

New York, April 2.—The market showed
well-distributed strength at the opening, but

the most conspicuous movements were in the, |

United States Steel, Rock Island, Northern
Pacific, Union Pacific and Kansas & Texas,
in whick the advances run from 1 to 21§ on
first sales of from 1,000 to 25,000 shares for
the individual stocks. United States Steel
preferred sold to 95%, compared withe94%
last night on sales of 15,000 shares, and the
common sold at 47% and 48%, compared with’
47 last night on sales of 25,000 shares, and
then advanced an additional fraction. Penn-
sylvania sold at 162 and 153 ex-rights, com-
pared with 161 last night's close| There
were gains ranging up to a point among the
grangers and some of the low-priced spee-
ialties. Amalgamated Copper sold down 1%
from last night's close, selling at 120 to 121,
then receded to 119% on the transfer of 4,000
shares. “The stock rallied momentarily, then
fell back below 120. Smelting lost over a
point. These stocks were both affected by
the issue of injunctions interfering with the
proposed consolidations which’' each com-
pany has in view.

While ‘the tone of speculation was strong,
the leading railroads did not advance much
beyond their opening prices, as the demand
was only about egual to the realizations.
Baltimere & Ohio was a notable exception,
rising 212 to 104%. Speculation was very
broad, many usually quiet stocks being ac-
tively dealt in and improving. Conspicuous

among these were the Colorado Southerns, | p

Great Northern preferred,
Grande, General Rlectric, Continental To-
bacco, Chlcago Terminal, Chicago Great
Western common and preferred B, and a
number of others which were up from 1 to
3 points. Pennsylvania rights sold at from
81 to 9%. Sugar was bought heavily at a
gain of 2 points but Brooklyn Transit and
People’s Gas fell sharply. Union Pacific de-
clined from 109% to 107% at 11 o’clock,
which induced free selling of other Pacifics
and grangers and the entire market. weak-
ened. 3

The depression of the market was short
lived, as an aggressive demand for special
stocks caused a general demand for both
accounts and trading became. enormous on
the advance. Leading features on the re-
bound were Sugar, Tobacco, Amalgamated
Copper, Chicago Great Western and the Colo-
rado Southern stocks gained 2@4. Northern
Pacific and the grangers rallied to the best,
Burlington touching 1981, but Union Pacific,
the United States Steel stocks and Southern
Pacific met abundant offerings and did -not
recover fully.

The market was rather quiet during the
last hour as there was some confusion inci-
dent to the close of the last day of trading
in the present exchange buying. Prices
receded slightly and then hardened again,
Northern Pacific rising to 109. The grangers
and Baltimore & Ohio also touched top prices.
There were gains of 2 to 3% points in Ca-
nadian Pacific,c, Northwest, Lackawanna,
North American, Chicago & Eastern Illinois
and Pacific Coast first preferred.

The closing was moderately active and
about steady.

Bonds were firm.

CHEAP SEAMSTRESSES RARE

The Trouble of a Connecticut Town
Also Felt in New York,

New York Sun.

“I read the other day,” said a woman,
“that a Connecticut town only a few
hours from "Néw York was without a
dressmaker, and saw a pathetic request,
written by one of its women residents to
a seamstress to come here., Probably she
doesn’t know that there are women in
New York who find it just as hard to get
the services of a dressmaker as the resi-
dents of her own town do.

“There are plenty of women in New
York who will make dresses at any price,
from $15 up to $250; but try to find a
woman to make a flannel wrapper, and you
will see the difficulties of that quest; or
try them for anything economical and un-
ambitious and I will guarantee that you
must search weeks before success will
come. g

“For everything that is expensive in
New York there is everything at hand;
but try once to have something done that
is modest and inexpensive, and the diffi-
¢ulty of finding anybody to do it will be
great. I suppose that is because we are
all so prosperous in this country and are
all supposed to have so much money that
nobody has any time to do anything that
not bring in a large sum of money.”

WEALTH IN FORESTS.

Chicago Inter Ocean.

‘“Fifty thousand citizens of Indiana are
employed in the wood industry and re-
ceiving annually $15,000,000 in wages. The
product of this labor brings $50,000,000
each year to Indiana’s manufacturers.”
This was the statement of John P. Brown,
secretary of the Indiana Forestry Associa-
tion, in a recent "address. He belleves
that the first century of Indiana’'s history
will measure the end of Indiana’s forests.

When Indiana was organized as a state
there were in her boundarjes 28,000 square
miles of valuable woods. There are now
only 48,900 square miles in all the prairie
states; 44,970 square miles in the lake
states, and 80,000 square miles In the
central or manufacturing states. Mr.
Brown declares that the greatest part of
the Indiana forests has disappeared; that
the state now imports almost its entire
consumption of timber; that the walnut,
cherry, poplar, maple, ash and other
valuable trees are practically gone. He
estimates that if the 6,500,000 acres of
rough lands and swamps not suited for
agriculture in Indiana could be offorested
it would add to the state’'s material
wealth $500,000,000. It would double the
value of Indiana's land assessment,
whereas if the rough lands are to remain
as at present no income can be hoped for.
