sand ton custom smelter here. If
our readers could only understand this

I met the mine owners with a new
and novel proposition, and they were
so much attracted by it that on Tues-
day the Board of Trade of Grand
Forks issued a call for a special meet-
ing, which was held on Wednesday
night, at which Mr. Kemp and myself
were enthusiastically received.

We expect that under this plan
we shall get money enough to build
a 500-ton section of the custom smel-
ter, and put it in operation yet this
fall, and during that time to have
ores enough ahead to run it for at
least a half year. We shall continue
mining, of course, on a large scale,
and add to the smelter a 500-ton
section, each six months, until we
have reached a, capacity of 4,000 toms.
One of the shrewdest and most reliable
mine owners of this city estimated
that under the terms of this contract,
the Union Consolidated Company
would within a year if it produced
sufficient capital to carry on the work
undertaken, be able to clear a profit
of ten thousand dollars a day.
