Committee’s Primary Bill Almost
Certain to Be Beaten There.

CLOSE SHAVE IN WIS. HOUSE

Detailed Vote on the Substitute Bill
~Compromise a Remote
Possibility.

Special to The Journal.
Madison, Wis., April 26.—The primary

election bill reported by the assembly
committee on privileges and elections as a
substitute for the Hagemeister bill,
passed by the senate, went through the
assembly last evening by a vote of 47 to
44, the same majority given the Stevens
substitute three weeks ago, although five
votes were changed from the record then.

The bill as passed provides for the ap-
plication of the primary system to the
election of members of the legislature,
county and city officers, with a referen-
dum which provides for its submission
to the people for approval at next spring’s
election before taking effect. If it re-
ceives a majority, it is to apply to the
succeeding fall election.

It is not believed the senate will pass
the bill, and upon it will be thrown the
responsibility of defeating the primary
election, if it is defeated. A compromise
through the medium of a conference com-
mittee is still a possibility, though a re-
mote one. The cominittee bill passed the
assembly last evening by the following
vote:

The result was reached after less than
two hours’ debate, a feature of which was
the closing speech by McCabe (dem.), who
tried to amend the Stevens bill by adding
a referendum clause. He gave the addi-
tion of this provision as his reason for
voting for the bill, and said that if it
were killed he would vote for the Hage-
meister bill for the same reason. Only
two other democrats joined him, Cook and
Rogers, both of whom voted for the Stev-
ens bill. McComb, the only man who
dodged, is also a democrat.

The speeches were brief, but some of
them were a little acrid. Some of the
members interpreted a threat from Mr.
Rossman’s statement that if the’ bill was
defeated and the Hagemeister substitute
passed, the democrats wiuld name the
next governor. Mr. Keene believed that
the bill embodied the desire of the great-
est of machines to control the next legis-
lature. E. A. Williams said the friends
of the bill, knowing it cannot pass the
senate, are preparing to go before the
people as martyrs.

CONSTITUTION'S 108-FOOT MAST

The Steel Boom Measures 110 Feet—
Other Facts.

New York Sun Special Service

Bristol, R. I., April 26.—It was definitely
4scertained to-day that the length of the
new steel mainmast of the Constitution,
from the step to the end aloft, is 108 feet.
The new steel main boom of the Bristol
boat is two feet longer than the main-
mast, or 110 feet. Many figures as to the
length of those spars have been given in
a speculative way previously, but the
above figures are known to be the exact
measurements. Columbia’s mainmast
measured 105 féet and the main boom 108
feet. - The latter is so near a finish that
it will probably be ready the first part of
next week: Movements about the steel
department at present are indicative
strongly of a new, steel topmast to be
constructed for the telescoping arrange-
ment - similar to that provided for Colum-
bia. The boat, it is stated, will have a
weoden topmast as well as a steel one.
The rudder, constructed of bronze plating
over a gun metal frame with wood filling
of wedge shape, is cqmpletely finished and
hangs on the stern post, having been ad-

In the evening ther
were addresses by the native preachers
and-a short sermon‘ by Dr. Carson. An
important item of business was the elec-
tion of Rev. A. F. Johnson, of Pine Ridge,
as a delegate to the general assembly.

Rev. Louis Mozawakinayvau gave an in-
teresting account of his experiences in
northwestern Canada visiting the run-
away tribes who were concerned in the

country.
