The latter ran off almost immediately
to 97%, Of the railroad stocks, Union Pa-,
cific, St. Paul, Northern Pacific, . Rock
Island, Reading and Baltimore & Ohio were
in especially heavy : demand and showed ad- j
jumped 2% and Amalgamated Copper 1% and
pumped 2% and Amalgamated Copper 1% and
Colorado Fuel was up 4%. Gains of a point
were sprinkled quite liberally through the
list. Colorado Southern opened at lo 1* to :
18 on the sale of 10,000 shares, compared
with 13% on Friday. The first preferred
jumped 2%. Erie first preferred dropped a
point, but was a notable \u25a0 exception to the
general upward tendency.

Trading became uneven and continued very
janimated and broader. Room traders offered
j special stocks to take profits on last week's
purchases and the outside demand kept oth-
ers steady, or improved them, especially
Northern Pacific, which" rose 4 points to
112%. Stocks most affected by the selling in-
cluded the grangers, Baltimore & Ohios and
the Copper stocks. Erie common met sup-
port and wiped out its earlier loss, and New
York- Central advanced 2%. Union Pacific
was rushed up to 111% near 11 o'clock, which
strengthened all other railroads. The largest
dealings were in Union Pacific, Northern Pa-
cific and the United States Steel stocks, in all
of which blocks of 1,000 to 5,000 shares'were
recorded In constant succession. The market
presented a very irregular appearance during
all of the first hour, but the undertone was
firm in sympathy with the strength of the
leaders.

New points of strength cropped out, which
were utilized to cover sales of the grangers
and a few other stocks. Speculation was
rather nervous, prices rising and falling
alternately, but tending lower for some of
the leaders. Illinois Central, St. Louis &
San Francisco second preferred, People's Gas
and the Copper stocks rose strongly from 1%
to 3 points. The reaction ran from 1 to 1%
in some of the prominent railroad stocks.
The gold exports to Germany had a rather
chilling effect on speculative sentiment, but
the market hardened again before midday,
Union Pacific rising to 1121/a and other stocks
to the top.

WHYFLAX WILTS ANDDIES
PROFESSOR BOLLEV'S DISCOVERY

Fnngnw Ihslde the Plant Doe* the
Bualuett-\\ arning to the

Farmers.

Fargo, X. D., April 29.—H. L. Bol-
ley of the North Dakota Agricultural
college has made a discovery in con-
nection with flax that will make him
more famous as a scientific investigator
and also result beneficially to the farmers
of North and South Dakota and Minne-
sota and other flax growing states.

For the last two or three years there
has been a great deal of flax wilt, or
flax sickness, the cause of -which has toeen
a mystery to grain men and crop ex-
perts. The flax would come up In *nice
shape and for the first week or two it
would grow as luxuriantly as the most
optimistical farmer could wish. Then the
stalks would wilt and die, and in some
fields the ground would eventually be-
come entirely barren. Professor Bolley
has carried his investigations far enough
to convince him that he has found the
true solution of the mystery.

The cause of the trouble is a parasitic
disease, or fungus, which grows inside the
young plants, similar to the manner in
which the smut attacks the wheat plant,
only it soon kills the flax, where the
smut continues in the wheat stalk till
after maturity. The worst feature of the
growth is that the parasite will lie in
the ground several years, livingon the old
flax straw, and even remaining after the
land has been cropped In wheat two or
more years.

Experiments are now being conducted
by Professor Bolley in an effort to dis-
cover some method of getting the dis-
ease out of the soil, but so far there has
been no success. Further efforts will be
made to disinfect that flax seed aa wheat
is now given the formaldehyde treatment
for smut. The professor issues the fol-
lowing warning to the farmers of North
Dakota:

Do not put flax on all land, keep one
field clear.

Cease sowing flax year after year on the
same land. Put at least one cultivated
crop between flax crops.

Burn as much of the old flax straw and
stubble as possible.

Raise your own flax seed, grade it up
for tbe best; thresh your own seed in
your own machine. If possible, to pre-
vent Infection from other fields. Store
the flax in clean, disinfected bins.
