Flali Law Summitry.

March 1. All other food flsh, May I to
March 1 (excepting pike, pickerel, white-
fish, lake trout, sturgeon and herring
caught in international waters, or in other
waters where fishing is permitted with
net). Pickerel and suckers may be caught
at any time.

Catching maskalonge (sometimes called
"sand lake trout") in any otherway than
by hook and line is prohibited. The use
of light or lantern is also forbidden.

No person permitted to sell or have in
possession for sale any brook trout, black
bass, gray or Oswego bass at any time
prior to Jan. 1, 1902.

Number of flsh that may be caught lim-
ited to fifty per day.

Tront to Be Had Xeurby.

!*r N. P. Nelson, a veteran angler of Min-
neapolis, rises to the defense of the Min-
nesota trout streams as opposed to those
of Wisconsin, which have been attracting
bo many local sportsmen. They go to the
other state under the supposition that
Minnesota trout are not worth the time
or the trouble of going after. Mr. Nelson
says there are more than a dozen brooks
within a few miles of this city where
trout abound, and it will take but a day's
time to get to and from these resorts. He
refers to Hopkins, Carver, Bloomington
and Shakopee. Rochester, Winona and
Lake City have some fine trout streams.
