GET AN EXTRA DIV.
Surprise for Holders of Great North-

ern Stock.

ONE-HALF OF ONE PER CENT

Mr. Hill Called Back to Xew York
by Hlii Bunlnesa As-

sociates.

A special dispatch from New York says:
James J. Hill, president of the Great North-

ern railway, Is back in New York in response
to urgent requests from some of his eastern
business associates.

Mr. Hill spent most of the day In the
Wall street region and said that he ha?i
come back to look after "certain Interests."

Wall street is surprised to learn, however,
that checks were sent out yesterday for an
extra dividend of one-half of one per cent
on the Great Northern stock. This unex-
pected distribution of surplus earnings came
from the Lake Superior company, "limited,"
a corporation formed for the purpose of tak-
ing over -and distributing the surplus earn-
ings of the various great Northern interests,
such as mining, logging, milling, dining car
and other industries operated in connection
with the Great Northern road.

This extra dividend is payable May 1, and
it is probable that another one-half per cent
will be distributed before the end of the year.
The Great Northern stock is thus practically
on an 8 per cent basis. The new Great North-
ern stock recently authorized does not' par-
ticipate in any dividends until after next
September.

Captain C. E. Faulkner of Minneapolis

Curb Indiscriminate Sales of
Stock*

ACTION BY CONGRESS

Representative Babcock Says He
Will Offer a Bill.

MAKE STOCKHOLDERS LIABLE

They Would Be Reaponaible Two
Yearn After Selling Their

Stock.

FRENZY FOR BUYING
Wall Street Is Fairly Inundated at

the Opening.

DEALS ARE IN LARGE BLOCKS

Total of 42.500 Share* of United
States Steel Change Hands

-New Record.

New York, April 30.—A resistless tide
of buying orders poured into the stock
market at the opening this morning and
prices were swept upward. Thousand-
share blocks seemed to be the normal
unit of business and they ran up from that
to 5,000 and 6,000 share blocks. The open-
ing advances in the majority of important
stocks were from 1 to 2 points.

One example illustrates the dimensions
of the market. Soon after the opening a
total of 42,500 shares of United States
Steel changed hands as fast as bids could
be made and offers accepted. Equally

sensational strings of quotations were
turned out In other stocks.

Tlie prices made during the first fifteen
minutes were generally the highest. Prices
fell back in some cases by wide lapses and
in only a few stocks was the recession by
slow degrees and under a steady pressure.
There were equally sudden rebounds, and
the whole market flucuated widely within
a range of from 1 to 2 points below the
best. In not a few important stocks the
relapse carried prices below last night.

But the belated execution of the vast ac-
cumulation of buying orders, which brok-
ers found it impossible to get in the early
rush, served as a strong sustaining force
and kept bringing prices up again. The
large buying was commonly believed to
represent efforts to secure control of some
of the railway system by a brilliant
stroke in the open market.

\ew Record.

The dealings in the first hour were far
in excess of any single hour's business in
the history of the New York market, the
sales running up to over 1,000,000 shares.
For the second hour the total fell to
near half a million, but left the two
hours' business still a record.

KIDNAPPERS CAN'T
BUY OFF CDDAHY

They Offer to Return $21,000 of the Ransom
Money if He Will Withdraw His Reward

and Stop the Search.

He Says He Will Spend His Last Thousand
Dollars to Follow the Criminals to

the End of the Earth.

Omaha, Xeb., April 30. —An unknown i

person, purporting to be an agent of the
kidnappers, has made a proposition to
Edward A. Cudahy to return $21,000 of the
$25,000 paid for the ransom of his son,
who was abducted Dec. 18. The letter
demands in return withdrawal of the
$25,000 reward, cessation of the search
and abandonment of the determination to
punish the kidnappers.

This proposition came in a letter from
Elgin, 111., and Mr. Cudahy is convinced
of its authenticity. Mr. Cudahy refuses
to consider the proposition, and he de-
clares his unchanged resolve to prosecute
to the end the search for the men that
stole his boy. He said:

Detectives Are Cloae.
I received a letter about ten days ago. It

was dated April 15 at Elgin and bore the
Elgin postmark. I turned it over to the de-
tectives and did not make a copy.

It was very brief and recited that the
chief kidnapper had communicated with the
writer and was getting uneasy. It set forth
that the chase by the detectives was get-
ting uncomfortably close, and asked if I would
withdraw the offer of reward now outstand-
ing and let up on the effort to find the crim-
inals and have $21,000 of the $25,000 ransom
returned to me.

Calls on His Brother.

It seems that the writer got somewhat in a

hurry, for as soon as he mailed the letter ha
must have slipped right over to Chicago,
where he called on my brother Michael the
same day, which was two weeks ago to-day.
He asked my brother whether I would con-
sider a proposition of that kind. My brother
told him that he did not know anything
about it, but would ask me to come over
to Chicago and talk the matter over, although
he did not believe that I would consider It.

That afternoon I received a telegram from
my brother asking me if I could come over.
I left here on the afternoon train and talked
with my brother. I arrived home Thursday
and the letter from Elgin was here awaiting
me.

The letter was signed and gave directions
how a reply should be addressed to reach
the writer at Elgin.

Search to the End.
So far as the offer is concerned, it has

been rejected. I refused absolutely and un-
qualifiedly to consider it and am determined
to prosecute this search as vigorously as I
know how. That is what we started out to
do, and I feel as ifI would follow those men
to the ends of the earth.

They would lug them off and get their
money away from them.

Johnson, when aswed whether he would
bring the matter before the grand jury,
said:

No, I have no desire to make a big howl
and stir up a bad mess. It is lust as I told
The Journal yesterday. I could not
"stand lor" the things' that were going on
right under my nose, and so I stepped out.
I did not see how 1 was to be of any use as
an officer, if I could not arrest people whom
I saw openly breaking the law. In the last
six weeks my beat has been filled with this
gang of crooks and gambling men getting
hold of the lumberjacks and strangers that
enter the city.
