FISH ARE SHOCKED
They Are Electrically Caught at the

Power House.

STUNNED AND*THEN PICKED UP

Devoteea of the Slew Sport Say That
It Beatx Ike Walton'*

Method.

It is "positively shocking" the way they
are catching fish at the plant of the St.
Anthony Falls Water Power company, be-
low the Tenth avenue S bridge. This, too,
in face of a large sign on which is in-
scribed in plain letters: "No Fishing Al-
lowed; Keep Off." But then, only the im-
mediate attaches of the power house are
privileged.

The electricians have become bo used
to working wonders by electricity—such a
miracle, for instance, as running the
street railways of two cities without
scarcely having to turn a hand themselves
—that they are in the habit of calling the
mysterious fluid to their assistance when-ever it is convenient to do so.

They started out early in the season,
which does not open until Wednesday, to
fish in the legitimate way, but failing to
get any fish to speak of by hook, they
determined to catch them, if possible, by
crook—to electrocute them.

Since then fish have responded with such
wonderful alacrity to the novel bait that
a few minutes' sport will give the new
fisherman "a nice mess." The sight would
bring tears to the eyes of Ike Walton,
who believed in "art for art's sake," who
accounted it a more creditable perform-
ance to catch one fish in an hour by pa-
tient, painstaking, philosophic endeavor
than to slaughter the finny tribe on the
wholesale plan in short order.

Tlie Wholesale Plan.
At the power house they take a good,

live wire, properly insulated where the
angler holds it, and stick the same into
the water. Water is a good conductor, as
everybody knows, and every time a fishcomes within ten or twelve feet of the
center of disturbance, he is conducted to
the surface.

He is not dead—he is simply shocked
into insensibility by his sensational recep-

tion, and if left to his own resources would
soon be himself again.

But the cruel man on the ledge of ma-
sonry which juts out into the river
around the power house, through which
the tail race comes pouring, reaches deftly
into the water and scoops up the unfor-
tunate fish with a net.

Many Varieties.
Perch, shiners sturgeon, bull heads,

crappies and an occasional sturgeon are
caught in this way. One of the electri-
cians who was directing the mighty ma-
chinery which generates 10,000 horse pow-
er, told The Journal man this after-
noon that he had caught a sturgeon early
in the spring which weighed twenty
pounds. He said that an ordinary current
of electricity was strong enough to bring
the most obstreperous fish to the surface
in most cases. He had to hand the stur-
geon considerable more than the average
before he could make him "lie still and be
quiet."

Sometimes a simple iron plate with
electrical connections 1 is used. It is hung
over the side of the wall into the river,
and does the work as effectually as the
wire apparatus.

It has been suggested by one of the me-
chanics at the power house, who has a
genius for invention, that a wire net be
used so that the fish can be scooped out
and shocked at the same time. This would
probably expedite matters and save the
delay which often results in capturing the
shocked fish.

The law doee not specifically forbid
electric fishing, but Game Warden Fuller-
ton is going to see if the power house
sport can't be stopped. •

Railroad men are greatly annoyed at
the reports of secret rate cutting which
have gained publicity through some of thenewspapers. Shippers big and little have
been hesitating on important shipments in
the hope of getting something a little
under the regular tariff.

The fact is, there has been no manipu-
lation of freight rates that the shrewdest
traffic men can locate. The agreement
which went in to effect several months
ago when the financial heads of half the
railroad companies in the country got to-
gether still holds good, so far as anybody
in authority knows.

The effect on business has been harmful,
because of all sorts of deep, dark hints
to the effect that this or that line was
cutting rates, and the traffic officials are
exasperated at the conditions Induced by
such reports.

The tendency of all such yarns is to
discourage both the buyers and sellers.They declare it is not so important what
the rate to a given point on any com-
modity is, so long as the rate is under-
stood and can be figured upon when both
parties drive their bargains. To excite
the suspicion or the cupidity of a shipper
by leading him to believe that he standsa chance to get the best of his competitor
if he holds off a little, is the worst thing
that can happen to business, say all par-
ties concerned.

The outlook for business, judged fromreports of conditions in all parts of the
northwest, was never better, and traffic
officials are anxious to have ceonle with
freight to ship understand that there hasbeen no change in the situation since the
agreement tightening up things went intoeffect. Rates are firm.
