1lly conceded to be bass, though many
zonyllder them a kind of sun fish. _Fisher-
men want some one to pass legally upon
the niceties so that they may keep with-
in the bounds of the law, but in this case
ignorance will doubtless be the sweetest
kind of bliss. The gray bass, of which
the law refers, are the genuine small-
mouth bass. The Oswego bass are of the
big-mouth family, but both are commonly
called black bass. These are the fish
which cannot be caught before June 1.

Again, while no person is permitted to
gell or have in his possession bass or
brook trout previous to January, 1902,
2 person is allowed to catch not more
than fifty per day.

If the Bass Will Bite.

Game Warden Fullerton has ruled that
it a bass swallows a hook during the
closed season the’ angler may keep the
fish on reporting its capture to the war:
den. He says 5. {s not the sportsman’s
fault if the fish bités the hook and swal-
lows it. Many' fishérmen may proceed
along this liné’ and make a specialty of
bass accidentally caught. If the fish does
not swallow the hook, it ig to be returned
to the water.

Game Wardén Fullerton has taken a
party to Leech Lake to angle for pickerel.

The state fish hatchery iz now supply-
ing lakes and streams with millions of
small fish and spawn, the winter having
been very favorable for the propagation of
the young.

Fisherman say that angle worms, in
the spring, are a much more effective
bait than the fly commonly used in trout
fishing.

Up to the last of June the bass will be
found along shore among the reeds in
the shallow water, where they spawn and
bask in the sunshine. Late in the season
they glide into the deeper waters after
minnows.
