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Republicans More Than Likely to
Carry All S. D. Circuits.

THE SITUATION IN THE THIRD

Seward, Whiting and Hall Goed
Timber—Bennett's and Han-
ten’s Fight.

Special to The Journal.

Watertown, S. D., May 1.—Ne conven-
tions have yet been called for the nomi-
nation of a judge to succeed Julian Ben-
nett, but there is a revival of talk om
that question all over the third circuit.
There is one man in the circuit who has
long wented to be judge. That man is
Charles X. Seward, member of the last
house and speaker of the house of 1891
Seward was one of the leaders of the
Boxer movement at Pierre and is con-
ceded to have been the brains of the
crowd  which succeeded in defeating an
apportionment of the legislative districts.
When the judge’s salary bill came up he
opposed it and was not brought into line
for it till the third circuit had been ex-
empted from the operation of the law.
This was done to avoid the constitutional
provision prohibiting a member of the
legislature from voting any emoluments
to himself.

Seward will have much support in the
circuit and will probably carry Codington
county without eny trouble. His worst
opponent will doubtless be Charles S.
Whiting of Kingsbury county, who was
defeated by Judge Julian Bennett, demo-
crat, four years ago. Whiting has felt
that the proper effort was not made for
him by his party friends in that contest.
He had the misfortune to be tied up at
home with a sick wife during the greater
part of the campaign. Mrs, Whiting died
before the election and her husband was
unable to make a canvass. The nomina-
tion was a compromise, secured after a
hard fight, and the support which the re-
publican nominee got was perfunctory in
many of the counties. Codington county.
Seward’s home, was particularly unkind,
giving Judge Bennett 250 majority in a
county which is ordinarily republican by
that much.

That Whiting fully intends to retrieve
his loss of 1897 if possible was well un-
derstood at Pierre during the legislative
session. He will certainly go into the
convention with his own county and he
may have Clark county to begin with.

Carl Sherwood is understood to be slated
for the place now held by George Case in
the United States land office at this place.
That being so, it not only takes Sherwood
out of the race but eliminates Clark coun-
ty. Inasmuch as Seward was a boxer of
the bloodiest sort, he is not likely to have
the support of the federal push in the
state, which is under the leadership of
Congressman Burke, and Burke’s follow-
ing may, therefore, be counted for Whit-
ing, unless it is given to some Brookings
county man.

Philo Hall of that county is a promising
man in the republican party and in the
arrangement of-the slate might be an ac-
ceptable compromise. The feud between
Brookings and Watertown over the judge-
ship is not likely to be settled, especially
if Seward secures Codington county. Both
Watertown and Brookings have always
fought for the judge, and as the Coding-
ton county delegation opposed the appro-
priations for Brookings college, the feel-
ing was not in any semse allayed by the
recent legislative session. Aside from
Whiting, Seward and Hall no judicial tim-
ber ofsconsequence is likely to be devel-
oped, and Hali may prefer to remain in
the practice, where he is unusually suc-
cassful.

Judge Bennett belleves he can defeat
Seward if that gentlemen is successful in
getting the republican nomination. Ben-
nett relies upon his popularity with the
farmers of the circuit. The lawyérs gen-
erally dislike him, but the common peo-
ple observe that he makes the lawyers
stand aside; that he goes to work before
breakfast in the morning and works late
at night and that business is thereby ex-
pedited with a corresponding diminution
in expenses, all of which is an item to
the farmer constituent of the judge. Four
years ago Bennett made a thorough house
to house still hunt of the circuit. He
wrote thousands of letters and traveled
hundreds of miles and with a weak re-
publican effort -he made it win. He has
made e record for bringing the railroads
to time on which he will rely.

But Judge Bennett will not have the
easy sailing at home which he had four
years ago, unless a faction of the repub-
licans come to his assistance. It is well
known that John B. Hanten and Bennett
are sworn enemies. Hanten is in charge
of the local machine. Both men are stub-
born fighters and it i8 said that they will
carry their fight into the election. Han-
ten’s friends charge that Bennett did not
support the former for the legislature at
the last election. Be this as it may, he
has credit for having bolted the Coding-
ton county local democratic ticket which
will be sufficient for Hanten to base re-
tallatory action upon this fall in the
event that Bennett is nominated.

‘When the whole story is told, however,
it is doubtful if any democrat can be
elected from the third or any other cir-
cuit in the state. The good business con-
ditions are ageinst the fusionists, a fact
which th2y appreciate and which will
keep them at home. The circuit is now
largely republican, owing to the great in-
crease of immigration during the last
four years, and unless the republicans
meke a great error in the selection of a
candidate they will scarcely be in danger
of defeat.

SIDE DEALS BARRED

Some Reasons for Certain Changes
in the S. D. Secretary’s Office.

Madison, S. D., May 1.—Secretary of
State Berg has been reticent concerning
the reasons which actuated him in the
dismissal of Philip Lawrence, assistant
secretary, and Miss Gertrude Pattison,
stenographer, from the office of secretary
of state, but' from reliable, authority it
is learned that their services were dis-
pensed with on account of the thriving
business Miss Pattison was doing in
connection with the filing of articles of
incorporation for the many new com-
panies which are taking out charters in
South Dakota, and that Mr. Lawrence lost
his place because some of the attorneys
of Pierre accused him of standing in with
Estes & Lambert, another firm. of at-
torneys, and assisting them to secure the
business of eastern attorneys who were
managing the other end of the incor-
poration business.

