Xot a few people will now
believe that Gotham capitalists are pro-
ceeding to gobble up the foreign built
ships with the hope of obtaining big sub-
sidies upon them. There is no doubt that
a new subsidy bill will contain a provision
that foreign built vessels owned by Amer-
icans shall be allowed at least half as
much subsidy as the regularly 'American
built craft.

The stipulation in the old bill was made
to read that under such circumstances this
subsidy could be drawn conditionally upon
the construction in American yards of as
much tonnage as was represented in the

i foreign built bottoms. It is understood| that the most recent'purchase of ships by
jAmerican capital includes as many as
seventy-five steamers, with a total ton-
nage of 390-.000. If these vessels are to
obtain the American registry and thus
draw subsidies, the new law will unques-
tionably require t,hat much new tonnage
to be constructed in American yards.
Senator Hanna believes this is one of the
most important features of this class of
legislation—it will stimulate the building
of American ships in American yards and
thus directly revert in favor of American
industries.

Germany Mnttt Keep Out.
While state department officials pro-

fess to have no official news of the pur-
chase for the German government of a
port in the island of Margarita, it is un-
derstood that Mr. Russell, American
charge d' affaires at Caracas, has been
asked to report on the facte.
