Hagemeister Substitute Concurred
In by Wisconsin House.

LA FOLLETTE MAY NOT SIGN IT

Applies Only to County Officers and
Then Only When Adopted
by the County.

Special to The Journal.

Madison, Wis., May 3.—The Hagemeister
primary election bill passed by the sen-
ate, applying the primary system to coun-
ty officers only, and then only when adopt-
ed by the county, was concurred in by the
assembly to-day—48 to 64. This result
was reached after motions to adlere to
the assembly amendments and to ask for
a conference committee were defeated by a
tie vote—48 to 48.

The bill now goes to Governor La Fol-

lette and there is much doubt as to
whether he will sign it.
_ The bill reducing the inspector of illum-
inating oils to a salary of $1,500 a year,
instead of about $5,000 in fees, passed the
senate. The bill providing for a woman
factory inspector passed, and the O’Neill
bill providing for the appointment of a
woman on the board of control, slated by
the claims committee for killing, was ad-
vanced to third reading.

The Frost bill taxing mortgages was
concurred in by the senate without dis-
cussion. Governor La Follette sent a
veto to the assembly of the bill providing
districts for justices of the peace in Mil-
waukee.

The governor also deposited with the
secretary of state, carrying his signature
and approval, the bill for an appropriation
of $20,000 of state money to strengthen
and extend the levees of the Wisconsin
river at Portage.

With the bill the governor filed a mem-
oranda setting forth his reasons for sign-
ing the bill. This is believed to be an en-
llrf*]}' new departure, no previous governor
being known to put his reasons for ap-
proving a bil! on record. But the bill
itself is somewhat of a new departure, and
the main opposition to it was on the
ground that the constitution forbids the
gppropr]atlon of state money or contract-
ing a debt for any internal improvement.
The governor discusses this point, and
takes the view that the paramount pur-
pose of the bill is the protection of the
life and property of the citizens of the
state, and that therefore it comes within
tnel province of the police powers of the
state.

CANAL 15 SURVEYE

COST ESTIMATED AT $210,000,000

Comparative Expense of the Route
Across the Isthmus of
Panama.

MNew York Sun Special Ssrvice

Washington, May 3.—The engineers,
who have been making a survey for a
canal in Nicaragua, have finished their
work and the last party will leave Grey-
town for home on the steamer that sails
May 11. The survey is practically done,
and a route has been selected and staked
out in detail. The rough estimate of the
cost of constructing a canal along this
line is $210,000,000, but that is subject to
a correction when the final report of the
engineer is received.

The cost of a canal across the isthmus
of Panama with five locks is estimated to
be $140,000,000 in addition to what has al-
ready been spent. The French company
will demand anywhere from $9,000,000 to
$125,000,000 for its franchise, property and
the work it has done, but would probably
settle for $75,000,000. A canal on a sea
level, according to the engineers, would
cost $250,000,000 in round numbers, with
one lock at the Panama end to protect it
from the remarkably high tide, varying
from twenty-five to thirty feet twice a
day.

In the opinion of engineers, a sea level
canal across the isthmus of Panama is
the most desirable, although it would be
the most expensive. The greatest objec-
tion to it is time required for its construc-
tion, which is estimated at.twenty years.
It is believed that with the work already
done a canal with locks across Panama
could be completed in six or seven years.
Ten years s the time fixed for the Nie-
aragua route. The reason that the sea
level canal at Panama would take so long
a time is that the space is limited and it
would be possible to work only a small
number of men and excavators. The
heavy digging is all at the water sheds,
within the limits of a few miles.

When the engineers return from Nic-
aragua the commission will complete its
final report, to be submitted to congress
in December.

MRS. RUSSELL DEAD

Once Defendant in a Sensational
Poisoning Case in Wisconsin.

Chippewa Falls, Wis., May 3.—Mrs. Rus-
sell, who, was the principal figure in the
famous Russell trial of ten years ago,
died at Bruce yesterday. The case was
one of the most noted in the country, and
attracted widespread attention.

Russell was accused of administering poi-
son to Bertha Erickson, causing death.

The trial was very sensational and re-
sulted in a verdict of guilty. The late
George W. Buffington and the late William
Carson, both of the Valley Lumber com-
pany, believed in the innocence of the de-
fendant and gave their aid in her de-
fense, standing the burden of the cost.

