SPOTTERS' DAY OVER

THE SYSTEM OF BLACKLISTING

How It Works—The Northwest Is
Largely Free From the Dan-
gers of Crookedness,

the personnel of rallroad spotters in the
northwest during the past few months,
owing largely to the closer financial rela-
tionship which exists among the Jines.
The practice of spotting or of “keeping
tab” on certain employes. has long been
recognized as z legitimate means of pro-
tecting railroad funds and property. But
the dissemination of common sense and of
railroad lor: among employes has ren-
dered such extraordinary watchfulness as
formerly obtained quite unnecessary. In
other words, employes ull over the coun-
try are beginning to understand that it
pays to be good. A

The system of spotting jn the north-
west, which grew up under the crude
methods of accounting which was in vogue
yvears ago, has played out. Now there is
such an elaborate check on everything
and everybody that employes neither can
get together to defraud the companies nor
are they so foolish as to attempt it. There
are, of .course, exceptions, but the rail-
road life of such is short. Caught in a
piece of crookedness on one road, they
are black-listed and done for forever.

Blacklisting Process.

This blacklisting process is not, as many
suppose, an advertising scheme where an
erring employe is hounded to death by
having his record published to all the
railroads by circular or otherwise. Not
at all. The road he cheats knows him,
and that is enough for their purpose. The
other railroads are not informed as to
his shortcomings. Where he catches it
is when he is asked for references. If he
claims to hbe an experienced man he must
tell where he worked and why he left.
If he does not, he excites suspicion. Then
comes the letter to his old employers:
“What do you know of Mr. Jones?” Then
the answer: *“We cannot recommend
him,"” comes to send Mr. Erring Jones to
seek employment in another office, with
perbaps the same results.

Places Still Open.

Of course it does mot always happen
that a man cannot seeure work after hav-
ing made a mistake on one road. Some
far-western road, owing to the wildness
of the country and the inability to get
good men, are still open to most any
kind of a railroad man. But in the north-
west the system of espionage has reached
a point where it approximates the elab-
orate system of the east. There is no
chance for ‘““monkey work,” and there is
no army of cheap detectives performing
the work of watching, either. The men
who do the tabbing are accountants,
shrewd, trained men, who understand the
work that the employe is doing. A man
who knows nothing about the duties of a
conductor on a train could not watch him
with any degree of satisfaction. He could
be cheated ‘a dozen times and never know
it. But supposing.,he is an old conductor,
and has been over the line long enough
to know everything about it. Then he is
ready for the conductor and his mistakes.
The same is true of all branches of rail-
road service requiring careful inspection.
But the old order of things, the ‘“spot-
ters,” so-called, who were cheap “fly
bobs at best, are no more.

MRS. SCHILLING GUILTY

SO SAYS THE JURY 1IN

HER CASE

Mauslaughter in the Second Degree
~Minimum Penalty One Year
or $1,000 Fine.

After being out less than two hours, the
jury in the case of Bertha Schilling, the
variety actress who was charged with be-
ing accessory to the death of Hazel Mur-
phy, another actress, late yesterday aft-
ernogn returned a verdict of guilty of
maz?s‘aughter in the second degree.

As the jurors filed into the court room
Mrs. Schilling eyed each member with the
keenest interest. )

When the verdict was read she turned
pale, and for a moment sat as though
dazed, then tears came to her relief, and
she wept as though her heart would break.
In returning to the jail she could scarcely
walk, and it became necessary for Mrs.
Woodburn, the matron, and a deputy
sheriff to assist her.

The punishment for manslaugther in the
second degree is from one to fifteen years
in the penitentiary or $1,000 fine, or both.

The conviction of Mrs. Schilling grew
out of the death of Hazel Murphy, who
died from injuries received in a drunken
brawl at the Columbia theater on the
afternoon of April 1.

On the day named Mrs, Schilling and
May Murphy, a sister of the dead woman,
quarreled over beer money, and in the
course of the dispute the former is said
to have called Migs Murphy a vile name.

Late in the afternoon, the three women
met in the dressing room of the theater,
when May Murphy told her sister, who
had been sleeping on e trunk, and who
was intoxicated, what Mrs. Schilling had
said, and a rough and tumble fight en-
sued, during which Hazel Murphy received
injuries that resulted in her death a few
days afterwards. The theory of the pros-
ecution was, that death was due to one
or ‘more kicks in the abdomen, edmin-
istered by Mrs. Schilling during the brawl,
and this view was evidently taken by the

jury.

SAYS THEY'RE STARVING

SOLDIERS

IN THE PHILIPPINES

Extract From a Letter by a Boy
Whose Home Is Near Min-
neapolis.

The following extract from a letter by
a soldier stationed at Jayabas, Philippine
islands, throws light on conditions in the
commissary in that far-off country. For
obvious reasons the young man's name is
withheld, but he resides near Minneapo-
lis. A portion of his letter follows:

A fellow is out of luck who has a big
appetite here where short rations are the
regular thing, and for a change, no-rations
at all. But then we have learned .to make a
meal of bananas or cocoanuts when there is
nothing else forthcomirg.

For some reason unknown to us, the troops’
supplies are not accourted for. The men are
hungry and disatisfied and some of them are
getting weak. An officer inquired some time
ago why our boys were so badly run down,
and why they were not the men they used to
be. The question seemed hardly necessary.

When a man enlists in the army he ex-
pects to rough it, to go hungry once in a
while, or twice in a while, if necessary, but
he scarcely expects protracted starvation.
“Urcle Sam’s fighting machine” would do
better work if properly ofled.

There is another reason why it might be
well even to consider-a fighting machine. It
is this: It may be needed on some future
occasion. There is no place where a man’s
manhood counts for so little as in the army,
and for that reason many soldlers lose their
self respect.

DEMAND FOR IMPLEMENTS

RETAILERS

FEAR COMBINATION

Hence They Are Getting Their Fall
Orders in Ahead of
Time.

The report that the prospect is im-
proving for a combination in farm imple-
ment manufacturers is causing a great
many dealers throughout the state to
place their orders for fall goods now. They
anticipate an advance in price. These
orders are not being solicited as a general
thing by the impiement jobbers. They
come voluntarily in almost every instance
and many of them are being telephoned.
A similar activity was noted in ’'99 when
an attempt was made to form a combina-
tion, but then the implement world did
not have the faith in the ability of the
manufacturers to get together that they
show now.

Southern Minnesota has sent the best
business in farm implements to Minne-
apolis this year. The northwest wheat
country with its short crop of last sea-
son carried over a large amount of goods
and the dealers have been cleaning up
the stocks this spring. The demand from
the south for implements and vehicles
has been exceptionally good. The Min-
nesota farmers are preparing to take life
easy. They are buying many buggies in-
cluding some of the finest models whole-
saled at this point.

Corn tools are in demand, which is a
pleasing item for the wholesaler. An in-
creased traffic in corn tools indicates an
increased acreage of corn,and that in turn
brings visions of more hogs. Implement
men are pleased with the prospect of an-
other packing plant at South St. Paul.
They believe that it will be a big help to
the implement traffic from this point.
