BOOKS IN SWEDISH
Addition to;the Modern Literature

•' of the Public Library. >: -
A MOVE THAT MEETS APPROVAL

Prominent Swedes Have Felt That
Their Literature Was Not

Fairly Represented.

The -literature of Sweden is not fairly
represented in the public library. At least
that is the opinion of many Swedish resi-
dents of Minneapolis, " who have started
a movement to secure more books printed
in their language for the library and its
branches. Former Alderman J. A. Nor-
deen, one of the leaders in the movement,
says that considering the. large Scandi-
navian population of Minneapolis the lit-
erature of Norway, :Sweden and Denmark
has not its proportionate share' of books
in the library, and that the fact is to be
brought to the attention'of .the board by
representative Swedes in a short time.
Mr. Xordeen states the situation thus:

We have talked the matter over for some
time and have made up our minds to appeal
to the board for relief. I urderstand, of
course, that ruch requests are always con-
sidered carefully and that the board is dis-
posed to do the best It can for all classes.
1 think the people of |my . nationality have
been perhaps remiss. in not pressing their
claims for recognition and that the board
will do something to help as out as soon
as possible. - \u25a0; . '

Mr. Xordeen's remarks induced a
Journal man to investigate the caus><?
of his lament at the library, and the in-
formation he secured . will he welcome
news for the entire Swedish population of
the city. The board has Just spent $100
for modern, Swedish books, sixty'or sev
enty volumes in all. The books are now
in the hands of the binders, having been
purchased in Sweden with paper covers.
They are all catalogued and will be ready
for use in a few days.

Miss Gratia Countryman said that the
board -was desirous of giving the public
exactly what it wanted.* - If more books
in the Swedish or Norwegian languages
are needed, the board will undoubtedly
supply them at the proper time, being
governed, of course, by its financial capa-
bilities. x

If more Swedish books are purchased,
requests should come through Mr. Aske-
land of the South Side library, or Victor
Neilson, of the East Side branch.

Miss Countryman said that $100 worth
of standard books in the Norwegian lan-
guage were purchased last fall. The new
Swedish books are mostly works of fiction
by modern writers.

road over the Winona & Western road on
Saturday resulted, it is understood, .in a
very strong impression in favor of the
purchase of the. line. While the terms
at which it is proposed to make the trans-
fer are kept secret, it is understood the
figure is somewhere In the neighborhood of
$800,000. Should the purchase be made it
will be a foregone conclusion that the
Chicago Great Western will build the
twenty miles of road between*" Osage and
Mason City connecting the Winona &
Western . with the Mason City & Fort
Dodge road, which, with the already de-
termined extensions from Fort Dodge ;to
Sioux City and Omaha, would ' give a
through line from those places to Winona
and the twin cities: Some fear has "been
expressed here that if the sale is made
the Great Western will abolish the Wi-
nona & Western shops in this city.

Rochester, Minn., May 6.—The building

of the , branch .of the Chicago Great Wes-
tern railroad from Mantorvllle to this city
is now almost a. certainty. President
Stickney and his officials'and the Winona
&'Western 'officials Saturday spent some
time inspecting Rochester's railroad prop-
erty and Rochester as a business center,
leaving with a most favorable opinion.
It is now believed the purchase of the W.
& W. will be made and the extension
built early this summer, so that by fall
Great Western trains will be running over
these lines. .

ACTIVITY7N THE NORTH

Railroad Build in Northern Mln-

:. Duluth, May 6.—Much railway building
is under way in this region and many
men will be employed all the year. Pre-
liminary work on the Duluth, Virgina &
Rainy River has begun and some survey,
crews have been sent out from Virginia.
The projectors of the line expect to be
grading the coming winter and to push
the road with.all speed thereafter. They
will' have the preliminary surveys done
this season and will locate a long stretch
of the southerly end of the road. They
are now closing contracts for the delivery
of timber, aside from their own, at the
lower end of the lines, where it can be
turned over to local mills, to waterways
or to other roads for Duluth and neigh-
boring points. There are three railroads
reaching Virginia from this city.

The report, in connection with the pur-
chase of the Halvorsen & Richards Neeb-
lsh-Red Lake line by the Northern Pacific,
that the buyer would operate the line and
extend it to the new Minnesota & Inter-
national,- is not correct. The former own-
ers will continue to operate it while their
logging contracts last, and will extend it
to the International road at some one of
the new towns along the line. They will
use the line for carrying on.their logging
contracts for some years to come.

The bridge contractors on the Canadian
Northern. from Rainy Lake to the present
end of track 100 miles east of there, have
more. than six miles of bridge work to do.
Of this the Rainy Lake bridge will be two
miles long, that at Bear Pass 2,010 feet,
and that at Red Gut 1,590 feet. For these
bridges 20,000,000 feet of timber has been
gotten out, which, with the ties, poles,
piling and posts for 100 miles^ has made
an immense amount of work.
; The contractors for the Minnesota & In-
ternational road, running north from Be-
midji, this week put on night crews with
steam shovels, and will complete the track
to Blackduck in a month. The locating
engineers are now within twenty-five

miles of the international boundary at
Koochiching, and will have their work
completed in a few weeks.
