B. B. Park Fires.

Saturday’s fire at the St. Louis ball park,
causing a loss of $20,000 or more, has started
a shower of reminiscences of ball park fires.
The Globe-Democrat sporting page contains
the following memoirs: ‘‘During the past
several years there have been many fires
in the various parks of the country. The
year 1894 was particularly noted for the num-
ber of fires that occurred and the large dam-
age that several clubs in the league suffered.
The first conflagration of that season cccurred
in. Boston on May 15 during a game between
the Baltimore and Boston clubs. The fire was
discovered in the bleachers during the third
inning of the game. It spread quickly, and
before it was finally extinguished the entire
seating capacity of the grounds, including
fences and several adjoining buildings had
been destroyed. The grounds were reopened
on July 20, about two months after the fire.
On. Aug. 5 of the same year a fire was discov-
ered in the grand stand at Chicago. It was
extinguished with some little trouble, the
damage done amounting to about $4,000. The
very next day the magnificent grand stand
at Philadelphia was totally destroyed. The
structure that replaced the destroyed stand
cost $75,000. On Aug. 28, about three weeks
after the first fire, the Chicago grand stand
and adjoining seats again were in the clutches
of the destroying demon. This time he did
his work more completely, the entire struc-
ture succumbing, entailing a loss of $19,000,
The next day the grand stand at the ball park
at Lima, Ohio, was destroyed. Early in Jan-
uary of the following year the stands at Union
Park, Baltimore, were discovered on fire, not
a vestige of the seating capacity of the park
being left when the fire finally was gotten
under. control. Here in St. Louis, on April
16, 1898, fire broke out in the grand stand
during the second inning. So rapid was the
spread of the flames that several people had
narrow escapes from death. The Chicagos
were the Browns' opponents in that game,
Aug. 12, 1899, the buildings of the Louisville
club were destroyed at a loss of $7,000. Last
summer the stands at League park, in Cin-
cinnati, were compietely demolished by fire.
Last Saturday’s at League park was the first
of this season.’”

Baseball is enjoying great popularity among
the colleges, particularly in the east. This
is most gratifying, as it popularizes a sport
which should belong to all classes, but which
for several reasons not necessary to be re-
counted here, might have lost caste. Baseball
has not yet risen to the dignity of football in
the college athletic curriculum, but a great
deal more attention is paid to it. As an all-
around outdoor game it is, of course, unex-
celled, for football as now played requires &
certain physique and the average student is
practically barred from participation.

The inevitable result of the increased Inter-
est in the game has been a quickening of the
play. To such an extent has there been an
improvement that the college teams have been
able to hold their own with the strongest pro-
fessional clubs and even wrest games away
h:om them. Several National, American and
Eastern League teams have fallen before such
clever teams as Yale, Princeton, Georgetown
and Illinois had in the field this year. Man-
hattan would have won also had the rest of
the team been able to keep the pace set by
young Thielman, the Minnesota boy.

Collegians have always had an excellent in-
fluence on the game, redeeming it from many
features which are distasteful to the average
fan. The more college players to enter the
professional ranks the better it will be for
the managers, the players and the spectators.
Men of the character of Tenney, Lewis, Fultz,
Lauder, Roy Thomas, Powers, Dale, Gear,
Charley Rice and others toe numerous to
mention, but whose names do not occur at a
moment’s thought are greatly to be desired.
A considerable influx of collegians into league
ranks is expected this year, as the stigma
of being a professional has long sinbce been
removed. Fifteen years ago a colegian who
after leaving college became a professional
even to help him secure means for continuing
his education, practically ostracized himself.

YACHTING

So far as known, only one fast sailing
craft is being built on Lake Minnetonka
this summer. It is being turned out at
Peterson’s bhoat yard, and was ordered by
a syndicate of St. Paul yachtsmen who
confidently count on Mr. Peterson to
give them a boat which will beat any-
thing now afloat or ,to be launched
this season at White Bear. Dr. McLaren
of St. Paul will handle the tiller. The
doctor inspected the boat, now fasf near-
ing completion, during the past week, and
has expressed himself as very well sat-
isfied with her appearance.

An exact description ‘of the boat is not
to be had at this time, for the mystery
which usually surrounds the bullding of a
speedy boat is well nigh impenetrable at
Peterson’s, and, of course, Dr. McLaren
is saylng as little as possible. Some of
the dimensions of the boat have neverthe-
less leaked out. She is 29 feet over all,
71 or 8 feet abeam, and very thin and
shallow. She is sloop-rigged, designed to
sail in the 20-foot class of the Inter-lake
association, and is what local yachtsmen
call a perfect type of the scow boat, now
so familia ron inland waters. The boat
will carry 500 feet of sail. :

The scow boat model has been gradual-
ly evolved out of that radical departure
in yachting designs—the Onawa—which
made its appearance and led everything in
the Minnetonka Yacht Club proceseion in
1893. Thei dea of the Onawa was sug-
gested to Dwyer by the style of the Al-
pha, E. J. Phelps’ boat, and the Kite,
William Peet, Skipper, boath eastern im-
portations on the lake that season.

The New Pattern.

It may be said in this connection that
to Minnetonka and to Dwyer belongs the
credit for a pattern of racing machine, at
first contemptuously styled canoes, which
has since been followed in big and little
yachting circles throughouit the country.
The year of the Onawa's appearance she
created such a furore in yachting circles

that the Minnetonka builder was liberally
supplied with orders from the east and
built many fast ones for Boston and New
York waters. Notable among them was
the Apukwa, for Mr. Teft, which beat
anything of its class in the Boston Yacht
Club, and the Griise, which made trouble
for everything at Buzzards Bay. The
knockabout boats of that quarter which
were supposed to be invincible with any-
thing of their size were easily distanced.

It was soon after the Onawa’s record-
breaking performance that the New York
Yacht Club sent to Ward Burton, owner of
the wonder, and asked ‘for a model of the
boat to be placed on exhibition there,
which request was declined with thanks.

The scow boats have been developed
since 1895. The Grilse was a modified
cross between the knockabouts and race-
abouts, with a thin keel.

The fact that there are only a few
boats of the scow type, perhaps largeély
accounts for the rather independent out-
look for sailing at 'Tonka this year. The
club has not had time to grow up to the
type, and next year will undoubtedly see
a big revival in sailing.
