FOREIGN MISSION CONFERENCE

Chairmen of Committees Report—
Address on *“The Student
Veolunteer.”

Philadelphia, May 15.—In accordance
with thé recommendation of the Presby-
terian general assembly a conference on
foreign missions was held to-day in the
Auditorium of the Witherspoon building
under the direction of the hoard of foreign
missions with the chalrman of the synod-
jcal and Presbyterian committees and
representatives of the women's mission
board. The morning session was devoted
to the reading of reports and discussion
of topics of interest to mission workers.

The conference was conducted by Rev.
Dr. Thomas Marshall of Chicago, fleld
gpecretary of the foreign mission board.
To-night there will be a session of the
conference, when an important address
will be made by Rev. Courtney H. Fenn
of Peking, China.

After devotional exercises, Rev. Dr.
Charles A. Dickey, moderator of the gen-
eral assembly, delivered an address which-
was followed by verbal reports from
chairmen of foreign mission committees,
of synods and of presbyteries and other
Teports.

Rev. John Balcom Shaw, D. D., chair-
man of the foreign missions committee,
synod of New York, spoke on “The Duties
and Work of the Synodical and Presby-
terial Committees.”” Dr. Shaw said the
committee met with many obstacles, due

principally to inertia on the part of min-
isters. He explained the methods by
which the committee endeavored to
arouse interest in the foreign mission
qQuestion, and concluded by advising all
commiitee members to aim at the pas-
tors who lack interest and courage.

William H. Glysteen of the Unibn The-
olegical seminary of New York delivered
an interesting address on “The Student
Volunteer.” He told of the movement's
ineeption in 1885, and how it had grown
from 100 students to 7,000 now working
in the missionary field.

HE WAS CONVICTED IN MONTANA

Association Maintains the Younsg
Indian Was Not Responsible
for the Murder.

‘Washington, May 15.—The Indian
Rights’ association has started a move-
ment in favor of a pardon for Little
Whirlwind, a young member. of the
Northern Cheyenne tribes, who the as-
soclation thinks was unjustly convicted
of murder in Montana and gentenced to
imprisonment for life. All appeals in the
Indian's behalf are to be forwarded
promptly to Governor Toole of Montana.
In the statement to its members the as-
sociation says:
_Four years ago Little Whirlwind and his
brother, Spotted Hawk, were convicted of the
murder of a sheep herder named Hoover.
Stanley, the real murderer, confessed his
crime to three witnessed before.the trial, but
after being arrested he was induced to make
4 statement implicating Spotted Hawk and
Little Whirlwind, under promise on the part
of the prosecuting attorney that he would
receive a light sentence. The two accused
Indians were tried separately, although the
evidence was practically the same, and both
were declared guilty. Spotted Hawk was
sentenced to be hanged and Little Whirlwind
condemned to imprisonment for life. Stanley
escaped with a short sentence of five years in
the penitentiary. The attorneys for Spotted
Hawk took the case to the supreme court,
where the decision of the lower court was re-
versed on the ground of insufficient evidence.
The county officials not having any new evi-
dence to submit abandoned the case and
Spotted Hawk was given his liberty.

In the case of Little Whirlwind an appeal
was not made for a new trial and he bas
been conflned in the penitentiary ever since,
in accordance with the decree of the court.
Had action been promptly taken on his be-
half he, too, would now be enjoying his lib-
erty. About a year and a half ago Stanley,
the real murderer, died in prison, but before
his death he made a statement to the effect
that he alone had committed the crime, and
that Little Whirlwind was absolutely inno-
cent. Notwithstanding this the governor of
Montana refused to pardon Little Whirlwind
when the facts were brought to his atten-
tion, eclaiming that the Indian had been
glven a fair trial and he believed him guilty.

Hansbrough in the Denying Business

Senator Hansbrough of North Dakota
ran over from New York the other day,
but did not stay long. He will remain in
the metropolis and in Washington until
the “latter part of the month, when he
will start for North Dakota for the sum-
mer. The senator denles with a good
deal of vehemence the rumor that he has
made big money in Wall street during
the recent stock activity. He does not
strenuously deny, however, that he took
a small flyer or two, very early in the
game, but says that his winnings are
hardly worth mentioning. He has had no
particular interest in the stock market,
but has spent his time on private busi-
ness matters. It is also denied that any
of the other northwestern senators dab-
bled in stocks, save, possibly, Mr. Petti-
grew of South Dakota, who is understood
to have admitted the soft impeachment.
Senatar Hansbroughsays that he is staying
in the east very largely on account of
the McKenzie case. He does not want to
go home until after the president has
acted on the petition for a pardon.

MecCleary Going Abroad.

Representative McCleary of Minnesota
has decided not to visit the Philippines
this year. This week, with his wife and
son, he will go to Atlantic City for a
week or ten.days, and then he will start
for the west, remaining two weeks at the
Buffalo expositign.  He will not remiain
in Minnesota long, but will probably start
for the trip to Europe early in the sum-
mer. ‘While abroad it is Mr, McCleary’'s
intention to spend some time studying at
close range the gquestion of municipal
and government ownership. At Glasgow
he will study the former, and in Belgium
the latter. “He thinks that this is to be
a live question in the future, and he de-
sires to post himself thoroughly regard-
ing it. His investigations will be those of
a student and not of a partizan.

Cullom Studying Reciproecity.

Senator Cullom of Illinoils, who expects
to be chairman of the foreign relations
committee in the senate reorganization
next winter, called upon Reciprocity Com-
missioner Kasson this morning to make
arrangements for thoroughly familiarizing
himself with the reciprocity situation, Mr.
Cullom intends to make a special study
of this subject this summer and will try
to put the treaties through when next
the senate meets. He believes the west is
particularly desirous of having the French
treaty ratified, and it would open the door
for the agricultural machinery in which
Chicago and the northwest is interested,
and probably for corn, the market for
which the whole Missistippl valley is de=-
sirous to extend, otherwise the results of
the corn kitchen at the Paris exposition,
maintained at so great an expense in
order to educate the French people in the
use of corn, will be nullified.

Reclaiming Arid Lands,

The industrial commission to-day voted
to ask H. W. Camgbell of Hill City, Kan,,
to make an lnvemgnuon of the sub-arid
lands of the belt in which he lives, with
a view to discovering the best methods,
apart from irrigation, of making them
yield crops. Mr, Campbell, who is an in-
ventor of agricultural mackinery, has long
had an idea that through processes of
treating subsoil much might be done with
these lands, even without artificial water
supplies. The industrial commission will
glive circulation to his findings in the form
of a report.
