ONE FAITH DOES FOR ALL
THE PRESBYTERIAN ASSEMBLY

First Seailun of the 113th Annual
Gathering Held In Phil-

adelphia.

Philadelphia. May 16.—The 113th Pres-
byterian general assembly "was called to
order by Moderator Rev. Charles A. Dick-
ey, at 11 o'clock to-day in Calvary Pres-
byterian church. The church was not
sufficiently large to accommodate the
crowds and many were turned away. As
each commissioner and alternate handed
In his certificate he was presented with
a handbook Issued by the Philadelphia
committee of arrangements containing all
the Information necessary to those attend-
ing the assembly. The fly-leaf bears the
following inscription:

1701-1901—Philadelphia welcomes the gen-
eral aasemply of the Presbyterian church in
the United States of America at the opening
of the twentieth century. The Presbyterians
of the city, in which the general presbytery
1705, the general synod (1717), and tlie genera?
assembly (1789) were organized, tender cordial
greetings to the representatives of the church
In the two hundredth year since the installa-
tion of the pastor of the first Presbyterian
church of Philadelphia and the one hundred
and ninety-sixth year since the establishment

the auditorium of the Witherspoon build-
ing, Mrs. Darwin R. James of Brooklyn,
president, in the chair. There were forty-
six delegates in attendance.

The morning session was devoted to
the reading of reports. Mrs. F. D. Palmer
of New York, general secretary of the
Freedmen's department, reported an in-
crease in contributions of $5,878 over last
year's receipts, the advance in two years
being $14,146. The contributions of the
churches, the young people's societies, the
Sabbath schools and individuals direct to
the board of missions for Freedmen for
the financial year ending April 16, 1901,
aggregated $78,071. The women's mis-
sionary societies, Sabbath schools, young
people's societies and miscellaneous gifts
aggregated $61,308. This amount has been
applied as follows: Teachers' salaries,
$18,954; scholarships, $15,829; building
fund, $7,192; general fund, $19,731. The
report concludes:

One of the great achievements of the nine-
teenth century in America has been the
progress of the emancipated negro. The
women of the Presbyterian church have
borne a noble part in emancipating the wom-
en of the race from the bondage of ignorance
and immorality through Christian education.

The report of the treasurer, Miss S. F.
Lincoln of New York showed the receipts
for the year to be $357,201, of which
amount $60,353 was designated for the
board of missions for freedmen and $296.-
--833 for the women's board of home mis-
sions. The receipts show an Increase of
$6,862 over last year. The disbursements
for the year amounted to $321,581, exceed-
ing the receipts by $24,747. The per-
manent fund amounts to $17,000.

Speaking People," was participated in by
Mrs. J. C. Ross of Albuquerque, N. M.;
Miss Lydia A. Hays, New Mexico, and
the Rev. Dr. J.. Milton Grone of Porto
Rico.

It is said that this ia likely to
greatly simplify the adjustment of troubles
in Venezuela growing out of rival claims to
certain deposits.

BUMPER CROP TALK

PALOUSE COUNTRY WELL SOAKED

Other Section* Are Vast Gardeni-
—Output of 30,000,000 Bunli-

ela Entlmutod.

Special to The Journal.
Spokane, Wash., May 16.—Washington's

wheat crop for the year 1901 will surpass
anything in the annala of the state, unless
come unforseen disaster should occur.
Reports from the great wheat belt of the
eastern part of the state are of the most
glowing character, E. Oardin, president
of the Seattle Grain company, estimates
that the yield of wheat in Washington

this year will not be lees than 30,000,000
bushels.

"All this is needed in the Big Bend
country," said Mr. Cardin, "is a good rain
to make the crop secure. This rain should
come in June, and if it does, the crop is
made and it will be a bumper.

'"Conditions in this state are almost
perfect. Winter wheat came through in
fine shape and is looking splendidly. The
spring sowing is very large. I can't say
how great has been the increase in acre-
age over last year, but it must have been
very large. In many communities in the
Big Bend country, where a year ago there
was little cultivated land, there are now
many farms with their first year's crop
growing in nice shape."

The Palouse country, like the Big Bend,
is a smiling garden of green grain. The
deep soil of the'Palouse, it is said. Is
thoroughly soaked with moisture from
last winter's rains and snows, and is like
an immense sponge. This of itself should,
in the opinion of grain men, insure a very
heavy crop, unless hot winds Just before
harvest time should dry the grain when it
Is in the "milk" stage.

Railroad officials are preparing to han-
dle an immense wheat crop. Both the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific are
making especial preparations in the way
of new motive power and equipment.

