"The higher the type of physical devel-
opment the better for humanity," said Dr.
Stone. "I believe in contests of skill and
strength. The best illustration of the
benefits derived from athletic encounters
is found in the history of the Greeks and
Romans. They acquired the greatest phy-
sical perfection mainly because of their
outdoor games and their tests of skill and
endurance in field and arena. In Germany
and England to-day much time is given
over to athletics and the people are bene-
fltted thereby. In their towns and villages
they have always indulged in public trials
of physical strength. Sometimes it is box-
ing or prize fighting or boating or field
games.

"Stripped of gambling and drinking,
prize fighting, horse racing and many
other games condemned' by the unin-
formed are healthful and good. There is
too little athletic diversion among the
people of to-day. I should be very sorry
to see the world made up of people who
took no more strenuous kind of exercise
than walking up and down the lake shore
drive, Fifth avenue or Picadllly." ;

Chicago, May 16.—Carl Krueger, the
third patient in surgical history to sur-
vive an operation for the removal of the
stomach, ate bis dinner with his family at
HTO Winnemac avenue yesterday for the
first time since he left home to have his
stomach cut out at the Illinois Medical
college, a month ago.

After a generous meal of chicken soup,
malted milk, mashed potatoes and coffee,
Krueger said that he felt perfectly well,
barring a touch of rheumatism in the left
leg. In a month he hopes to recover his
strength sufficiently to go back to work at
his trade as a florist.

For years Krueger suffered from can-
cer of the stomach. The malignant growth
had spread to such an extent that he was
but a short time ahead of death. Dr. B.
D. Eads, professor of surgery at the Ill-
inois college, told the sufferer that his
only chance lay in having his stomach re-
moved, and that this chance was none too
great, but was worth the taking. Accord-
ing to the surgeons there is no reason
why Kruger should not live to old age,
if he sticks to "spoon-victuals."
