PROPOSALS

PROPOSALS FOR STATE PRINTING.
Sealed proposals will be received at the

office of the Secretary of State until 12 o'clock
noon, on Wednesday, the 12th day of June,
1901, for the execution of the printing and
binding for the State of Minnesota, as re-
quired by the

THIRD AND FIFTH CLASSES
of the classification of state printing, fcr
the period of one year from the Ist day of
August, 1901, to the Ist day of August. 1902,
as specified by chapter 2t9 of the Laws cf
18S7.

Proposals for printing inu&t state a fixed
rate for composition, press work, ruling and
binding, respectively, said rates not to exceed
the maximum rates established by iLe com-
missioners of printing. All bids must include
the furnishing of paper stock and all material
required to complete the work.

Each bid shall be in writing, sealed and
addressed to the secretary of state, and shall
be accompanied by a bond, executed in duo
form by the bidder, with at least two good
and sufficient sureties, to be approved by the
commissioners of printing, in the penal sum
of not less than ten thousand dollars ($lO
conditioned for the faithful performance cf!
such class or classes of said printing as may j
be awarded to said bidder and for the pay-
ment, as liquidated damages by said bidder
To the state, of any excess of cost over the
bid or bids of such bidders which the state
may be compelled to pay for such work by
reason of the failure of said bidder to eom-
pleta his contract. Said bond to be null and
void if no contract is awarded to him. No
bid unaccompanied by said bond shall be
entertained by the said commissioners of
printing.

The contract will be let to the lowest bid-
der; provided, that all printing and binding
to be let by said commissioners shall be per-
formed within the State of Minnesota. Pro-
vided, further, that &aid commissioners shall
have the right to rejet t any and all bids, if
in their judgment said bids are too high, or
If the interest of the state will be better pro-

tected thereby. Contractors performing work
outside the limits of St. Paul must pay all
charges for transportation of same to and
from said city, as required by statute.

Blanks for proposals, with instructions re-
garding the execution of state printing
upon which bids will be conditioned, may
be had at the office of the secretary of state.

The printing of the state, to be let in separ-
ate contracts, for the ensuing year is as fol-
lows:

Third Class—The printing and binding of
all reports and other documents ordered by
the legislature, or either branch thereof, or
by the executive departments, to be printed
in pamphlet or book form, together with the
volumes of executive documents, constituting
the third class.

Fifth Class—The printing of all blanks, cir-
culars and miscellaneous work necessary for
the use of the executive departments, other
than such es are printed in pamphlet form,
constituting the fifth class.

k BIG LABOR TRUST
Federation of All Trades Is Coming,

Says Shaffer.

'TIS A TENDENCY OF THE TIMES

Corporate Interests Have Biased the
Way—Metal Workers Will

Take the Initiative.

Special to The Journal.
Milwaukee, Wis., Mar 17.—A federation

of all the trades engaged Id metal work in
the United States is regarded by Presi-
dent T. J. Shaffer, of the Amalgamated
Association of Iron, Steel and Tin Work-
ers, as the ultimate outcome of the ten-
dency of the corporate interests to com-
bine. President Shaffer arrived in Mil-
waukee last night with the wage commit-
tee of his association, which begins its
work in advance of the convention.

"The different organizations in the
metal trades," said President Shaffer,
"are certain to get together and be or-
ganized into one large organization—a
labor trust if you will, but acting strictly

within our rights. 1 have taken up the
matter with the American Federation of
Labor and expect to receive a reply from
them within a chort time. I am in favor
of making the organization through the
American Federation of Labor; but if it
is not consummated through their co-oper-
ation and assistance, I expect to see the
time when It will be done through a sep-
arate association.

"It is inevitable with the present con-
ditions and the heads of the labor organ-
izations see it. The developments of the
last year have had their effect on the
minds of the working people and instead
of working separately we could accom-
plish much more by working together."

DROP A MILLION
Xew York Victims of the Chicago

Corner in Corn.

Xew York, May 17.—New York export-
ers of grain end the jobbers in this city
who act as middlemen between the ware-
house men and shippers have, it is said,
been caught in the Chicago corn corner
to the extent of about $1,000,000. The loss
falls ou a number of members of the
Produce Exchange, and there is a good
deal of gloom around that building. It is
the practice ou the exchange to sell
futures agaiiist purchases for export, if
the corn market looks weak. In this way
the brokers speculate in their own orders.
The big and little alike have been hit in
the great Chicago corner, and while the
losses in New York have not been as great
as they have been in the Chicago board
of trade, the effects of the corner have
\u25a0been felt throughout the exporting trade
quarter.
