LIBRARIES FOR THE COUNTRY

The American Sunday School Union
Takes Important Step.

The American Sunday School Union
of Philadelphia is interesting it-
self in libraries for rural dis-
tricts. “Millions of dollars,” says a
representative of the union, ‘““have been
given in the past year to provide libraries
for some of the largest and richest cities
of our country. The country districts are
far more destitute of literature, and gen-
grally quite unable to purchase it. The
American Sunday School Union conducts
its publication work, not for money-
making, but for the widest usefulness, and
proposes that appeals be made to enable
the society to distribute its literature in
larger amounts and at lower rates to the
needy. Foremost among the needs are:

Circulating Libraries for Rural Townships—
Appeals come for a thousand libraries, which
could be wisely placzd in a thousand rural
communities in the southern states. These
would ‘cost from $10 to §50 each. As many
more such libraries could be wisely used in
rural communities in the southwestern and
western states and on the Pacific coast.

Religious Reading for Prisons—There are
over a million of ‘‘dependent and delinquent
persons’ in the United States. The union has
done much for them, and with the requisite
funds can do much more.

Helps for the Study of the Bible for the
Adult Immigrants—Swedes, Norwegians,
Danes and other foreigners coming to our
country, and the new Spanish populations in
Porto Rico, Cuba and the Philippines, call
for special religious publications.

Bibles and Religious Reading for Homes—
The union’s missionaries could supply a
bhundred thousand non-church-going families
with & Testament or Bible, or with some book
filled with the marrow of the gospel.

The funds, of -which only the income can be
used for distributing publications are: Buck-
nell fund, $5,000; Cope fund, $1,000; Liberia
fund, $546; Book fund, $13,019; Brace fund,
§14,917, and parts of the income from other
funds. At least $20,000 a year ir required to
meet the ordinary calls, and $50,000 for sup-
plying ecirculating libraries in rural districts.
The present income is totally inadequate to
for the work proposed.

Something About Career of Man
Talked Of for Coadjutor.

Rev. Dr. William S. Rainsford of St.
George’s Episcopal church, New York,has
warm friends in the diocese of Minnesota.
He has been before the public for a good
while and is pretty well known in the west
as well as in the east,yet something about
his career will be read with interest just
now when his name is being mentioned
in connection with post of coadjutor. One
of his Minnesota friends gives a state-
;nent concerning him in substance as fol-
oOWS:

Dr. Rainsford was born in Dublin, Ireland.
He came to Canada with a party of emi-
grants. After having ‘seen them settled he
came over into the states and from St. Paul
started for the Pacific coast. The passion for
hunting’ which led him to take this step has
not deserted him now at the age of 50.

After finishing his education and having
had a successful rectorship in Toronto, he
went to St. George's church, New York,
eighteen years ago. He found the church
burdened with'a debt of $35,000. As a matter
of fact the church was for sale, but no
purchaser- could be found. Rainsford found
fou,rteen families on the church roster. He
gravely remarked that he ‘‘preached seven of

¥ -
these out.” Then he sald, *We got down to
hard pan and were ready to begin bullding.”
To-day St. George's church, New York, is one
of the largest churches in America, with
1,877 families, 4,600 communicants (more
than twice the number reported for the whole
diocese of North Dakota); half a score
clergymen and deaconesses and an array of
more than four hundred volunteer workers
attending to the vast array of soclal, philan-
thropic and educational machinery which has
wrought such a wonderful change in that
part of the city.

With Dr. Rainsford at the helm St. George's
church has proved that the people will sup-
port a church that is theirs in fact and that
free seats can be made to yleld a greater
revenue for church work than pew rents.

Dr. Rainsford is the warm friend of young
clergymen. He likes to have them about
him, to train them. On a recent Sunday
morning committees from four western
churches were in the pews of St. George's
church to return thanks for rectors which
they had called from that church.

In St. George's church the president of one
of the greatest colleges in the country
teaches a Bible class of men. In the ranks
of the rector’s co-workers may be seen one
of the greatest financlers of the day, who
on week days buys railroads and steamship
companies. Any night in the week in the
parish house may be found hundreds en-
gaged in various kind of work, from young
lads learning the value of a steady hand
and sure eye by sighting along a gun barrel,
to the resident clergymen meeting inquirers
into life's graver questions.

