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CRUEL TREATMENT OF PRISONERS
Charges Agrinst the Colombia Gov-
ernment by a Revgplution-
ary Leader, A

\

New York, May 22.—Generl Rafael
Uribe-Uribe, the Colombian revolutionary
leader, now in this city, has issued a
statement regarding the treatment of po-
litical gnd military prisoners by the pres-
ent Colombian government. He said:

The penitentiary at Bogota is a small one,
and in it have been crowded more than 2,000
pelitical prisoners, besides 500 ordinary crim-
inals. In order to get sleep the prisoners
have to take turns at lying down, as there is
not enough room for all to lie down at once.
Their beds are the damp, cold and filthy
pavement of the prison. There being neither
water nor eanitary facilities, the wretches
breathe only poisoned air, and smallpox, dys-
entery and typhus fever pave been playing
havoc among the unfortunate creatures. The
methods followed for sending people to the
dungeons have been copied after those of the
inquisition; that is, the anonymous denun-
clations. General Mearceliano Velez, the com-
mander-in-chief, on being appealed to by the
prisoners and finding himself powerless to
put a stop to the horrors, resigned.

The government promised to release the
prisoners if I wouid issue a manifesto advis-
ing the liberals to stop fighting. In spite of
the fact that th® government has not kept its
word the fighting will cease for a time.
When, however, the liberals have succeeded
in gathering sufficient money and ammunition
| the fighting will be resumed. When it begins
again I shall return to Colombia to lead the
liberal army.

EDISON’S CONTRIVANCE

| Storage Battery for Which Super-
fority Is Claimed,

New York, May 22.—At the annual
meeting of the American Institute of
Electrical Engineers, Arthur E. Kennelly,
i.ex-president of the institute,

invented and perfected by Thomas A, Ed-
ison. From this report and from the dis-
cussion thereon by the members of the
institute which followed, it would seem !
that the new invention is of great interest |
scientifically, mechanically and chemical- |
ly. It has as yet not been applied to com- |
mercial usages. |

Mechanically it promises to do much, !
and as Mr. Edison has tested his lnven-;
tion in his laboratory thoroughly, there |
is probability of its fulfilling the claims |
made in its behalf.” During the two years
that Mr. Edison has been working on his
accumulator, it is stated, he has given
attention to perfecting the
essentials:

Absence of deterioration by work; large
storage capacity per unit of mass; capa-
bility of being rapidly charged and dis-
charged; capability of withstanding care-
less treatment, and inexpensiveness.

According to Dr. Kenneily's report,
Edison claims to have succeeded in ac-
complishing these desired ends. He claims '
that, weight for weight, size and cost !
being equal, the new storage battery will |
do about two and one-half times as much |
work as the present battery of commerce. |
As an illustration, it is claimed that |
where an automobile will now run, say
fifty miles, with the new Edison batteries
the same vehicle will run about 125 miles.
