¢t  Erect a Costly Dwelling
There.

If the park board intends to take any
steps to secure possession ot’ the ald
Taylor property in Loring park it must act
quickly, as Swan J. Turnblad, the present
owner of the property, is about to begin
the construction of & new residence Qn
the site of the present frame dwelling. *

Once the work begins there will be no
ehance for the board, for the new struect-
ureg will be of enduring granite of great
size. It will be three stories high and the
cost will exceed $100,000.

Mr. Turnblad said to-day that he knew
nothing of the intentions of the park
board, as nothing had been said to him.
Consequently he was proceeding to carry
out his plans. He was now figuring with
two possible purchasers of the old Tay-
lor house, and as soon as this deal had
been completed and the house moved,
ground would be broken for his new house
at once. No contract had been let as yet
for any part of the work, but figures had
been submitted by builders and a deal
would be closed in a very short time.

‘“The park board can have the property
at any time,” said Mr. Turnblad, ‘‘by pay-
ing me just ,what it cost me with a fair
rate of interest on my investment added;
6 per cent would be about right. The
place is not for sale to any one else at
any figure, for if the park board does not
want it, it suits me very well for a home.
Several persens were after the property
at the time I secured possession. One
man contemplated erecting a large apart-
ment house to cover the whole tract,
which 48 99x146 feet. This was to have
had a restaurant or cafe on the top fioor.
I saved the park from this fate at any
rate. The board has not been ignored by
me and has had ample opportunity to pur-
chase the land. Only about a year ago I
spoke of the matter to three members, and
offered the same terms which I am willing
to accept at this time. I will build a
handsome granite residence, and if the
board could stand the old frame building
which now occupies the land there can be
no possible objection to the house I in-
tend to build.”

SouUpPs F(I)Blth\%’hkli’\lEl{ WEATHER

As we advance into the warmer seasons
of the year, the prudent and far- sighted
housewife finds it well to regulate the diet
to outward as well as inward conditions.
While it is no doubt better to eat too little
than toe much in warm weather, we must
not allow the body to suffer and the vituli}y
to become lowered to any great extent for
want of proper nourishment. This would not
be common sense; the sudden and somewhat
protracted spells of intense heat experienced
in our climate, often in the very early sum-
mer, is a severe tax to the system, and thes
usual result is a partial .or complete loss of
appetite for ordinary and accustomed foods.
At this point the housewife must employ all
her skill and knowledge in order to keep a
normal and well-balanced condition, and pre-
serve the health of her family. She must
safely and coolly—using the term advisedly
here—carry them through the hot and trying
days, and yei, with wise forethought, fortify
them against the dangers consequent upon the
equally sudden and unexpected lowering of
temperature, which, finding the system un-
prepared, for such extremes, may cause seri-
ous rosults The weaker members of the
household must be especially guarded in this
respect.

Hot Weather Soups.

Soups being first on the list of dishes,
need the first attention. While the soup
courses may not be go much of a necessity in
warm weather as in cold, owing to the plenti-
ful supply of succulent, fresh vegetables and
fruits, still, when ore is accustomed to be-
ginning the dinner in this way, it may be
well not to drop them entirely from the
summer bill of fare; but change the nature
of them to suit the changed conditions.

Well made broths and cream soups will
give considerable nourishment in a very di-
gestible form, and while, if served hot, they
seem to increase the Bodily temperature while
partaking of them, it is but temporary, and
the after effect far more agreeable than
when a meat diet or not easily digested foods
are indulged in. Soups need not necessarily
be served hot, and it has become quite the
custom to serve bouillons, consommes and
clear broths iced or frapped.

Fruit Soups.

These are quite popular, and when well
made are delicious. Sub-acid fruits should
be used and the most generally liked are
cherry, strawberry and currant. Some com-
binations are indulged in, such as currant
and red raspberry, strawberry and pineapple
or orange.

Of course these fruit soups will not take
the place of nourishing foods, as they are
simply relishes and of little value except for
diuretic purposes.

These soups should be served wlth elabor-
ate dinners and luncheons on very hot days,
when nlmos{ any substantial foeds lack
savor.

Spring Time Soups.

Shred a large head of lettuce and chop fine
one bunch of parsley, brown a large slice
of onion in a tablespoonful of oil or butter;
put this into a saucepan with half a pint of
peas; cover with water and cook until tender;
season with salt and pepper. Scald two pints
of milk, add a half cup of vegetable stock
and the beaten yolks of two eggs, bring to a
boil, then add lettuce and parsley; cook five
minutes and serve with croutons.

Tomato Cream Soup.

Put one quart of tomatoes, half a cup of
rice, one quart of water, two level teaspoon-
fuls of salt and a quarter of a teaspoonful of
pepper into a stewpan and simmer until the
rice is tender, but not broken. Rub through
a sieve and return to the fire. Rub a table-
spoonful of butter and one of flour together
until smooth, and add to the soup; dissolve 2
saltspoonful of soda in a little cold water.
Heat a pint of milk to boiling point.
soda to the tomato, then the-milk, and serve
at once without reheating, as there is danger
of the soup curdling. Both milk and toma-
toes should be very hot when poured to-
gether,

Tomato Soup With Orange,.

A plain tomato soup may be made especial-
‘iy good by the addition of a few slices of or-
ange before serving.

Cucumber Soup.

Peel and slice crosswise three good-sized
cucumbers and two onions, cover with a pint
of boiling water and simmer slowly until the
vegetables are soft, adding more water If it
is necessary. When vegetables are tender
rub them through a sieve, pressing hard to
get as much pulp as possible. Return to the
fire. In a double boiler heat together a pint
of milk and a pint of stock. Rub together
two level tablespoonfuls of butter and four
of flour; stir this into the liquid. Stir until
smooth and rather thick, then add the vege-
table pulp and water in which they were
cooked. Season to taste, simmer for five min-
utes and serve with croutons.

Currant Soup.

Put a pint of ripe currants in a saucepan
with a pint of cold water and bring gradually
to scalding point; add half a cup of sugar and
stir until dissolved; then press the whgle
through a puree sieve.  Return to the fire.
Moisten two level tablespoonfuls of arrowroot
with two level tablespoonfuls of water and

stir into the hot soup. Bring to boiling point

May be made same as the above and thick-
ened with tapioca instead of arrowroot.

Combination Fruit Soup.

a quart of tart, sliced apples with
add two cups of strawberries, and
then drain carefully through
cheesecloth. Return to -the fire, add a stick
of cirnamon, juice of half a lemon, sukar to
taste, about three tablespoonfuls, a pinch of
salt and a teaspoonful of tapioca. Boil until
tapioca is clear. This may be served hot or
cold.

Kalte Sehale of Apricots.

Peel and halve a number of fine, ripe apri-
cots; slice half of them fine and sprinkle
with. sugar. Rub the other half through a
sieve; remove the kernels from the stones,
blanch and cook them in sugar and watér un-
til soft; then crush and pound them to a
paste; mix with the pulp; then add a suffi-
cient quantity of lemon juice and water to
fiavor and make proper consistency. Pour
over the sliced apricots and serve ice cold.
Serve with narrow strips of bread sprinkled
with sugar and glazed in the oven. The soup
should be about as sweet as lemonade.