It has been the report for some time
that Hstes & Lambert secured inside
information which permitted them to take
patronage away from other lawyers and
that the secretary’s office, when requested
for information, has been in the habit
of referring inquiries to T. P. Estes,

office have been desirable. Secretary Berg
determined to divorce his office from all
side deals and to give no information
favorable to any particular person or
firm. Hereafter when references are
asked they will be given generally and
not speciaily.

SHUT UP SUNDATS

Ministers of Buffalo Threaten to Get
an Injunction.

DIRECTORS IN FAVOR OF OPENING

Of the Twenty-four, Twenty Want
to Close Only the
Midway.

New York, May 1.—According to a Buf-
falo special to the Tribune the ministers
of the city threaten to get out a re-
straining order from the supreme court
prohibiting the directors from opening
the Pan American exposition Sundays.

Rev. O. P. Gifford of the First Congrega-
tional church, president of the Ministers’
association, said:

The directors of the exposition are vio-
lating the penal code by keeping the fair
open on Sunday. There s little doubt that
an injunction will be secured restraining
them from breaking the law.

I understand that Bishop Quigley of the
Roman Catholic diocese will advise his peo-
ple to keep away from the fair on Sunday.
With so many people fighting the exposition,
1 believe they will lose mony by keeping
open Sunday.

J. H. Milburn, of the board of directors,
said:

Personally I am opposed to keeping open
on Sunday, as I believe it is a violation of
the penal code. Of the twenty-four direct-
ors, twenty are in favor of Sunday opening,
with the Midway closed entirely.

FLOUR WAR IN WISCONSIN

NEW RICHMOND SETS THE PACE

Retail Grocers’ Combine at Eaa
Claire Is Hit—Aggressive Steps
to Be Taken.

Special to The Journal.

New Richmond, Wis., May 1.—If present
plans are carried out, as they will be,
there will be something doing in the flour
trade in every town of 5,000 population
and over along the Omaha, Wisconsin Cen-
tral and the North-Western lines all over
Wisconsin and northern Illinois all the
summer. The New Richmond Roller Mills
company has just completed improvements
in its plant, greatly increasing the ca-
pacity and has started a flour war.

The first town affected was Eau Claire,
where the retail grocers’ combine was
selling flour at $1.25 a sack. The New
Richmond, company cut the price to 90
cents. Another concern cut the price to
85 cents, but when the stock on hand was
exhausted did not get any more, thus
leaving the New Richmond company in
command of the situation. The company
to-day opened the war in Hudson, starting
out at 95 cents, The company is sending
out additional traveling men every day,
and the war is to be made general. The
plan is to deal directly with the consumer
everywhere.

The assistance of Sheriff Bell was re-
quired to enforce quarantine in Somerset.

MILLS TO BE OPERATED

LAKE PROPERTIES UNDER LEASE

Duluth-Superior Company Organ-
ized to Manage the Plants
of the Trust.

West Superior, Wis,, May 1. — A

jease of the seven flouring mills at
the head of the lakes has been
closed by the Duluth-Superior Milling

company, a new corporation now being
formed under the laws of the state of
Minnesota. The deal has just been closed
in New York and the mills will be oper-
ated by this company, which, with a few
exceptions, is composed of people who are
not connected with the United States
Flour Milling company or the Standard
Milling company. The new company is
formed simply to operate these mills.

The property which has been leased, in-
cludes the Russell, Miller, Freeman, Min-
kotd, Daisy, Anchor and Listma mills at
Superior and the Imperial at Duluth. The
total valuation is $4,000,000, while there
is a producing capacity of $100,000 worth
of flour per day.

L. R, Hurd will probably be at the head
of the new company, he having just closed
the deal in New York, from which city he
returned yesterday. He says the mlills
are in condition for starting and will be
operated, some of them at least, at once,
the first time for several years and prac-
tically the first time since the trust ob-
tained control.

DOUGLAS FACTORY

To Be Enlarged Before the First of
July.

This, of course, does not represent the
total pay roll, but merely the amount of
money disbursed weekly to those actually
engaged in making shoes,

MRS. COLEMAN STEPS OUT

She Is the Woman Who Saved Sew-
ard’'s Life.

_ New York, May 1.—A special to the
Herald from Washington says:

Mrs. Margaret G. Coleman, who was &
servant in the family of Secretary of Stata
Seward when the attempt was made to as-
sassinate him the same evening that
Booth shot President Lincoln, and wha
was credited with saving the secretary's
life, has resigned the place she has held
in the treasury department for twenty-
five years. Her resignation is due te ill
health and feebleness, and her niece, Miss
Margaret T. Coleman, has been appointed
to her place and will support her.

Mrs. Coleman and an invalid soldier
named Robinson were in the secretary’s
bedroom when Payne, the assassin,
entered the house. Mrs. Coleman de-
layed him long enough to enable Robinson
to catch him. Payne broke away from
Robinson, but Secretary Seward had
rolled to the opposite side of the bed and
the wounds that Payne was enabled to
inflict were not fatal.