IN RETURN FOR RUSSIAN LOAN

Italy and Spain Will Not Objeet and
England May Be Won
Over.

Paris, May 3.—More of the fruits of
Foreign Minister DelCasse’s visit to Rus-
sia are beginning to be learned. It is
now stated on the best of authority that
in return for a French loan to meet the
expenses Russia has sustained in Man-
churia, Russia will support France in
taking possession of Morocco. Italy, it
is stated, will interpose no objections.
Spain has been satisfied and will come
in for a big indemnity for her own rights
surrendered.

In consequence of the new understand-
ing, the consul general of France to
Morocco has been sent to London*on a
mission to aid Ambassador Paul Cambon
in the negotiations with Lord Lansdowne
on the subject. England has received the
proposition coldly, but France hopes by
making concessions eisewhere to remove
British objections. <

The control of Morocco will round out
French possessions in northern Africa,
but will not, it is greatly feared, be as-
sured without 2 long and expensive mili-
tary campaign.

Berlin, May 3.—The Vossische Zeitung
says that Russia has arranged with a
group of French bankers for a loan of
500,000,000 francs. The paper adds that
this loan will not suffice for Russia’s
needs, and that consequently negotiations
for a further loan have been opened with
American and British bankers.

LOWEST FOR YEARS

Report

Foreign Sealing Schoomners
the Season’s Catch.

Victoria, B. C., May 3.—The foreign
sealing schooners have arrived here and
report the following catches, the lowest
for some years:. Alice I, Alger, 274; Tri-
umph, 279; Ocean Belle, 170; Florence M.
Smith, 352; Favorite, 161; Vive, 332; Lib-
bie, 117; Anioka, 76; and R. I. Morse, 68.
Among the catch were three seals brand-
ed by the United States on Pribyloff
islands. They were taken south of Cape
Flattery. But for the schooner Victoria
springing her mainmast, the fleet suffered
no injuries during the recent gales. The
season was not remarkable for rough
weather, but was too rough to permit
boats being lowered often, and although
numbers of seals were seen, they could
not be approached.

UNKNOWN CANADA

IN ARMOUR BEEF HOUSE

Thousand Cattle Are Rescued From
the Fourth Floor—Loss
Is $100,000.

Chicago, May 3.—Armour & Co.’s beef
house, a five-story brick covering nearly a
block, one of the largest buildings at the
stock yards, caught fire at 6:30 o’clock to-
day and was damaged by flames and water
to the value of $100,000.

On the fourth floor, awaiting slaughter,
were 1,000 live cattle, which were rescued
with great difficulty. The building also
contained 4,600 carcasses of dressed beef.

After an hour and a half of hard work,
the firemen conquered the flames.

BUTTERFLIES FOR PARKS

These Gaudy Insects to Be Supplied
in London as an Attraction.
London Daily Mail.

The parks committee of the London
county councilisconsidering an interesting
proposal, namely,the introduction of but-
terflies into the enclosures under its juris-
diction. The suggestion, which it seems
probable will be carried out, was made by
C. J. Longman of Paternoster-row. His
plan of action seems quite workable, and
he has wisely chosen three butterflies to
begin with those requirements are not
very great, which are very prolific and
which are among the most handsome of
our more common species.

The insects in question are the ‘“‘red ad-«
miral,” with its velvety black wings, ber«
dered with red and white; the “peacock,”
with its famous ‘“eyes,” and the pretty
little ‘“‘tortoiseshell.”” The food plant up-
on which the caterpillars live is the same
in all cases, being the stinging nettle,
enclosed for protection sake, upon which
a host of eggs or young grubs will be
placed.. The caterpillars are of the hairy
kind, unpalatable to many birds, but it
would be wise if precautions were adopted
to prevent the ubiquitous sparrow from
acquiring a taste for them, as he had
done for many of the plants cultivated in
the parks.

It may be objected that many of tha
butterflies may make use of their wings
and betake themselves to the country.
Possibly a number will, but it will be
easy in all probability to raise them in
great quantities. When they from time
to time emerge from their chrysalides
they are bound to be about the parks for
some time and take advantage of any
honey-producing flowers that they may
meet upon their way out.