The only feature of the situation about
which there is some anxiety is as to the
price. Just now there is very little or
no grain moving, and the market is stag-
nant. Grain exporters will not venture
a guess as to the probable price of wheat
next season.

A reassuring feature of the situation,
however, is the fact that the market for
Washington flour is steadily expanding,
and more and more wheat is being ground

into flour every year and shipped in this
form to foreign countries.

VISITING AMBASSADOR
Representative of France Visit* the

University of Chicago.

Chicago, May 16.—M. Jules Cambon,
French ambassador to the United States,
arrived in this city to-day. He was met
by Henry Moru, French consul at Chi-
cago; Jame3 Deerlng and a committee
from the University of Chicago. This is
M. Cambon's first visit to Chicago and is
chiefly for the purpose of sanctioning the
co-operation of the alliance Francaise and
the University of Chicago.

At 3:30 p. m. he was taken to the Uni-
versity of Chicago, where a welcome was
extended to.him by Professor E. James
and the ambassador, in response, told of
the work of the alliance Francaise. A re-
ception at the Quadrangle club will be
followed at 7 o'clock by a dinner et the
Union League club. M. Cambon's visit
is expected to last until Sunday.

Rumor That London Had Been

Drawn Upon la Denied.

London, May 16. —Inquiries made at the
Bank of England to-day show there is no
truth in the same circulated by a news
agency in the United States that the Bank
of Paris and the Credit Lyonnais of Paris,
Tuesday and Wednesday, withdrew
£5,000,000 from the London market, and
that it was thought probable that £2,000,-
--000 additional will be withdrawn to-mor-
row. No gold has been withdrawn from
France and the officials of the Bank of
England have not even heard of any in-
tended withdrawals of gold from London
for the Russian loan, which was alleged
to have been the cause of the action of
the Bank of Paris and the Credit Lyon-
nais.

Strike Certain In Milwaukee Lnless

Pay Is Increased. .
Milwaukee, Wis., May 16.—Representa-

tives of the Milwaukee branch of the In-
ternational Machinists' association last
night received a copy of the strike order
from President O'Connell ordering a strike
in Milwaukee In every shop controlled by

the National Metal Trades association on
Monday unless the demand for an in-
crease of 12% per cent is granted. The
Allis and Filer and Stowell companies, em-
ploying 2,000 men, will not sign. The man-
ufacturers' association held a secret meet-
Ing, but would give out nothing as to what
transpired.

HIS SHIP REACHES PORT.
Detroit, May 16,—Robert D. Wagstaff,

marine editor of the Detroit Free Presß
for the past ten or twelve years, died
here to-day of tuberculosis. He was one
of the best-known newspaper men on the
great lakes, and was considered an au-
thority on marine matters. Mr. Wag-
staff, who was unmarried, was born in
Buffalo, thirty-four years ago.

CONVICTED OF KILLINGA PRIEST
Philadelphia, May 16.—1n the case of Ja-

cob Wynne charged with the murder of
Rev. Father Charles P. Riegel, a verdict
of guilty of murder in the second degree
has been rendered. Father Riegel, who
had charge of the Roman Catholic church
at Cheltenham, Pa., near here was found
dead on a doorstep in the "tenderloin"
district on January 6th.

The male mem-
bers of the Institution are also discussing the
subject with 'much wrath and will seek; ex-
planation from the faculty as to the advisa-
bility of such teachings. ,'. \. Professor Clark occupies the chair of Eng-
lish at the Methodist Institution in Kvanston.
Following up a recitation he began a discus-
sion of women of the present day to 'the
members ;of hi 3class. In . comparison, ,he
said, the modern woman is scarcely the equal
of her mother or grandmother. THe college-
bred - woman, he. then remarked, generally
proves a failure as the manager of a house-
hold and la unable to completely fill the do-
mestic requirements necessary to make the
home an abode of comfort.

It was then that he is reported to have
given this sage advice to the young men of
his class: "You young men who are looking
for wives among the college-bred women of

to-day are on the wrong track. If you ever
do get one, God help you." \u25a0 . ,

The deep alienee with which these remarks
were received led Professor Clark to say:
"People call me a reprobate because" I was
reared In the Methodist faith by my parents,
but did. not myself become a member of the
Methodist church."

Consternation arose Id the class, for its
members had been led to believe that their
Instructor was a pillar of the faith. There
waa more to come, however, for the educator
is said to have concluded his few remarks
anent church matters by saying:

"A good many rules of the Methodist
church are too narrow for a broad-minded
man to follow."