Dr. Rainsford summed up his creed to a
friend as follows: *It is.the new command-
ment. Whatever light may be coming to us
in the future, whatever it may have in store,
that is the message for to-day—that we learn
to love one anothef, In that blessed love
the discordant forces of the time will be
silenced.”

OUT OF THE COUNGIL

Plasterers’ Union Withdraws From
* Building Trades Pact.

o

VARIOUS EXPLANATIONS GIVEN

May Be an Attempt to Break Up the
Council—General Labor
News.

_ The plasterers’ union, at its last meet-
ing, decided to withdraw from member-
ship In the building trades council. The
reasons for this action are not entirely
plain, and it is sald by officials of the
council that the vote does not represent
the majority sentiment of the union. One
of the explanations made is that the union
seceded in part out of sympathy with the
woodworkers. Others see in it further ev-
idence of the movement to break up the
council. " Several organizations in the
council, it has been frequently stated,
have not been wholly satisfled with the
way things were going in the council and
were only biding their time to withdraw.
The bricklayers have been mentioned as
another union that is #n a more or less
dissatisfled frame of mind. Again it is
said that this action of the plasterers’
union is Intended to be but temporary,
and taken with the purpose of getting
the union into a position where it could
put the screws on the non-union members
of the trade, who, it is said, are not liv-
ing up to long established rules of the
trade. The plasterers’ union contains
about sixty of the eighty or ninety plas-
terers in the city. The officlals of the
building trades council express themselves
as not worried in the least over the action
of the union. They say that the union,
left without the assistance of the other
trades, will soon find itself in sore straits
and will regret the day it ever withdrew
from affiliation with them. They believe
that the union will reconsider its dction
at its next meeting.

Machinists’ Troubles.

The outcome of the situation Iin the
ranks of the machinists’ union will be
reasonably certain-after to-night’s meet-
ing of the union. The union sent the
employers formal notice a week or more
ago of their intentions to strike next
Monday unless their demands were com-
plied with, and it is expected that some
sort of communication will be received
from the employers at to-night’s meet-
ing. If nothing is received from the em-
ployers the union will then discuss the
advisability of sending a conference com-
mittee to the employers or stopping work
forthwith. It is the general belief that
there will be no strike; that the manu-
facturers, well loaded up with orders, will
not choose to jeopardize the prospects for
a big and profitable season in the trade
by holding out against the demands of the
men. The local union will, of course,
have the support of the national organiza-
tion. " All unions in the country have
united in a demand for a nine-hour day
and a 12% per cent increase in wages,
and in many cases both .demands have
already been acceded to. In others there
will be either a strike or a lockout. A
few of the local shops are nonunion and
will not be affected by the new situation.
The machinists’ lodges of St. Paul and
Minneapolis will hold their first annual
picnic at Spring park, Lake Minnetonka,
on June 16. The program of entertain-
ment will consist of sports, dancing and
refreshments.

Trades and Labor Delegates.

The Trades and Labor Council has se-
lected the following delegates to the state
convention of the American Federation:
Louis Hansen from the woodworkers’
union; J. T. Carver, coopers; J. W. Bell,
electrical workers; Max Conrad, cigar-
makers’ union. The convention will be
held at Mankato, June 10 and 11. The
above delegates will meet with the dele-
gates appointed by the various unions
June 3 for a discussion of convention pre-
liminaries. In most instances the unions
have yet to elect their delegates. The
steam engineers’ union has elected A. W.
Turner, Charles Elmer and Henry Lang-
don delegates, and the laundry-workers’
union have chosen Miss Lizzie Lange to
represent the organization there.

St. Paul Servant Girls.

The recently organized servant girls’
union of St. Paul is planning some inter-
esting moves for the future. It is pro-
posed to hold a series of social entertain-
ments to which the employers will be in-
vited. There will also me a series of open
meetings with musical and literary fea-
tures, and prominent St. Paul women will
be invited to make addresses. There will
be card parties in season. It is proposed
to start an information bureau for the
benefit of members of the union. The
union now has a membership of sixty-one.
